The Roosevelt Institution, a
student-led policy think tank has
made international news recently.
In response to Hurricanes
Katrina, Rita and Wilma, the
Roosevelt Institution quickly de-
veloped a center for research on
disaster relief and response.

Now, Public Policy junior
Sharyn Finney is hoping to start
the same institution on Georgia
Tech’s campus. The Roosevelt
Institution at Georgia Tech gives
students the opportunity to par-
ticipate in student-run research
projects. The goal of the organi-
zation is that the students' re-
search findings will result in pol-

icy implementation.

“The Roosevelt Institution
originated at Stanford and repli-
cated at Yale, Princeton, and
Harvard.” said Finney. “At Geor-
gia Tech, [the Institution] is cur-
rently recruiting members to fol-
low the national institution’s
predecessors.”

At
Stanford University, an Rl student
recently published a paper ana-
lyzing the benefits of a commu-
nity-level early warning network in
the Liberian refugee camps.

children.
