Henry Building, in recogni-
tion of the men who were 
the first leaders of these 
disciplines.

Police Apprehend Campus Criminals

After months of investigations 
and what Captain Mickey Hembree 
of the Georgia Tech Police 
Department (GTPD) calls “good 
police work,” several criminals 
who posed a threat to the Tech 
community have been apprehend-
ed and are behind bars.    

The first recent success came with the 
apprehension of Terrance Watley (also 
known as “Boo Boo”), the second suspect 
sought in the July armed robbery in the 
North Avenue Apartments. Working with 
Crime Stoppers, the service that provides 
rewards for information leading to arrests, 
GTPD received tips that Watley was in the 
Decatur area. 

GTPD then contacted the DeKalb 
County Fugitive Squad, and about 27 
hours later, Watley was located outside an 
apartment complex in the southwest part 

of the county.
“This was one of the first times we’ve 

used Crime Stoppers, and it was very ben-
eficial in this case,” said Hembree, who 
serves as commander of GTPD’s Criminal 
Investigation Division (CID). Five other 
officers work in CID, and all had a hand in 
this particular case. “We did a lot of good 
police work and a lot of video review. It 
was truly a team effort.”

During the investigation, GTPD 
also worked with the Atlanta Police 

Department, College Park Police 
Department and the Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.

“We want the criminal element to 
know we will exhaust all our means in 
investigations,” Hembree said. “We take it 
personally when someone goes after our 
students.”

In another investigation, Dennis Barry, 
Thaddeus Howard and Darryl McCrary 
were arrested for involvement in various 
incidents of stolen belongings from the 
Campus Recreation Center (CRC) and its 
neighboring fields. 

McCrary is what Lieutenant Carla Cook 
calls a “career criminal” and has a history 
of theft in workout facilities and universi-
ties. Police used video footage and under-
cover patrols to catch McCrary in the 
act and tracked purchases he made with 
stolen credit cards to the Target at Atlantic 
Station.

Despite getting a few of Tech’s most 
wanted off the streets, police continue to

Following the Oct. 23 meeting of the General 
Faculty and Academic Senate, students will now 
have two hours and 50 minutes to complete all final 
exams and may be limited in the number of credit 
hours they can register for during Phase I of  
registration.  

According to the addition to the exam guidelines approved 
during the meeting, students will have a consistent amount of 
time to complete exams, unless it is otherwise stated in the syl-
labus. Students must be notified of any changes to the duration 
of a final exam at least two weeks prior to the first day of finals 
week. 

This change was made so that students would always know 
how much time they have to complete an exam, explained Chuck 
Parsons, chair of the Student Regulations Committee.  

With the change pertaining to Phase I registration (the first 
opportunity students have to register for classes for a given 
semester), undergraduate students may register for a maximum 
of 18 credit hours for fall and spring terms, while graduate stu-
dents may register for a maximum of 21 hours, depending on the 
needs of the program or school. 

“This change was necessary to give all students the best chance 
at constructing a workable schedule for the next term,” said 
Registrar Reta Pikowsky. “A registration task force that included 
students and academic advisors concluded that having this 
option available would benefit all students by ensuring that the 
Phase I schedules would be constructed around courses that were 
deemed necessary to meet degree requirements.”

Following 37 years of service to Georgia Tech as 
a professor, researcher, administrator and advo-
cate, Raymond Vito has announced his intention 
to retire at the end of May. 

For the past five years, Vito has served 
as Tech’s vice provost for Graduate 
and Undergraduate Studies, overseeing 
academic activities such as curriculum 
development and educational technology, 
as well as experiential learning initiatives 
such as the Honors Program, cooperative 
education and the InVenture Prize.

Recent Grad Aims to Improve iPad Experience

When Daniel Hooper became 
frustrated with editing text on his 
iPad, he wrote an application that 
could revolutionize the way users 
select and arrange their words on 
tablets.

“I see the iPad as the future of comput-
ing, and I think a couple years down the 
road it will be the only thing most people 
own,” said Hooper, who earned a bach-
elor’s degree in computational media from 
Georgia Tech in May. “Because of that, I 
feel a lot of things need to get better — 
particularly editing text.”

The Hooper Selection uses the keyboard 
to select, copy and paste text, rather than 
having the user highlight on the text itself. 
Hooper demonstrates the method in a 
YouTube video (visit tinyurl.com/cvq9l3x) 
that has garnered more than 600,000 views 
and drawn attention from media outlets 
such as Business Insider, Gizmodo and 
Engadget. As for the name, Hooper himself 

can’t take credit. 
“Another developer 

emailed me saying he 
had made a Wikipedia 
page,” Hooper said. 
“He was concerned 
so many people were 
copying the work that 
I wouldn’t be remem-
bered as the creator. 
The name is kind of 
dorky and still sounds 
weird to me, but it 
works.”

Hooper, who him-
self is an iPad and 
iPhone owner, has 
been working on iOS 
development since his freshman year at 
Tech. Last fall, he created a game called 
Percepto, and Hooper Selection emerged as 
a project for his digital humanities course 
last spring.

“It’s sort of a bland thing, text edit-
ing, but it’s so key to everything you do. 
Regardless of the app, you’re probably typ-
ing at some point.” 

Whether Apple implements the idea or 

not, Hooper hopes it inspires all companies 
to put more time and research into this 
aspect of the tablet user experience. He’s 
already seen some third-party developers 
use it in their applications. 

“I put the video out there hoping people 
would think it was cool and, at the very 
least, make them unhappy with the current 
state even if this isn’t the solution.  
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The Hooper Selection uses the iPad keyboard to select, 
copy and paste text, rather than having the user highlight 
on the text itself.

Throughout October, The Whistle 
has highlighted how Georgia Tech 
researchers are participating in the 
fight against breast cancer.     

Here are some of the ways researchers in 
the Department of Biomedical Engineering are 
contributing to the fight. 

Predicting Which Chemo 
Treatment Will Work Best

Associate Professor Melissa Kemp is using 
a computational modeling and systems-level 
approach to better understand the metabolic 
pathways of one of the most commonly used 
drugs for breast cancer treatment, doxorubi-
cin. With this approach, Kemp is able to pre-
dict how cancer cells from a patient are going 
to react to the doxorubicin chemotherapy 
based upon the individual’s enzyme levels.

Professor Ravi Bellamkonda’s research 
group is developing a contrast agent to quan-
tify breast-cancer blood vessel leakiness in 

mice. This allows the researchers to predict 
how successful doxil treatment would be. 
Based on these predictions, the researchers 
correctly predicted whether administering the 
drug would significantly shrink breast cancer 
tumors in the mice.  

Improving Diagnosis with 
Better Mammography Images

Professor Brani Vidakovic is developing 
new methods to enhance the resolution of 
microcalcifications in digital mammograms. 
Cancerous cells cause microcalcifications that 
are usually very small (0.1 mm to 1.0 mm) 
and difficult to detect. By using a wavelet-
transform algorithm, researchers are able to 
get improved visualization of smaller details. 
In a recent study, the new wavelet procedures 
correctly identified cancerous tissue with 86 
percent accuracy, compared to 55 percent 
from current methods of visual inspection. 
Vidakovic is working on this research in col-
laboration with Mary Newell, a radiologist at 
Emory University’s Winship Cancer Institute.

Quick Cancer Diagnosis from 
Biopsied Tissue

Assistant Professor Manu Platt’s research 
group has developed a technique called “mul-
tiplex cathepsin zymography” that sensitively 
detects a class of protease biomarkers upregu-
lated in many different types of cancers. They 
have used this on biopsied breast tissue to 
diagnose breast cancer with high sensitivity 
and specificity, and it does so in a relatively 
short time with the potential to reduce the 
patient waiting time for diagnosis results.

Understanding how  
Cancer Spreads

Assistant Professor Susan Thomas and 
her research group are trying to understand 
metastasis when breast cancer cells leave the 
primary tumor and migrate to draining lymph 
nodes. They are also examining how lymph 
node metastasis influences the immune sys-
tems of patients. Their goal is to develop new 
ways to treat metastasis as well as develop 
immunotherapies to treat breast cancer.

After almost 30 years of service to 
Georgia Tech, John Carter will step 
down from his role as the Georgia 
Tech  Foundation president and chief 
operating officer (COO) on  
June 30, 2013.       

“I want to thank everyone for their unbe-
lievable support and timely advice over the 
years,” Carter said. “I promise to continue my 
connection with Tech. Heck, after many years 
here as a student and employee, my blood has 
turned bright gold.” 

Carter, who earned his bachelor’s degree 
from Tech, was hired as director of marketing 

for the Alumni Association in 1983 and was 
named vice president and executive director 
two years later. 

During Carter’s time in that role, the 
Alumni Association was recognized as the 
best Alumni Association in the country 
in 1989 and 1990 by the Council for the 
Advancement and Support of Education.

“The Alumni Association Board of Trustees, 
the staff and many alumni volunteers set out 
on a mission to win this award,” Carter said. 
“I have never seen a group of people band 
together like these alumni and staff did.”

In 1999, he accepted a role at the Georgia 
Tech Foundation Inc. as vice president and 
COO, eventually moving into his current role 
as president and COO. (The Foundation’s 
primary role is to manage the Institute’s 
financial investments.) One of the projects

development of Tech 
Square. 

“The Foundation 
Trustees, together 
with the Georgia Tech 
administration, worked 
tirelessly to think 
out of the box, while 
minimizing the risks

proof that Tech alumni can take on difficult 
challenges and achieve outstanding results.”

Stress Management is Key to Dalton’s Success

From making a judgment call to 
hospitalize a mentally ill student to 
conducting a one-on-one counseling 
session with a student with an eat-
ing disorder, Irene Dalton’s days are 
filled with listening to and dealing 
with the stress and worries of others.            

“In a job like this, especially when things 
are hectic around the Counseling Center, self 
care becomes really important,” said Dalton, 
a psychologist in the center. “Counseling 
students is rewarding, but it can also be very 
stressful. And we’re no good to the students 
if we don’t take care of ourselves.” 

That’s why Dalton has developed her own 
coping mechanism for maintaining her hap-
piness — she makes a daily lunch trip to the 
Campus Recreation Center (CRC). 

“I do the stair climbing machine, because I 
think it’s the most efficient way for me to get 
a good cardio workout,” she said. “Coming 
to the CRC is a distraction that allows me to 
recharge.”

Taking on the role of graduate student 
practicum coordinator is another way that 
Dalton copes with the stress that can come 
with counseling students.

“Although I enjoy counseling, sometimes 
it’s nice to change gears,” she said. “As pract-
icum coordinator, I get to focus on training 
students who want to do what I do. Being 
able to do this in addition to counseling 
three to four students a day helps me balance 
the stress that comes with listening to stu-
dents talk about their problems.” 

Read on to learn more about Dalton and 
her time at Tech.

 
What did you want to be when you were a 
child?          

In elementary school, I think I took a 
career test that indicated I should be a phar-
macist. Careers in science run in my family, 

so this made sense. But over the years, my 
interest shifted to psychology.

How did you arrive at Georgia Tech?       
I came to Tech to do my post-doctoral 

work in 2000 and ended up taking on a per-
manent position. So I’m still in my first real 
job since graduate school. 

What is an average day in your job like?    
Aside from counseling students and being 

the practicum coordinator, I’m also part of an 
eating disorder treatment team on campus. 
The group includes a nutritionist, physician, 
nurse practitioner, psychiatrist and myself. 
We exist to provide more well-rounded care 
for students with eating disorders. I also co-
facilitate an Asperger’s Syndrome support 
group for students who are impacted by this 
form of autism. 

What is the most rewarding part of your 
job?

It would have to be watching the students 
I work with learn to deal with their problems 
and grow into successful adults. For exam-
ple, I worked with a young man who was 
diagnosed with severe depression. At some 
point in our conversations, he became more 
open to medication and taking gradual steps 

to improve his health — like getting more 
sleep and exercise. By the time he graduated, 
the student was doing much better. A few 
years later, I received an email from him say-
ing that he was married and living a healthy 
lifestyle. These moments remind me of why I 
do this for a living.  

What is the one piece of technology you 
couldn’t live without?

My iPhone. I try not to fiddle with it dur-
ing the day, but I do love to play Words with 
Friends.

Where is your favorite place to have lunch? 
That would be Spoon, and I love the pan-

ang curry with tofu and vegetables.  

What is the biggest risk you’ve ever taken 
— did it pay off? 

My biggest risk was to pick up and move 
to Georgia at age 23 to pursue a doctoral 
program in psychology. I had not moved 
much up to that point, and all of my friends, 
family and much of my extended family lived 
in the Washington D.C. area. So to leave the 
only place I knew as home to move to a new 
culture (the South is very different from the 
D.C. area) where I didn’t know anyone was 
scary. But it paid off — I’ve lived in Georgia 
for 21 years and consider it home. 

If you could have dinner with one person, 
dead or alive, who would it be?  

I’d want to get to know my maternal 
grandfather, who I never met. He risked 
his life to emigrate from Armenia, and I’ve 
always wanted to speak to him about this 
experience.

Tell us the best advice you’ve received.  
It’s always better to listen than talk, mean-

ing you can learn a lot about a person by 
listening — not by talking at them.

What do you like to do in your free time?  
Any spare time my husband and I have is 

spent with my 10- and 4-year-old daughters.
