pald the initiation fee, I cenmot give you either, the pass word
or the recognition sign."

"I want volunteers among you men to help unload the
trensfer wagon. Thats right step forward, one more mleasc. Now
you fellows unload that stuf?f and take it up stairs, and,I -vill say,
I went some more men for thls same o rlt, ®o-morrow. Does anyone Xknow
who had the key to thig hall? Howr many of the Captains of -Hickets
are there in the hall? come forward, please. HNow then, eny of you
nicikzets that refuse to do your duty, let me Znow and we willi gce
that their rations are cut off at the Commiessary. Ve hate to do thig,
but, we will have to do i%. I noticed that you nickets did not do
vour duty in front of the Iiill, but the Mill »lckets did their duty.n

The meeting adjourned at 12:00 o'clock.
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
