The scholar-
ship is open to all full-time
Georgia Institute of
Technology students who have
made a positive “impact” on
the Georgia Tech community,
have at least a 2.0 grade point
average and will be attending
Georgia Tech at least two
semesters during the 2010-11
school year.

What is “positive impact?”
Kabir Barclay, 2009 Impact

Scholarship recipient, described

his impact as [he] “worked to
increase the scale of campus
programs in order to create a
closer community at Tech as
well as dedicated time to men-
tor freshmen and encourage
leadership and campus involve-
ment in others.”

And Laura Cerully said, “My
greatest impact at Georgia Tech
is evident through both my
active recruitment of women
into graduate programs as well
as my efforts to increase the
interaction of current graduate
women within the campus
community.”

What is the impact package?
The application is completely
online. There are two essays,
“what impact have you made
on the Georgia Tech communi-
ty” and “what changes, if any,

will receiving the Impact
Scholarship make for you while
at Georgia Tech.”

Eight Impact Scholarships

will be awarded spring 2010.

ThinkBig programs are
designed to give a small group
of residents a great opportunity
to interact closely with a faculty
member and live with students
who share similar interests.

Fall 2009, four new programs
began and two existing  pro-
grams continued and all six
plus new programs will be
offered fall 2010.

Current ThinkBig programs:
- Technology and Urban
Outdoor Adventures

- LEGO Robotics and
Outreach Community
- Human Alteration: How far is
too far?
- Humor and Innovation
- International House 
- Women, Science and
Technology

Each community has a facul-
ty member and a central topic
to research, discuss and
explore.

One of the best qualities of
these programs is “the sense of
community,” said Gala Jackson,
coordinator, Residential
Academic Activities, Housing.

Each group consists of 20-50
people, and that small number
helps ensure that the group
stays close.

“It gives students a real con-
nection to the faculty member,”
Jackson said.

These programs follow what
Jackson calls “a trend in higher
education.”

More and more universities
are offering these additions to
residence hall living, and the
students involved have general-
ly had “more of a connection
to the university.”

Schools involved with these
types of programs have also
seen an increase in students
continuing to live on campus.

Early surveys of this year’s
ThinkBig programs show that
80 percent are participating in
group activities and reporting
that “the program exceeds stu-
dents’ expectations.”

While the ThinkBig 
programs are a hit, one area
needs clarification. These new
programs are not tied to aca-
demic course credit.

“[ThinkBig programs]are not
academic but they are fun!"
Jackson said.

Even though no class credit
is given and there is no home-
work from the program,
students can choose to take
classes that mirror what their
ThinkBig programs contain.

Registration for ThinkBig
programs coincides with
Housing’s fall sign-up dates.

“Students will apply for
[ThinkBig programs] as they
apply for next year's housing,
starting February 9, 2010 and
going through March 1, 2010,”
said Dan Morrison, director,
Residence Life, Georgia Tech
Housing.

Everyone knows that
Tech's academics are
impressive, but how do

the other fields measure up? 
In the case of Stamps Health

Services, the results are in:
flawless. The most recent lab
inspection reported not only
zero deficiencies (a remarkable
achievement in itself) but no
recommendations for possible

improvement.
All laboratories that do

human testing are inspected
every other year under the
Clinical Laboratory
Improvement Amendments
'88 (CLIA), and this year was
an inspection year for
Stamps Health Services labo-
ratory. The process itself is
“an exhaustive and compre-
hensive survey of our capac-

ity and capability to perform
accurate and timely diagnostic
testing,” said Jack Horner,
supervisor, Laboratory and
Radiology Services, Stamps
Health Services.

While Georgia Tech has
always performed well in CLIA
inspections, this year is the first
year that the school has not
received a single recommenda-
tion for change.

This kind of score is very
rare and reflects the hard work
and dedication of the entire
Stamps Health Services team.

Though the scores are gener-
ally kept private, and therefore

no national average score
is known, Georgia Tech
is clearly one of the best.

And what does this
mean for Georgia Tech

students? 
“Just because we are small

doesn't mean we are less capa-
ble or less accurate than a
major laboratory,” Horner said.

“We must meet or exceed the
same standards that Emory or
Piedmont or Grady does.”

Being held to that same stan-
dard means that Stamps Health
Services provides excellent
service with the added bonus
of being small enough to
ensure individual care.

The focus of Stamps Health
Services has always been the
students and it continues to be
dedicated to the Georgia Tech
community.

As Horner himself said, "To
all students: if you want 
superior medical care, come
here!"

Dining this year.
The brand new Dunkin'

Donuts is a huge success, and
the Waffle House planned for
Tech Square is sure to be
another hit. So what else does
Dining have up its sleeve? Here
to let us in on their plans are
Dori Martin and Andrea
Preininger from GT Dining’s
marketing department.

Some of the biggest changes
can already be seen on campus.
Students burning the midnight
oil in the Library have probably
already taken advantage of
Jazzman's new hours which
have been extended to 24 hours
a day Monday through
Thursday. Both Brittian and
Woodruff dining halls are now
open for brunch on weekends

and their menus have expanded
to include more vegetarian and
vegan options.

“Approximately 30 percent of
our student body is either vege-
tarian or vegan and we wanted
to make sure they are includ-
ed,” said Dori Martin, market-
ing manager, GT Dining.

In fact, the Dining website
now has a page devoted entirely
to these students, which
includes feature recipes, a place
for students to submit their
favorite recipes and health
information of interest.

Following the campus-wide
initiative, Dining is also going
green and working toward 
campus sustainability.

By setting up a composting
program, Dining has eliminated
an annual 146 tons of waste
that would be going to the
landfill. The compost made in
this program is then used as

fertilizer all over campus.
The group is also working to

eliminate Styrofoam, and has
weekly meetings with the cam-
pus group, Students Organizing
for Sustainability (SOS).

"We made The Princeton
Review's Green Honor Roll,"
said Andrea Preininger, assis-
tant marketing manager, GT
Dining. “We were the only uni-
versity to get an A in dining  in
2008.”

There are also a lot of great
events on the calendar. For
Earth Day, Dining plans to
hold a full farmers’ market.

Brittain Dining Hall is going
to host Brittain's Got Talent
which was a huge success this
past year. In April, a contest
called Tech Chef is slated to
happen. Plus, the seasonal table
in front of the Student Center
Food Court will be changing
frequently and the Sustainability
Wall will have all of the latest
information.

Additionally, the three newest
meal plans, the Unlimited +5,
the Ramblin' 200 and the
Ramblin' 400, all have new
retail options for more variety.

Student organizations have
the option of using the new
student catering menu. It
includes student-friendly food
at student-friendly low prices,
from $5 to $7. There is no
delivery fee which helps to
keep the costs down.

“You normally don't find
costs this low," said Preininger.
“We worked very hard to get
the best prices for the 
students.”

Of course, everyone has
heard various rumors about
what will happen at North
Avenue. Though the plans are
still underdevelopment, “watch
this space!” said Martin.
