Before the start
of fall semester, we knew the new Honors Program
students more or less as abstractions — from their ad-
missions applications, e-mails, phone calls, and FA-
SET visits — and no one really knew how this venture
would actually work out. Now everyone is on cam-
pus, settled in, and from all we hear, doing remark-
ably well.

Program is the most fun he’s had at Tech in thirty-
something years, and several other faculty members
expressed similar enthusiasm.
