Report of Upr. J.0.0. Tuesdey, June 2nd., 1914.

Mr. Winyard and I left a 4:00 A.J. call, we left the
hotel and finished putiing in the Detedto av Union headquarters and
after testing it out, we returned to the hotel arriving there at
700 AJf. I inmedistely got a messenger boy and sent the key of the
hall beck to ir. Elsas. e left the hotel again and had several
keys mede to get in and out of building that we have rented. le
then left and arrived at rooms in time to get the opening of the
meeting.

The lieeting was called to order at 9:55 A.lL. by the
Tres. of the Union. Ify machine was not acting Fight and I could
not hear what he said until he wes about through, he in turn intro~-
duced a Mr. Dumos or Domas from some Union in Atlanta. The machine
gputtered end acted badly all through his telk, and I did not hear
whet he seid, and as he was about to introduce lir. Chas. A. liiles
the next speaker, the mechine finally baccme adjusted to the dis-
tance, as we are about 200 feet away from the building that they
hold their meetings in.

Mr. Miles sterted to talk and he spoke of the men

as being as bad, if not worse off then the prisoners in the Federal
Sen. He said that they reminded him of "Dante's Inferno on horse-
vack." He then explained and said, "Dante's means Hell, and for the
1iTe of me, I can't see how you men and women work 63 hours a wreek
and come out in the end with only 6 or 8 dollars a week". He sald
ng1l the labor orgenizations in Atlanta are behind you, and you can
win this strike, and when you go back to work you can be your own
boss; work 54 hours a week end get en increase in salary. The idea
of you people going back to work under the existing cenditions is a
most horrible thing to think of."

"The fellow +thet is in prison is there because the police
caught him snd he canmot help himself, but you fellows that go back
%o work in that prison cen help yourselves, and 1¥ you do,, it will
be o damn sight worse for you than being in prison. &ee all of those
‘people that ere working,go to their homes end talk to them, and tell
them that we are going o stop this mill, and we will pay them while
it is stopped and we will keen this Fulton 3Sag & Cotton 1iill closed
down until the Company meects with our demands, and the men oI woman
that feile to do their duty, we will wipe them off of our rolls, or
something like that, end if we stand together we are going to win."

Then some railrosd man, an engineer, got up to speal.
He is the same one that spoke yesterday. Ie told them how he hed
worked hard all dey, and now that they were out on strike, there
ra.s no reacson why they could not win, and if you stick together} he
gaid "you will win". "hy we were out six years on one road and
it took us all that time to win, but we won and we stuck together.”
