Dormant spirit! — spirit that 
is inactive, quiescent, slow to as­
sert itself—is such the proper 
description of the Tech spirit? 
True, dormant means sleeping 
rather than dead, else there 
would be no ground for such a 
thought. But do the student 
body show the same spirit in 
their cheering as does the gold­
en-jersied man on the field? 
Positively they do not, and be it 
due to laziness, overconfidence, 
or disinterest, nevertheless, the 
truth stands. 

Laziness—can lack of spirit be 
attributed to distaste for physi­
cal exertion? Surely it requires 
pep to cheer. A sick man has lit­
tle of an applauding nature in 
him. Yet, to a Tech man cheer­
ing should be so spontaneous 
that he loses consciousness of 
physical effort. 

Overconfidence — is such a 
false state of mind possible in 
the wide range of sportsmanlike 
activities? One needs only to 
glance at history's great upsets 
to note the disastrous effect of 
overconfidence. It acts equally 
as hard upon supporters as upon 
player. Nor should lack of confi­
dence have any more claim to 
reason than does its opposite. A 
confident team needs cheering 
to assure it that it is being de­
pended upon; a team lacking 
confidence must have support to 
encourage it to its best. 

Disinterest — perhaps the 
most insidious of all possible 
causes of dormant spirit. In fact, 
with disinterest spirit ceases to 
be dormant. It is dead. A man 
who has not the will to back the

"A stronger showing is made 
by setting down the total enroll­
ment of 1912-16, as compared 
with 1919-26, excluding the war

In the 
wet period the total enrollment 
was 894,373. In the dry period 
the total enrollment was 2,173,-
675, or nearly three times as 
great, while the population of 
the country in the same period 
increased less than 25 per cent. 
The heavily increased enroll­
ment brought with it a conse­
quent increase in college of­
ficials, professors, tutors and 
employes. 

DORMITORY INTELLIGENCE 

A good many years ago Pro­
fessor Stephen Leacock, of the 
department of economics at Mc­
Gill University, declared that in 
establishing a college the first 
need was for a dormitory with 
a clubroom, next for a good li­
brary, third for teachers, and if 
there was any money left over 
it might perhaps be spent in 
building and equipping labora­
tories and classrooms. 

Professor Leacock is widely 
known as a professional humor­
ist, and many have assumed this 
statement to be humor. But now 
comes President Jessup, of Iowa 
—and a college president is not 
a funny man—with statistics to 
support Leacock's theory. Stu­
dents housed in dormitories, he 
declares, have higher academic 
averages than those who just 
"live round." And the University 
of Michigan, of which President 
Jessup is an alumnus, is in con­
sequence planning to build some 
two million dollars' worth of 
dormitories to lift the level of 
the undergraduate intellectual 
life.

BOYS' WORK LEADERS' COURSE 
AT BLUB RIDGE, NORTH 

CAROLINA 

A number of college men have de­
sired to know where they could get 
special training for Boys' Work. This 
has been worked out at Blue Ridge. 

An orientation course in the pur­
pose, methods and skill of modern 
character building work with Boys for 
boys' club leaders, Sunday School 
teachers and supervisors, is planned 
for the summer quarter at Blue 
Ridge. This course is designed to fill 
a reel need in community snd family-
life. The problems of boyhood are 
a challenge to our best thought and 
preparation. ALL who contact with 
boys need to study them if real re­
sults are to be obtained. Building 
Christian citizens is a co-operative 
job. Boys' work leaders cannot do 
it alone or even partially succeed 
along the old methods of lecture, au­
thority, and the divine right of adult­
hood. We are living in a changing 
world, dealing with developing per­
sonalities, and we have to learn a 
growing technique of work with boys 
if we want to succeed in the task of 
helping boys develop Christian char­
acter. 

It is the plan of this course to de­
vote two hours each morning to a 
lecture presentation, followed by dis­
cussion of such subjects as History 
and Principles and Philosophy of Boys' 

Work, the Boy and Modern Psychol­
ogy, Boy's Work agencies and their 
programs, Educational Sociology and 
Boys' Religious Education of the Boy, 
and Methods of Boys' Work. 

The afternoon will be spent in two 
hours of participation in and demon­
stration of modern boy activity, and 
will cover social and recreational 
leadership of boys in such activities 
as archery, astronomy, campcraft, na­
ture lore, craft work, story-telling, 
Indian lore, wood-craft, group games, 
athletics, swimming, etc. Experts in 
these various lines at both morning 
and afternoon sessions will outline 
and direct the study and discussion of 
the students.
