Offered By Tulane

All students who mé.‘y be interested in a legal education should take
note of a recent announcement by the College of Law at the Tulane
University of Louisiana. This announcement concerns the awarding of
the Tulane Law Regional Scholarships offered to honor graduates of

the Georgia Institute of Techno-
logy.

Any student who is interested
and believes he can qualify may
enter the competition. All entries
will be judged and appraised by the
Tulane College of Laws, which has
sent a statement to Georgia Tech
to make a detailed correction of
any misconception which may exist
that Tulane offers a legal educa-
tion only in Louisiana law. Actual-
ly, approximately forty percent of
the Tulane College of Law stu-
dent body consists of non-Louis-
iana students. Those interested in
a legal education should have no
‘more hesitation in enrolling at
Tulane than a student interested in
‘other fields would have in enroll-
ing in the* Tulane school of Medi-
cine or in the Tulane Graduate
School.
~ The Tulane Law Regional Scho-
larships, offered to gradautes of
Georgia Tech who are considered
as “honor students,” is probably
the best way possible to receive
a legal education. A recipient of
the Tulane Law Scholarship re-
ceives all the privileges and hon-
ors that go along with most schol-
arships, plus a chance to receive
their education in law in one of
the finest law colleges in the coun-

v try.

Students who desire more in-
formation should see Dean Griffin
or write directly to C. J. Morrow,
Acting Dean, College of Law, The
Tulane University of Louisiana,
New Orleans 18, Louisiana.

It should be stressed that these
scholarships are open only to
graduates of Georgia Tech. There-
fore, only seniors and graduate
students may apply for the scholar-
ships at the present time. This
should not prevent underclassmen,
who may be considering the pos-
sibility of enrolling in the Tulane
College of Law, or any college of
law for that matter, from obtain-
ing information about the sc¢holar-
ships. In many cases, students
have not won the scholarships be-
cause they were inadequately pre-
pared to merit winning the com-
petition. This situation could have

been alleviated if the student
had known what the requirements
were a long time before he applied
for the scholarships. If he had
known, he could have adequately
prepared and thereby given him-
self a much better chance for vic-
tory. All those interested are urged
to obtain the information at their
convenience.

Four tours to Europe—visiting six countries—will comprise the
joint 1952 Student Tour Program of the National Newman Club
Federation and the National Federation of Catholic College Stu-
dents, it was announced here at the national headquarters of the two
organizations, 1312 Massachusetts

Avenue, N. W. Washington. A
special six-day Student Tour of
Canada in August preceding the
Pax Romana Congress has also
been scheduled by the two col-
legiate groups. The Congress con-
venes August 26 to September 1, in
Montreal.

The members will depart from
New York on June 17, July 9 and
August 6, in the Cunard liners,
R.M.S. Mauretania, R.M.S. Queen
Mary and R.M.S. Queen Elizabeth.
Members will visit Ireland, Eng-
land, France, Italy, Switzerland
and Spain, affording them an op-
portunity to see Europe’s historic
landmarks and religious  sites.
American Express-Catholic Travel
League has been appointed to
handle all travel arrangements.
Experienced travel couriers will
accompany each group during the
entire European journey. Tour
rates are from $552.

The tours are of 21, 31, 33 and

43 days duration. Departure dates
and length of the itineraries have
been selected to fit school vacations.
Members of the groups will visit
London, Paris, Dublin, Nice, Rome,
Florence, Venice, Lucerne, Mon-
treaux, Geneva, Lourdes, San
Sebastian, Burgos, Madrid, Seville,
Gibraltar, Naples, and Avignon.
Sightseeing with specially trained
guides at each point visited will
add to the educational value of
each tour.

The pre-Pax Romana Congress
Tour of Canada will originate in
Montreal at the Mt. Royal Hotel
on August 20 and terminate in
Montreal on August 26 for the
opening of the Congress. The mem-
bers will visit St. Joseph’s Oratory,

the Shrine of Brother Andre and
the Shrine of Ste. Anne de Beau-
pre. The itinerary also includes a
cruise on the scenic St. Lawrence
and Saguenay Rivers.
