Permission has been obtained from 
city and county school superinten­
dents, it is said, to grant a partial 
holiday for upperclassmen so that 
they might attend the functions on 
Friday; the final decision being left to 
the discretion of the individual prin­
cipals.

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HANDLING INTANGIBILITIES 
. . . is not enough for I.S.O. to do. We want tangible action* 

In a recent ijssue we stated that it was 
unfortunate that the Ramblin 'Reck Club's 
Stunt Night was so poorly supported and we 
cricitized organizations who had signed up 
to participate but failed to do so. We said it 
was particularly disappointing to see the 
newly organized Independent Students' Or­
ganization fail to compete. We drew several 
healthy words of protest from members of 
that organization with other information that 
somewhat clarifies the ISO operational policy. 

Is Not Competitive 
It was stated that ISO does not intend to 

compete with the Interfraternity Council; that 
ISO is not attempting to do such things as an 
organization but is doing things that are less 
tangible and therefore less obvious but none­
theless beneficial to the non-fraternity stu­
dent. It was also pointed out that there are 
approximately 180 active members in the or­
ganization and these widely spread. Examples 
were shown where ISO had several teams en­
tered in intra-mural athletics but these teams 
were entered under names that showed no 
connection to the Independent Students' Or­
ganization. 

We have a potentially good organization that 
has already done good work (though we had 
trouble finding out about it.) It sponsored a 
ping pong tournament and has entered teams 
in intramural athletic tournaments. It has 
started several students in extra curricular 
activities. But it hasn't done enough nor has 
it said enough. 

The move not to compete with the IFC is 
an intelligent action. The two organizations 
have nothing in common and any efforts on 
either to compete with the other would do 
nothing more than stir up hard feelings and 
prejudices between the two groups. 

Excuse Is Representation 
The main excuse for existence of the ISO 

is to represent the independent student and 
help him attain certain benefits of college life 
that are difficult to secure by individual ac­
tion. To best do this it is obvious that the 
organization needs strong support from as 
many students as possible. At present there 
are only 180 active members—approximately 
ten percent of the students concerned. This is 
an inadequate number and will probably re­
main so until other students become interested 
and aware of what is available. As long as 
the officers of ISO persist on a policy of in­
tangibles they will never attain support. 
Strangely enough it takes concrete evidence 
and plain old publicity to sell a new product. 

We must point out that equivalent organiza­
tions on other campuses that have met with 
success have been more tightly operated. They 
publish news sheets — usually mimeographed 
papers that are not expensive but are effective 
in creating interest. These organizations not 
only enter competition open to all students but 
organize their own activities. They are high-
powered groups that serve their purpose.

WE ARE TRULY FORTUNATE 
The furnishing of advance lists of professors is encouraging. 

A noted educator once remarked that in his 
lifetime the only schools of which he had heard 
which did not have student-faculty relation­
ship problems were the vocational trade schools 
in federal penitentiaries. Perhaps the situa­
tion is similar to that in the army. It is said 
that in the army as long as the troops com­
plain things are okay. But when the com­
plaints stop, then the authorities start worry­
ing. 

If that be true in student-faculty relations, 
then it may not be too long before the authori­
ties here at Tech start worrying. Both Student 
Council and the administration have made 
long strides toward each other, toward co­
operation, and toward progress this year. 

The Biggest Step 
The latest, and what seems to us to be the 

biggest, step yet taken occurred near the 
end of last quarter. Ten schools and five de­
partments cooperated in furnishing advance 
notice of courses offered and professors teach­
ing the courses during the spring quarter. 
The advance lists were posted on the bulletin 
boards of the various schools and students 
were given the opportunity of actually choos­
ing the instructors whom they desired. Of 
course, the lists were only tentative and cer­
tain necessary and practical changes had to 
be made. However, we feel that the move was 
a definite success and strongly urge that 
Student Council act to make the feature a 
permanent one each quarter. 

Quite frequently students feel that in any 
controversial relations with the faculty or the 
administration, they start out with two strikes 
against them. The Gamecock of the University 
of South Carolina reports that one of Caro­
lina's students had to resort to the courts 
to get justice. It seems that the circuit judge 
of Florence has served an injunction on school 
officials to enable a law school freshman to re­
enter classes. The injunction charges that the 
school discriminated against the student by 
requiring him to have a C-plus average rather 
than the C average normally required. 

Yes, we are fortunate to receive the type 

of cooperation shown by the advance lists of 
professors. The only ones who could possibly 
object to the plan would be those instrutcors 
who have a "reputation" among the students 
—those who fear that the students will shy 
away from their classes. They are the same 
professors who tried to make a joke out of 
the faculty rating sheets—the ones who openly 
refused ever to read the students' expressions 
of their feelings regarding courses and in­
structors. 

Again the administration has opened the 
doorway of responsibility to the students. We 
welcome the chance.

A Son of the True South 
. . . asks for help and encouragement rather than a kick in the pants. 

Editor's Note: The following is repHnted 
from the Daily Calif ornian, perhaps the most 
viciously liberal of college newspapers. We 
feel the Southern student owes thanks to Mr. 
Powell for so ably representing his views. 

From time to time in our college newspaper, 
The Technique, our editor has honored us by 
reprinting several of your editorials on the 
South. I, myself, feel that your editorials are 
timely and informative, but are hardly help­
ing to rectify a situation which all intelligent 
Southerners and Americans are trying to 
alleviate. 

I speak, at the moment, as a son of the true 
South, a rebel-yelling, high strung and basic­
ally socially ignorant type of person. My first 
reaction to your editorials is one of cold con­
tempt, and then blinding anger—even though 
I normally would never condone the actions 
of the KKK and other such trash. 

Then I would in turn strike back at you by 
reminding you of the scenes of property 
damage and prejudice that I witnessed in Cali­
fornia during and following the war years. 
Then if defeated by this means I would cry 
out in despair at the meddling of these damn 
Westerners in my affairs which I consider 
none of their business. The above is the re­
action of almost 60 per cent of the South's 
people. The other 40 per cent would read 
your editorials and shudder to think of the 
effect it has on the reactionary thinking of 
the other 60 per cent. 

Now I speak as a veteran, an American 
^nd a socially intelligent Southerner, who 
knows only too well our social stigmas and 
educational backwardness. I admit them, not 
help them, and where possible seek their re­
moval through democratic means. Still I am 
disappointed in the attitude of the great bulk 
of the nation. We are a people who have ad­
vanced little, except industrially, since the 
unfortunate War between the States. 

We have little cares and live in a shell 
which all intelligent Southerners are trying 
to pry open. But every time the South is given 
ten kicks in the pants for one pat on the 
back, the shell becomes harder and harder to 
crack and reaction is rampant among those I 
once considered my allies. 

The South could easily be described as a 
child taking its first faltering steps, but you, 
our liberal and democratic allies all over the 
country, must supply the encouragement for 
the South to take those steps. I therefore 
appeal to you as Americans, as citizens of 
the great West, and as allies to help us go 
forward. 

Time is an infinite quantity and it will take 
much of it in order that we of the South 
may destroy the KKK and racial prejudice. 
Gentlemen, it can't happen overnight, but I 
assure you that it will some day, and with 
your cooperation that day will draw steadily 
nearer. —Jeff Powell. 

Somebody Else's Book Store 
Students at Michigan have felt the same uncertainties. 

A term-long series of student complaints in­
volving prices of textbooks has led to con­
siderable controversy. 

Complaints have ranged from objections to 
paying more than double pre-war prices for 
books to bitter rumors saying the college 
makes available to students only "deluxe" edi­
tions of texts while cheaper copies of identical 
editions could be ordered. 

Russel L. Villars, manager of the Union Book 
Store, yesterday attempted to clarify some of 
the circumstances involved in the controversies 
by explaining the standpoint of the college. 

He said that, according to most recent price 
lists received, the peak of textbook costs has 
not been reached. That peak will not be reach­
ed, he said, until current demand due to high 
college enrollments has diminished. 

The college, then, is not at fault for high 
prices on books. It must meet publishers' prices 
to make books available for students. 

Villars attempted to squelch rumors accus­
ing the book store of selling only "deluxe" edi­

tions by citing the policy of the college-owned 
book store. 

He said the practice in ordering books has 
always been to order the lowest price texts 
shown to be available except under specific 
orders to the contrary from the Dean of the 
department concerned. 

"Occasionally," Villars said, "departments 
request certain books which are available in 
cheaper volumes, but which do not contain 
illustrations or indexes valuable to the stu­
dent. 

"In these cases, the deluxe editions are 
ordered and sold to students because of su­
perior content," he added. 

Villars further explained that in other in­
stances, where a cheaper volume would do 
as well as deluxe copies ordered, neither 
department heads nor the book store have 
information available at all times as to where 
the cheaper volumes can be obtained.

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So Stupid and So Unnecessary 
Someone is quite bitter about the absence question. 

Fourscore and seven years ago our profs 
dragged out upon our campus an age-old 
system, conceived in tyranny and dedicated to 
the proposition that all cuts are sinful. Now 
we are engaged in the proposition that all 
cuts are sinful. 

Now we are engaged in a great final test, 
determining whether this system, or any other 
system so stupid and so unnecessary, can long 
endure. We are met in a great dispute on that 
question. We have to desecrate that portion 
of this institution which has been set apart 
as a final resting place for cuts, by those who 
gave their lives that we might flunk. It is not 
at all fitting and proper that we should do this. 

But in a larger sense, we cannot recollect, 
the reasons for this system. The brainy we 
cannot comprehend, we cannot fathom teach­
ers, living and dead, who advocate this system 

have complicated it far beyond our poor power 
to understand. 

Neither we nor the faculty will little note, 
nor long remember what we do here, but never 
will the cuts be erased from the files in the 
office. 

It is rather for us to here eradicate the 
great wory imposed upon us—that from the 
honored pedagogues we take increased devo­
tion to that subject from which we uselessly 
sought to evade—that we here highly resolve 
that the flunks shall not have flunked in vain 
—that this school, under an enlightened sys­
tem of education, shall have a new birth of 
significance—and that cuts for upperclassmen, 
of the classes, by the students for red letter 
grades, shall be for ever abolished from the 
earth.
