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ADMIRAL LEAHY VISITS TECH 
O D K C A M P A I G N S F O R B A N Q U E T R O O M 
$5,000 Addition 
To Dining Hall 
Is Circle Goal 
Money to Be Raised By 

Sponsoring Tech B Team 
Football Games. 

In its most ambitious program in 
ten years of existence, the Georgia 
Tech Circle of Omicron Delta Kappa 
plans a two-year campaign to finance 
a $5,000 banquet hall for the use of 
student organizations, according to an 
announcement made this week by Cir­
cle officers. 

To be built above the kitchen of the 
M. L. Brittain Dining Hall, the pro­
posed banquet room will be separate 
from the other accommodations. Ar­
chitects' drawings prepared by the 
Architectural Department provide an 
entrance facing Williams Street, a ves­
tibule, a lavatory, and a dining room 
seating approximately seventy-five 
persons. The dining hall will adjoin 
a serving room connected with the 
kitchen below by dumb waiters. 

Funds for completing the banquet 
hall will be raised by O. D. K. in vari­
ous ways. However, the Circle counts 
chiefly on the revenue from three foot­
ball games: the Tech B Team vs. the 
Monroe Aggies on October 29; the 
Tech B Team vs. South Georgia Col­
lege on November 12; and the spring 
practice game. Pending the approval 
of the board of the Athletic Associa­
tion, O. D. K. will sponsor these games. 
Approval has been virtually assured, 
Circle officers declare. 

Completion of the banquet facilities 
for $5,000 is made possible by the fact 
that the foundation and side walls 
have already been provided for. The 
finished room will be on the same level 
as the mezzanine floor of the dining 
hall. 

For years campus organizations 
have encountered considerable compli­
cations in planning banquets in the 
dining hall. In the first place such 
dinners have had to be delayed until 
the regular evening meal has been 
served. This necessarily has made 
these affairs late. In the second place, 
noise from the kitchen and from the 
half of dining hall not being used as a 
banquet hall has usually made it im­
possible for a speaker to be heard by 
more than a few persons. 

In keeping with its established pol­
icy of sponsoring as a yearly program 
some project for the good of the cam­
pus as a whole, O. D. K. voted at the 
first fall meeting to support the cam­
paign for raising the new banquet 
room. 

Announcements concerning plans in 
which all student organizations will be 
given opportunity to participate will 
be made later, according to Circle offi­
cers.

New Council Formed 
For Research W o r k 

According to Professor Harry 
Vaughan, director of Georgia Tech's 
State Experiment Station, the re­
search program at Tech will be en­
larged with the aid of an Industrial 
Development Council. 

The council will act as administra­
tor of finances in dealings with outside 
agencies and will seek funds from na­
tional foundations with which research 
work will be broadened. Patent appli­
cations for inventions and processes 
developed by the station will be han­
dled and the profits derived from any 
such processes or inventions will be 
used reciprocally to advance more in­
ventions and research work. 

The council, consisting at present 
of seven members, will eventually in­
clude twenty-five. These seven men 
are leaders in Georgia's industrial life 
and are not connected with the Uni­
versity System. They are: Preston 
Arkwright, Georgia Power Company; 
Fuller Callaway, Callaway Mills; M. 
A. Ferst, M. A. Ferst, Ltd.; George 
Yundt, Bell Telephone Company; Phil­
lip Weltner, Atlanta attorney; Kirk 
Sutlive, president Georgia Press As­
sociation; and Millard Reese, naval 
stores executive. 

The council has already undertaken 
several projects relating to the cot­
ton and weaving industry and the na­
val stores field. 

The first event leading up to Navy 
Day on October 27, will be an "Open 
House" sponsored by the Tech Naval 
Battalion and the Naval Reserve of 
Atlanta. The "Open House" will be 
in progress from one o'clock until five 
o'clock Sunday afternoon, October 24. 
On this day the entire public is invited, 
and especially the friends and relatives 
of the members of the two units. Sev­
eral members of the Tech unit will be 
in full uniform, and act as guides to 
show the visitors the things of inter­
est in the Naval Armory. The engine 
room, gunnery room, and the bridge 
will be included on the tour. In past 
years this "Open House" has been a 
great success, and we hope to make it 
even more interesting this year. 

On Tuesday, October 26, the entire 
Naval Battalion will fall in under arms 
in full uniform in the Armory to be 
inspected by Admiral W. D. Leahy, 
Chief of Naval Operations. After the 
inspection the Admiral will address the 
unit for a few minutes. Last year the 
unit participated in a similar exer­
cise, and the visiting officer, Rear Ad­
miral Reeves, congratulated the bat­
talion on its fine appearance and drill. 
Rear Admiral Reeves said that he had 
always wanted to see the Tech unit as 
he had heard so much about it, and 
that after the inspection, he could hon­
estly affirm any praise previously 
given. The unit hopes to give Admiral 
Leahy the same impression when he 
inspects it this year. 

October 27 had been set aside as 
Navy Day throughout the country-in 
remembrance of President Theodore 
Roosevelt who showed so much inter­
est in building up our Navy, and who 
did so much to make the public "Navy 
conscious." 

Navy Day is sponsored by the Naval 
League, which is made up of a group 
of civilians who are interested in our 
Navy and its welfare. The chairman 
of this league for the State of Geor­
gia is Jessie Draper. The celebration 
of Navy Day will reach a climax in a 
radio address by Admiray Leahy who 
will speak over Station WSB in con­
nection with the holiday.

SHOULD AMERICA STAY OUT? 
Surely, the primary concern of all 

peoples in the world today is the main­
tenance of peace. When war does 
come, civilization will backstep in 
progress many, many decades. 

I am pessimistic enough to believe 
that within five years' time, at a maxi­
mum, all of the major powers in the 
world, save the U. S., will be involved 
in a fierce struggle of armed strength. 
Regardless of the indirect methods 
that our own government uses in the 
Sino-Japanese crisis, it appears to be 
headed for at least two more years of 
see-sawing. Mussolini and Hitler are 
not building up their birth rates just 
to have a bigger, happier family. Defi­
nite ambitions of empire are in their 
lustful minds, and Great Britain can 
not be expected to back down indefi­
nitely. Therefore, I foresee a world­
wide conflagration within the next five 
years. 

Many thinkers on diplomatic and 
military matters say that the United 
States will surely be drawn in on the 
side of England. I, for one, favor en­
lightenment for our citizenry in order 
to prevent any entry whatever. 

When the fans of hate start fanning 
the coals of war sentiment in this 

country to a white-hot heat, those of 
us who counsel isolation will be called 
milk-sops and cream puff patriots. In 
the first place, the highest test of cour­
age will come when a person will open­
ly admit his opposition under such cir­
cumstances. 

I therefore submit the question: 
Shall the U. S. adhere to a sham loyal­
ty for her old World War friends by 
entering this new war at once with 
standards flying, or shall she remain 
aloof and true to a higher loyalty—the 
loyalty to civilization? 

Now enters my feeling of that high­
er loyalty which we in the U. S. owe to 
mankind. It is in fact a loyalty to the 
highest purposes of God. With all of 
the world save us a wreck of shambles, 
could we not lead the way to a new 
and higher civilization where a war-
sick world would denounce war as an 
instrument of national policy? Is it 
not our highest duty to mankind to 
remain aloof from all conflicts, to pro­
vide adequately for our own protec­
tion, to preserve intact our wealth of 
youth and industries so that in that 
day of chaos at the end of this next 
World War we may carry the germs 
of civilization out into a helpless 
world ?
