J. Gibbons proposed that the 
funds, and control of the Athletic 
Association be suddenly taken un­
der the wing of the State, and 
Tech's football money be appro­
priated by the Legislature. 

Now we appreciate Mr. Gib­
bons' absurd statement, for what 
it's worth; but most of all we 
appreciate his concern for the 
Tech football team, especially 
when we bear in mind that he's 
a University alumni. 

Sneaky BuHdogs 
I recognize the fact that 

solons who are University alumni 
far outnumber the Techmen down 
at the Capitol, but this sort of 
situation has gone beyond the 
bounds of sportsmanship, or even 
good sense. 

The chop to our expected budg­
et was the result of political in­
fighting, I am given to under­
stand, a n d Governor Sanders 
probably did the best he could 
for Tech under the circumstances, 
but the circumstances stink. 

Even though Governor Sanders 
has pledged that Tech will get all 
the money it needs out of con­
tingency funds at the end of the 
year, the fact is that the Legis­
lature has followed the tradi­
tional bent to either ignore Tech 
or slight it in favor of other 
units of the University system. 
(University as spelled with a cap­
ital Bulldog.) 

In a speech last year at the 
Coliseum, Governor Sanders 
pledged increased support for 
Tech in its bid to increase its 
contributions both to the state 
and the nation, especially in the 
graduate field. It's time now that 
he support his pledge. 

The attempt to steal away the 
AA, and its cousin bill to investi­
gate Tech's withdrawal from the 
SEC, can best be described as 
comatose, if they deserve to be 
described at all. 

Poor Losers 
It's hard to believe that this 

bill is designed, as Wednesday's 
"Constitution" reported, to pre­
vent Tech from "pouring an ex­
pected increase in athletic income 
back into its football system," 
but there seems to be no other 
answer, since Mr. Gibbons ex­
pressed hope that his bill would 
pass the House because of the 
abundance of University gradu­
ates. 

Tech has a long and struggling 
history of non-support from the 
State that has at times almost 
amounted to antagonism. After 
his first year as president, Blake 
Van Leer reported to the Reg­
ents, "Tech has been penalized 
for success and this must stop.*' 

Indeed it must.

Flatt and Scruggs, the entertainment for the 
evening, are reputed to be the epitome of Blue-
grass singers. Backed up by associated groups 
such as the Foggy Mountain Boys, Lester Flatt 
and Earl Scruggs have been striving to perpetuate 
the "Sound of Americana." 

Programs on television that are noted for 
their presentation of quality talent have often 
hosted Flatt and Scruggs. "The Beverly Hill­
billies" is an outstanding example of the com­
pany with whom the group has performed. 
Earl Scruggs is noted as something of an expert 

player of the banjo. He used a three-fingered tech­
nique that was originated in the Carolinas. It was 
in 1945 that Scruggs began his rise to popularity. 

Lester Flatt who provides the vocalizing for the 
group, performs the traditional ballads and folk 
songs with "great affection and understanding." 
He also plays the guitar and does the narrative 
throughout the programs. His career in profession­
al music began in 1939. 

The group's music consists of the usage of a 
five-string banjo, played in the Scruggs style, 
in a band that does not use any electrical ampli­
fication for the music. The other instruments 
used are "fiddle," guitar, dobro guitar and bass.

President Van Leer died suddenly on January 23, 1956, while 
serving in his 12th year as president of the institution. When he 
took over as the fifth president of Georgia Tech on July 1, 1911, he 
became the first engineer to occupy the office in the 56-year history 
of the school.

There will be another oppor­
tunity to receive a dose of the 
Sabin Vaccine this Sunday 
from 12:00 until 5:00. It is 
important to be immunized 
against a disease that used to 
be one of the scourges of man­
kind, but that because of re­
search that provided the Salk 
and Sabin vaccine has been vir­
tually eradicated. It, however, 
is up to each individual to see 
that he is not the one to start 
anything new. 

A nominal fee of 25 cents is 
asked of everyone receiving the 
vaccine, but no one will be turn­
ed away for lack of means. All 
students, faculty, and employees, 
and the wives and children of 
same are welcome at the Infir­
mary for their doses of vaccine. 

Three separate types of vac­
cine must be administered k) real­
ize maximum protection from 
polio. The next one to be given 
will be Type III. (the health de­
partment can't count too well) 
on March 15; Type II will be 
available on April 19. 

The vaccine is given on a lump 
of sucrose and since the serum 
itself is tasteless, the dose bears 
a resemblance to the taste of 
sugar. And remember: there are 
only 18 calories in a teaspoon of 
sugar.
