Both teams are un-
defeated this year with the only blot
on either record being the tie render-
ed the Blue Devils last week by the
potent Volunteers, one of the South’s
strongest teams. Last Saturday’s im-
pressive Jacket victory over the Col-
onels gives them a slight edge on to-
morrow’s game, as they are playing

on home ground.

In 1933 a powerful and undefeated
Duke squad was looking hopefully
westward as they had only a medio-
cre Tech game to face before finishing
the season. Strangely enough, dur-
ing the closing minutes, a Jacket end
spun an end around eluding all the
Devils, making the only talley of the
game. Needless to say, the Devils
were hot.

The following year, on Duke soil,
the Jackets lost gracefully, but in
1935 another undefeated Rose Bowl-
bound team met the locals in Atlanta.
On the same stop in the field, with
the same play the Jackets rolled up
the same 1933 score. Needless to
say, the Dukes were hotter.

Last year the Tornado suffered the
1934 fate on the Durham field.

This year according to reason and
scores and spirit, the Jackets will
even up the series by vanquishing the
famous Blue Devils.

At 8:00 o’clock Dr. J. S. Abbott, di-
rector of research for the National As-
sociation of Margarine Manufactur-
ers, Washington, D. C., will address
the Section on the topic, “Vegetable
Fats and Oils.”

Dr. Abbott has for many years been
associated with all phases of work con-
nected with vegetable oils and there-
fore is eminently qualified to discuss
this important topic. Prior to accept-
ing his present position, in 1920, he
served for seven years as Food and
Drug Commissioner in Texas and six
years as chemist in the Bureau of
Chemistry, U. S. Department of Agri-
culture.

An informal dinner will be held by
the Section members and their guests
in the dining hall at 7:00 o’clock, in
honor of Dr. Abbott. The price of the
dinner will be 60 cents, to be paid at
the door.

Former Tech YMCA
Head Writes Of War

Situation In East

More eye-witness accounts of war
in the Far East were received at Tech
this week in a letter from ’Gene Tur-
ner, a former secretary of the Tech
Y.M.C.A., who is now working with
the Y.M.C.A. in China. Mr. Turner
was secretary at Tech from 1907 to
1913, since which time he has been
continually in China with the excep-
tion of brief furloughs in this country.

After a year’s visit in America Tur-
ner returned to China in the spring of
this year and was assigned to the job
of developing smaller Associations in
secondary communities. With the be-
ginning of hostilities the Chinese As-
sociations began doing emergency
work and Turner was stationed at
Hangchow, location of one of China’s
most powerful air bases. His latest
letter, written at Hangchow Septem-
ber 17, reached New York via the
Clipper in eleven days. Following are
some excerpts:

. The only sign of war we see
here is the stream of the wounded.
There were three trains of them yes-
terday, being taken by the new rail-
way to Lanchi. Our temples here and
around the Lake are filled with them,
and the Association’s chief activity is
in their behalf. They seem to have a

Mr. Setze was born December 9,
1894, the son of James Waddell and
Leila McClatchey Setze. He received
his early education at Boys’ High in
Atlanta. In the fall of 1915 he entered
the Georgia School of Technology. He
joined Pi Kappa Phi fraternity and
-Wh11e a student at Tech, held every of-
lﬁce in Tota chapter.

Graduating from Tech in 1919, Mr.
Setze was employed by the Southern
Bell Telephone Company as District
Traffic Manager, in Rawleigh, North
Carolina. While working in North
Carolina he attended Harvard for one
year. Then he was promoted to Divi-
sion Superintendent in Boston, Mass.

In 1927 Mr. Setze returned to At-
lanta and was connected with the Mec-
Intyre Insurance Company. In 1933
he was elected financial secretary of
the Scottish Rite Hospital for Crip-
pled Children.

Tech Appropriated $275,000
- For C.E. And M.E. Buildings

Basements to Contain Hy-
draulics and Highway Labs
Construction Begins Dec. 9.

The days of the little red school
house will soon be over for the depart-
ments now occupying the M. E. build-
ing. The purse-strings have been loos-
ened; Tech is to receive two new
buildings—$275,000 worth. The Civil
Engineers and the Geologists will be
most benefited, as they have both been

crowded into the first floor of the
Mechanical Engineering building —
which, incidentally, wes designed to
house the machine shops. The money
was obtained from State appropria-
tion and P.W.A. grant through the ef-
forts of the Board of Regents of the
University System of Georgia. An
old Tech grad, L. W. Robert, is a mem-
ber of both the Board and the Na-
tional Democratic Committee. The
construction is to be done under
P.W.A. regulation and supervision —
probably to be ready for occupancy in
September.

The $150,000 Civil Engineering and
Geology building will be on Third
street, just west of the Ceramics
building; while the Mechanical En-
gineers and the Department of En-
gineering, Drawing and Mechanics
will be located in a new building on the
southwest corner of Cherry and
Ponce de Leon. The basement of the
first will contain the new Highway
laboratory, and also the Hydraulics
lab. The basement of the second will
house the machinery now on the
ground floor of the E. E. building. The
remaining space in both buildings will
be used for drafting rooms, class
rooms, and offices.

As soon as the present M. E. build-
ing is vacated all the temporary terra
cotta and beaver-board partitions will
be removed, and the machine shops
