COLLEGE HEADS REQUEST 
STUDENT DRAFT DEFERMENT 

(Associated Collegiate P re s s ) 
The cause of the draft-el igible college s tuden t is the 

subject of a public announcement by the pres idents of 
Macales ter and St. Thomas Colleges, and Haml ine 
Univers i ty , all in St. Paul . 

Address ing the genera l public and local d ra f t boards , 
Dr. Charles J . Turck of Macalester , the Rev. J a m e s 
Moynihan of St. Thomas , and Dr. Charles Nelson Pace 
of Hamline ask t h a t college s tudents be given every 
deferment considerat ion by selective service boards . 

Their joint s t a t e m e n t follows in p a r t : 
"The na t ional commit tee of education and defense 

secured from the nat ional headqua r t e r s of the selec­
tive service sys tem an amendment , wi th the full effect 
of law, providing for the pos tponement of induction 
for any person for whom in the j udgm en t of the local 
board immedia te induction would c rea te an unusua l 
individual ha rdsh ip . 

"While this amendment is s ta ted in genera l t e rms , it 
provides the basis for prevent ing the in te r rupt ion of a 
s tudent ' s education dur ing a semester or college year . 

" I t has been officially in te rpre ted to include as a 
cause of such hardsh ip . . . ' to complete a course of 
t r a in ing or instruct ion. ' 

"Pres iden t Roosevelt recent ly said: 'America will a l ­
ways need men and women with college t r a in ing . Gov­
e rnmen t and indus t ry alike need skilled technicians 
today . . . ' 

"We hope selective service boards will be will ing to 
g r a n t s tudents the oppor tuni ty of complet ing the se­
mes te r s ' work or the year ' s work on which they have 
embarked. 

"In cal l ing this m a t t e r to the a t t en t ion of the public 
and local boards , we believe we a r e ac t ing for the best 
in te res t s of the country and in pursuance of a r eques t 
addressed to us by Dr. Franc i s J . Brown of the sub­
commit tee on mi l i t a ry affairs of the na t iona l commit­
tee on education and defense ." 

The joint s t a t emen t elicited a p rompt " n o " answer 
from Brig. Gen. J . E . Nelson, Minnesota selective ser­
vice director, who said t h a t b lanket deferment of col­
lege s tudents is no t possible under the selective ser­
vice law. 

"Deferments can be g ran t ed only for s tudents in 
those fields in which the re is a recognized shor tage , 
such as medicine," said General Nelson. 

"However , individual d ra f t boards will give every 
considerat ion for a s t ay of induction to pe rmi t indi­
vidual s tudents to complete a q u a r t e r or a semester of 
school work ."

Editor's Note: This is the first of a series of weekly articles on the dif­
ferent departments in Georgia Tech's curricula. The series is intended pri­
marily to inform the new students and to help all students get a clearer pic­
ture of Tech as an institution composed of separate units.

The department of Public Health Engineering offers to stu­
dents outstanding opportunity for achievement. One of the newer 
departments at Tech, it is filling a need that has long existed in 
the South, namely, the need for technically trained men to direct 
the development of health facilities throughout the region. With 
the awakening of public interest in the last decade to the need 
for improved living conditions, there has come a demand for per­
sonnel that creates three jobs to every available health engineer. 

S t a r t i n g Salary $3,000 
In Georgia par t icu la r ly is the lack 

of correct ly t ra ined men evident; out 
of the 159 counties, only 59 have 
heal th depa r tmen t s . And the Arnry, 
the T. V. A., the governments of the 
o ther Southern s t a tes all a r e in need 
of s an i t a ry engineers . Salaries a re ex­
cellent. The ave rage for g r adua t e s is 
a beginning a t a round $2000 a yea r ; 
several Tech g radua t e s in P . H. E . 
have s t a r t ed a t sa lar ies exceeding 
$3000. 

Georgia Tech is the only school in 
the Southeas t offering a complete 
course in Public Hea l th or Sani ta t ion. 
The curr iculum includes s tudy of the 
control of t yphus fever and malar ia , 
milk pas teur iza t ion , fac tory inspec­
tion, w a t e r purification, and sani­
t a r y sewage disposal. Study is de­
vised so as to give the s tudent a 
g r e a t deal of experience unde r actual 
work ing conditions. Thus , the course 
is divided into approximate ly 60 per 
cent classwork and 40 per cent field 
work. Af te r the junior year , scholar­
ships a re available from the Kellog 
Foundat ion in Michigan, where s tu­
dents may ca r ry on advanced summer 
s tudy. 

Field Work 
Heal th divisions of the s t a t e of 

Georgia and city of A t l an ta furnish 
cons tant cooperation to the depar t ­
ment . Valuable ass is tance in field 
work and ready employment of g rad­

ua tes charac ter ize the i r a t t i tude . 
Gradua tes who en te r the S ta t e De­
p a r t m e n t of Heal th a re given a t ra in ­
ing period of th ree months , dur ing 
which t ime they work under regional 
directors all over the s t a t e a t a sal­
a ry of $75 per month . A t the end of 
this t ime, if they prove sa t is factory , 
they become county public hea l th en­
gineers wi th a sa la ry of $2000 per 
year . 

A n Outdoor Job 
The heal th engineer has very enjoy­

able work. His occupation keeps him 
outdoors constant ly , affording him 
many and varied personal contacts . I t 
is often emphasized t h a t the technical 
knowledge alone is insufficient—the 
abil i ty to " g e t a long" with the peo­
ple encountered is of g r e a t import­
ance. He is work ing on his own re ­
sponsibi l i ty; the re is unlimited oppor­
tuni ty for a good man. 

W a t e r Works Course 
Also under the auspices of the 

Public Heal th D e p a r t m e n t is a wa te r ­
works shor t course. Held in the fall 
of every year , it serves to keep wa­
te rworks opera tors ab rea s t of the la­
tes t developments in w a t e r purifica­
tion. The d e p a r t m e n t is a consul tant 
for the U. S. A r m y and acts in co­
operat ion wi th county hea l th depar t ­
ments , whose men wi thou t previous 
formal t r a in ing wish to obtain the 
P.H.E. degree.

The lus ter reflected by Tech 
since you have been its pres ident will 
a lways be a g r e a t source of pride 
and sat isfact ion to i ts a lumni . 

To Benefit Tech 
" I t is my wish t h a t th is p roper ty be 

used exclusively for the benefit of my 
old a lma mate r , Georgia Tech. This 
gif t is made in memory of my fa ther , 
John M. Smith, who was a contr ibu­
tor to the founding of Tech under 
Dr. I. S. Hopkins ." 

He added t h a t the g rowth of Geor­
gia Tech will undoubtedly be in the 
direction of the proper ty—which is 
its p resen t and pract ical t rend—and 
it is his hope, Mr. Smith fu r ther de­
clared, t h a t his gif t will s t imula te 
fellow alumni to make s imilar and 
o ther contr ibut ions to Georgia Tech.
