His subject
will be the national youth movement
in the United States today.

Mr. Lang’s visit will be of especial
interest to Tech students, since he
took a very active part in the recent
Student Federation Convention in
Boston, at which Billy Glenn and Jerry
Perkerson were Tech’s delegates.

He has not been out of college too
long to lose contact with the under-
graduate and is said by all to repre-
sent ably the typical American stu-
dent.

Mr. Lang is making an extended
tour of the principal colleges of the
United States in the interest of the
National Student Federation’s effort
to unify the American undergraduate.
His visit here will be of great advan-
tage to the three schools.

By Student Council

six men, Billy Glenn, Jerry Perkerson,
E. D. Kalkhurst, Chick Meehan,
Mason Williams, and Dan Holsenbeck,
to attend the joint meeting of the
Tech, Agnes Scott, and Emory Coun-
cils representatives tonight at the
Biltmore Hotel in connection with the
Association of American Colleges
convention now in progress there.

The council also voted to honor John
A. Lang, president of the National
Student Federation Association, who
has been invited to Atlanta to address
the convention and present the under-
conception of academic
freedom, student-faculty-administra-
tion relationship, and the place of the
federal government in education, with

a luncheon at noon today.

Following the request of John Rid-
ley, president of the Inter-fraternity
Council, the Student Council appoint-
ed a committee to investigate the ac-
tions of the dance committee and
present their findings to the student
body. President Ridley based his re-
quest on his desire to convince the
student body that the dances were to
be run off in open and above board
style, and that all income and expense
accounts would be open for inspection
by any representative body. John Wil-

cox, E. D. Kalkhurst and Chick Mee-
han were appointed on this committee.

President Glenn and Jerry Perker-
son reported the findings and submit-
ted the minutes of the National Stu-
dent Federation Association Conven-
tion which they attended during the
Christmas holidays in Boston.

Colleges Meets Here

The American Association of Col-
leges will hold its annual convention
in Atlanta on Thursday, Friday and
Saturday, January 17, 18, 19, at the
Biltmore and Henry Grady Hotels.

This organization is composed of
representatives from such groups as
the American Association of Univer-
sities, the Southern Association of
Colleges, the New England Associa-
tion of Colleges, the Middle Atlantic
Association of Colleges, et al, whose
purpose is to egect the standardiza-
tion of colleges. The American Asso-
ciation of Colleges has a much broader
purpose and is, in reality, a group of
independent units, each meeting for
mutual improvement. It is composed
primarily of private or denominational
colleges, which are all liberal arts
schools, but many state institutions
are members.

Over 500 delegates are expected to
attend the three-day convention, at
which will be discussed questions of
general interest to all colleges.

Dr. John Tigert, president of the
University of Florida, and a Dr. Kelly
are among those who will speak to
the delegates.

Dr. Brittain and Georgia Tech join
in welcoming the American Associa-
tion of Colleges to Atlanta and hope
that this convention will achieve the
success that they ha\fe in the past.

Counc1| to Act Soon
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University of Georgia in
Similar Situation

The much talked about gymnasium
for Georgia Tech is again only a pos-
sibility, although some of the higher-
ups still think Tech has a good chance.

The main trouble comes with the
bill' that Governor Talmadge expects
to bring to pass at the legislature
which will throw the Georgia Tech
Athletic Association, as well as those

similar associations at other state
schools, under the supervision of the
State of Georgia, and likewise under
their indirect control of the state.
Heréby, the State of Georgia would
assume the assets and liabilities of
the Athletic Association, and quite
possibly would not be willing to as-
sume the loan of funds from the gov-
ernment necessary to build the gym.
In all likelihood, the bill will pass
without any trouble, and then it
would be the business of the state to
investigate the loan, its good and bad
qualities, and say whether the present
plans would be carried out or not.

The plans for the building have al-
ready been accepted, and the architect
has completed his drawings. The As-
sociation is merely awaiting the action
of the government for their last offi-
cial O.K. before proceeding with the
work.

Georgia is in a like situation, since
they also are planning a similar loan
from the government.

Freshmen Debaters
Meet Georgia in

Dual Meet

Opening their season with the Uni-
versity of Georgia, the Georgia Tech
Freshman Debating teams, on Tues-
day, January. 15, encountered opposi-
tion on two fronts concerning the
question, “Resolved: That an Inter-
national Embargo on the Shipment of
Arms and Munitions Should Be
Adopted.” Tech’s negative team,
composed of Ashley J. Little and M.
A. Goette, journeyed to Athens to
deliver their orations. In the Tech
“Y” auditorium, the affirmative team
of Pat Munroe and J. D. Brasfield
were hosts to the Georgia representa-
tives, W. D. Hammack and Joseph
Kotler.

Before the local audience; the af-
firmative took the stand that the pres-
ent deplorable condition of extreme
militarism is a result of propaganda
issued by munitions manufacturers.
They proceeded to show that the in-
ternational traffic of arms prolonged
existing  wars or encouraged future
conflicts. For their main point, they
claimed that the proposed embargo
was a necessary link in a movement
to curb all manufacture of war ma-
terials for the profit motive.

The negative speakers from Athens
contended that the proposal would not
be generally adopted.- The hindrance
of such a plan to non-industrial na-
tions was demonstrated. The next
object of attack by the negative was
the government monopoly. Their
closing arguments brought out the
futility of the entire proposition.

Heated rebuttals were made by both
teams, bringing out all angles of the
question. Presiding over the Ilocal
non-decision - affair was Prof. E. H.
Folke:; Future debates for the Var-
sity and Freshman teams will be an-
nounced at a later date.
