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NO ACCIDENTS 

THE motorcade to Georgia, sponsored by the Yel­
low Jacket Club, is one of the most intelligent 
moves on the part of Tech organizations this year. 

It was planned for two purposes: To promote Tech 
spirit, and to provide safe and sane transportation for 
hundreds of students who otherwise would take their 
lives in their hands on a trip generally conceded to be 
the most dangerous of the whole year. Never a season 
passes without accidents to those traveling by automo­
bile from one school to the other prior to and following 
the game. 

A chart published in a local paper recently showed 
the number of persons killed in each state per ten million 
gallons of gasoline burned. Georgia led in fatalities 
with 35.4, while the average for the country was only 
22.8. 

In the states having driver's license laws, the aver­
age was far below the Union's, being only 17.5 deaths. 
Laws requiring licenses in this state would do much to 
reduce the accidents on Georgia highways. But while 
we remain without such protection, it is our duty to 
cooperate wholeheartedly with all programs working 
for safer transportation. SO JOIN THE MOTORCADE.

In October, 1888, 
the year Georgia Tech was opened, he 
accepted the position as head of the 
mathematics department. After seven 
years in this capacity, he was made 
president of the school, which position 
he held until his death in 1905. 

As a result of Dr. Hall's military 
wledge, he became the commander 

an Atlanta military company, "The 
Gate City Guard." This company at­
tracted attention throughout the coun-

As a representative of Atlanta it 
won many honors abroad, at one time 
parading in the city of London.
