E. E. Students Hear 
Vice-President of 

G. E. Co. 
Theme "Striving For Others In­

stead of For Personal Gain" 

Mr. Harry C. White, one of the 
vice-presidents of the General Electric 
Company, addressed a large gathering 
of electrical engineering students in 
the Tech chapel last Thursday. His 
talk proved to be one of the most 
interesting ones that has been given 
in the chapel in a long time, and all 
those who were present will agree 
that the ability to gain and hold the 
interest of an audience is certainly 
one of Mr. White's attributes. 

He began the lecture by perform­
ing a number of tricks with a small 
piece of felt; making it into shapes 
which resembled all types of hats. 
•Gradually he carried the train of 
thought to more serious matters, and 
dwelt for a while on the theme of 
"Striving for others instead of for 
personal gain;" then, having brought 
his audience up to the point, Mr. 
White began his lecture on electri­
city. He covered the topic of lamps 
from 600 B. C , through all their 
stages of development up to the 
powerful electric arcs of the present 
day. Having with him one of the 
first ten lamps perfected by Edison, 
and also a collection of modern bulbs 
graduating from one in which the 
filament was one-half the thickness 
of an infant's hair, to the largest lamp 
in existence; one which will develop 
close to 150,000 candle power. (In­
cidentally, a former Tech man was con­
nected with the development of this 
lamp). Mr. White concluded his lec­
ture with an account of the life of 
Steinmetz, the great German inventor, 
showing how this man, though born a 
poor cripple, and in constant physical 
pain during his entire life, continued 
to work and strive for the good of 

humanity; accepting small pay for 
his labor, and thinking, primarily, of 
others. 

In the life of Steinmetz, Mr. White 
found a wonderful opportunity to com­
bine a lesson in morals with his lec­
ture on electricity, and his own per­
sonality has gained him the good 
will of all those who heard him talk.
