Principal Speaker 
At Annual Banquet 
ENTHUSIASM AROUSED 

Athletic Club Scene of

Dr. William Mather Lewis will de­
liver the principal address at the an­
nual inter-fraternity banquet at the 
Atlanta Athletic Club, April 14th. Dr. 
Lewis is a member of the Phi Delta 
Theta Fraternity, formerly president 
of George Washington University and 
now president of LaFayette College. 
He was one of the principal speakers 
in the Inter-Fraternity Conference be­
fore the 1926 session of this body and 
it is with a great deal of pleasure 
that his address is looked forward to 
at this fraternity get-together. 

The returns on ticket sales so far, 
have shown that there is a great deal 
of enthusiasm over this banquet. Some 
fraternities have required each man 
in the chapter to buy one of these 
tickets. They are doing this because 
they believe there is a lesson to be 
derived from an occasion such as this. 
One has an opportunity to look about 
him and see the men that belong to 
each fraternity, and thereby become 
better acquainted; especially should 
each fraternity urge its freshmen to 
attend this banquet in this respect.

Prof. Hannaford Is 
Honored by A.I.E.E. 

Elected Chairman of Student 
Activities Body 

Election of Professor E. S. Hanna­
ford, instructor in electrical engineer­
ing at Georgia Tech, as chairman of 
the students' activities committee of 
the American Institute of Electrical 
Engineering, southern division, and 
decision to hold the next students' 
conference in conjunction with the 
southern regional convention of the in­
stitute the last of October at the Bilt­
more hotel, featured the closing ses­
sion of the first conference, Saturday 
at Tech. 

Discussing the institute from the I 
standpoint of the student, Saturday 
morning, W. J. Holman, president of 
the senior class at Tech, showed the 
importance to the institute of co-op­
erating with electrical students and 
professors in the colleges, since the 
students will enter the electrical in­
dustry in years following. 

H. H. Henline, of New York, as­
sistant secretary of the institute, out­
lined the history of the institute and 
the student activities conference in his 
address. Other speakers were Pro­
fessor W. S. Seeley, of Duke univer­
sity, and Professor W. S. Rodman, of 
the University of Virginia.

HONOR SYSTEM 

An honor system is as neces­
sary to the well being of a col­
lege as the funds that make that 
college possible. 

Are you as Georgia Tech 
students willing to sit idly by and 
do nothing to make that honor 
system possible ? 

You know that there are those 
among the student body who go 
through their courses by meth­
ods unfair, and then when they 
get out brag like the brazen 
criminals they are of their 
achievements. It is so, whether 
you have heard it before or not. 

You consider yourself honest, 
your word as good as bond, and 
your promise to do a deed the 
same as the deed performed. 

You value the fair name of 
Georgia Tech. You want her 
honor to remain unstained, her 
sons to be proud of her, and she 
of them. Even as she is known 
by tho football team, she should 
be known throughout the land as 
the school with the honor 
system. 

Under the present system of 
faculty supervision entirely, and 
the method of "catch as catch 
can" there can be no such 
progress possible. The students 
must show themselves competent 
to take things into their own 
hands and then take them. 

Are you, then, to say that un­
der no circumstances will you re­
port a fellow student for cheat­
ing? That very thing was the 
cause of the failure of the old 
system. That is the working 
principle on which an honor sys­
tem rests coupled with the 
power of the Honor Court to 
have final word on all cases. 
When you make such a declara­
tion you are making yourself a 
partner to the act. You are help­
ing the cheater to get away with 
it. You are, by your own ef­
forts, cheating yourself of the 
full value of your diploma. You 
are allowing the name of your 
alma mater to be trampled upon.

RULES AND REGULATIONS 
For the betterment and pro­

tection of Society, laws and rules 
have been constituted. Since the 
beginning of civilization these 
regulations have been adopted to 
promote peace, good order, good 
health and good morals. Some 
require enforcement by officers 
representing the law, others are 
adhered to because the people un­
derstand that they are necessary 
to admirable existence. Rules 
are made for the masses, there­
fore they must have enforce­
ment. 

In colleges and universities 
rules and regulations are created 
f o r t h e improvement and 
progress of the institution, 
mainly for the betterment of 
conduct and academic standards. 
No enforcement by a designated 
officer is constantly necessary 
for their success. Co-operation 
on the part of the students is all 
that is essential for the carrying 
out of these laws and the welfare 
of the school. 

Occasionally a student is over­
heard or met face to face, com­
plaining about what seems to 
him some unjustifiable rule 
which has clamped down on him. 
The usual form of wailment is 
set forth and sometimes to some 
avail but usually the stern law 
takes its course. He is not con­
scious of the fact that this par­
ticular rule which has caused his 
misfortune is absolutely neces­
sary for the institution that he 
has just a short time before 
cherished in his heart, that it 
has existed for many years and 
that the motive for his beweep-
ment is failure to acquaint him­
self with the rules of the school. 
He does not stop to consider 
these reasons for his so-called 
catastrophe, he only sees his side 
of the argument and usually be­
lieves he is being made into a 
glorious example. 

Before an offense is awarded 
some rule has been broken; 
some rule that is essential to 
the welfare of the school. If 
a student fails to make up a 
subject and is called back to 
summer school, he is at fault 
for not acquainting himself with 
the rule which deals with this 
subject. Ignorance is an excuse 
which cannot be acknowledged. 
Failure to familiarize oneself 
with the regulations of the 
school is always counted out 
when the defense is in motion. 

In the Registrar's office there 
is a little book, which has for its 
subject, "The Rules of the 
School" in which is set forth each 
and every rule and regulation of 
the institution. This booklet is 
given gratis to any student who 
calls by this office and requests 
a copy. 

Good advice is to become the 
possessor of a copy of this valu­
able booklet, read it thoroughly 
and then govern yourself accord­
ingly.

L. V. Storey. The Colonel then con­
gratulated each man separately for 
having contributed to the winning of 
a new addition to Tech's imposing list 
of trophies, and Dr. Brittain, in prais­
ing the good work of the team, added 
that perhaps everyone was mutually 
glad that the presentation did not 
take place in France, as it is the cus­
tom there when presenting medals to 
kiss the honored ones soundly on each 
cheek. 

In recognition of the Team's fine 
showing, they were selected to repre­
sent the corps rear in the senior divi­
sion of the National Intercollegiate 
Match for 1928, and in addition have 
also entered two five man teams in 
the National Hearst Trophy match. 
These matches have already been 
fired, but as yet no word as to the 
outcome has been received. 

Georgia Tech's score in the corps 
area match was 3,446 points out of 
a possible 4,000, a substantial margin 
over the nearest competitor. M. F. 

Martin won the highest individual 
score, shooting 386 out of a possible 
400. The silver loving cup and also 
the bronze medals were awards do­
nated by the Fourth Corps Area 
Headquarters. The cup was first of­
fered as a prize to the winner of the 
intercollegiate contest in 1922, Tech 
winning for the first time in 1926. 
Continuing to enter the highest tal­
lies, the team won also in 1927 and 
1928, thereby retaining permanent 
possession of the cup. 

Tech's Rifle Team has done re­
markably well this year, and Captain 
H. W. Robinson and Sergeant God-
bee, coach and assistant coach respec­
tively* should feel somewhat repaid 
for their hard work during the year. 
Practically all the members of this 
year's team will return next year, 
and with new material from the fresh­
man class, next year's corps area 
championship is almost assured.

A feature of Friday's session was 
the presentation of a number of orig­
inal ideas in radio loud speaker design 
by A. A. Berger and T. A. Edwards, 
Tech students. The speaker, origi­
nated by Mr. Edwards, has a depth 
and volume of tone equaled only by 
the exponential horn, it was said.

Textile Department Conducting 
Tests In Smoke Problem 

Tech, through it's textile depart­
ment is conducting a series of tests 

Kthat will be of utmost significance to 
the city of Atlanta and Georgia cloth 
Manufacturers. 

The smoke nuisance that has con­
fronted this city for some years has 
ken its most perplexing problem, 
'urthermore the weather conditions 
| this state have taken an untold loss 

depreciation of fabric goods in 
partment stores and textile manu-

tcturies. Leeds & Northrup Corp. 
|ve loaned to the department a Day-

hfcht Recording Apparatus that de­

termines the amount of sunlight in 
varying degrees during the day. 

Dean Busby, who is conducting the 
tests, has installed a sensitive device 
on the roof of the Textile Building 
which records minutely the varying 
changes in atmospheric conditions. 
This device in turn instantly trans­
mits the changes to the recording ma­
chine which controls a fine needle 
printing on paper a graph of the 
outside conditions in this vicinity. 
Every twenty-fours hours therefore 
a record is obtained as to what part 
smoke, mist, fog, dirt, rain and local 
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peculiarities play in lowering or in­
creasing the density and power of 
sunlight. 

Tech is the only school in the Unit­
ed States conducting such an import­
ant investigation, and not only are 
business and manufacturers in Geor­
gia watching with interest the tests, 
but nation-wide attention is being 
focused on daily results.
