The great thing about Tech’s
aid program is that it is effective
from the grass roots up. It is
concerned with the particular
problems of Colombia, and de-
veloping a particular way to solve
these that will work in Colombia,
perhaps only Colombia.

In the next five years, Tech’s
role may be emulated by most of
the agencies involved in Foreign
Aid. It has great chances to set
the trend in cooperative develop-
ment programs, because it is that
good.

The men involved in the forma-
tion of the program, Drs. Dallas,
Harrison, Buckingham, and par-
ticularly the Director, Dr. R. F.
O’Connor, deserve large laurels
for making Georgia Tech a grow-
ing name in the vitally important
field of economic development.
