Tech has made, in the decision
to leave the SEC, a distinct move
toward intersectionality, an at-
tempt to become a national, not
a local, institution. Developing a
truly cosmopolitan student body
is a necessary requisite for
achieving the national position

The increase of $300 in the

tuition may hurt us very much
in the next few years by denying
the students we seek. It may not,
of course, but even if it does, its
effect will decrease with time,
and the heterogeneity of the stu-
dent body should increase.

Tech’s heritage of intelligent
action, such as the voluntary in-
tegration of the school, must ac-
celerate at an increasing rate.
We cannot afford to remain dor-
mant, not if we really seek quali-
ty as our constant goal.

The impetus can come from
students, from the hill, or from
the faculty. Each has its place,
and its distinct different effects.

There can be little doubt of the
effect of the Techmen involved
in the picket lines—it has broken
the ice into a new age of aware-
ness, and a further step from
provinciality.

A poll for sampling student
opinion will be circulated in the
Technique next Friday, January
31. The ten questions in the poll
(listed below) cover national pol-
itics and campus issues. A follow-
up story analysing the results of
the poll will appear in the Feb-
ruary 7 edition of the “Tech-
nique”.

“This is the first survey run by
the ‘Technique’ during the regu-
lar school year in my experi-
ence,” said Editor Guinn Leverett.
“Surveys-have been made during
the past two summers and they
proved to be both interesting and
informative. In view of past suc-
cess and the nature of the issues
being polled—the coming nation-
al presidential elections and some
only slightly less contested cam-
pus issues—the ‘Technique’ ex-
pects a large turnout.”

Listed below are the ten ques-
tions which will be included in
the survey and some explanation
by the Technique editors pertain-
ing to the purposes of the ques-
tions.

“The first item asks you to
classify yourself in any of the
following categories which apply:
freshman: sophomore; junior;
senior: grad student; coed; facul-
ty-administration; fraternity (yes
or no): and major (name). Of
course you are not asked to put
your name on the poll, because
we want you to indicate frankly
what you feel. The categories
themselves will enable us to see
any substantial differences in
opinion on any one topic between,
say sophomores and freshmen.”
