Council Objects to Prices, Fees; 
Robbery to Pay Banking Expense 

Council has registered its objection to the, "disproportionate share of | charge. Further, we feel that the 
the burden," of cost which the students of the school are carrying 

In an open letter to the President, the Council registered specific 
objections to the ten cent service charge by the cashiers office (removed 
last Friday), and to the manner in 
which the ten cent charge was se­
lected—"Further, we feel that the ten 
cent figure was chosen arbitrarily 
and is not based on any resonable 
estimate of expenses." 

The general price policy being 
followed by the College Inn, the Dining 
Hall, the Book Store, and other es­
tablishments on campus was also 
criticised. The letter said, ". . . . 
we feel (they) are in existence to 
offer the student the convenience of 
location and, most important of all, 
the low price which is possible due 
to quantity purchases and low over­
head." 

Council then requested that the 
pricing policy be based on an under­
standing of the student's limited 
financial capacities, stating that such 
a policy would easily provide a rea­
sonable profit to the school and a 
fair price to the student. 

Copies were sent to President Van 
Leer and Mr. J. R. Anthony, Comp­
troller.

Dear Sir: 

As you undoubtedly have noticed, 
the proposed plan of levying a ten 
cent service charge for cashing all 
checks handled by the Treasurer's 
office has met with general disfavor 
of the student body at large. The 

Student Council would like to present 
to you at this time a formal objection 
to the plan. 

An investigation carried out by 
the welfare committee of the Council 
shows that no such fee is charged 
by any bank or commercial establish­
ment in the area, except on non-par 
checks.

I wish to advise that a plan 
has been devised whereby the ex­
pense of supporting the check 
cashing and banking activities of 
the Controller's Office will be 
carried on as an activity of the 
College Inn and supported by the 
College Inn. 

I am happy to announce also 
that by this aid from the College 
Inn, we are discontinuing im­
mediately the charge being made 
for the cashing of checks. 

The service, although support­
ed by the College Inn, will be 
continued in the Controller's 
Office.

Last year's tickets were distributed 

in colored pairs; one ticket was a big 
game and the other a smaller game. 
They were given out at the AA 
office by colors—first a red pair, next 
white, then blue—as the students 
called for them. This system was 
used because the Kentucky game 
tickets were at a premium and would 
have precipitated a rush to the AA 
office for those tickets, leaving only 
the smaller games tickets for the rest 
of the students.

The motion to adopt this recom­

mendation further stated that the 
doors be opened at game time to let 
the students fill up all empty seats 
in the student section. That would 
mean that students be allowed to see 
the game even if they didn't have a 
ticket, in the event that those stu­
dents possessing tickets for that par­
ticular game did not show up by tip-
off time. The student, in that event, 
would only have to present his iden­
tification card at the door to get in 
if empty seats were available. 

The plan calls for the distribution 
of two tickets to a student, since 
there are only 1200 seats available 
for the student section. That means 
that approximately one-quarter of the 
student body could be accommodated 
each game. There will be nine games 
after Christmas, for which tickets 
will be required, so each student's 
proportional share would be two and 
a fraction tickets for the season. The 
two games prior to the Christmas 
vacation will require no tickets and

On the Jacket side of the ledger, 
Coach Bobby Dodd will field a fine 
array of speedy backs headed by the 
Chattanoaga flash. Bobby McCoy has 
fully recovered from his leg injury 
suffered against Duke and will be able 
to run with top speed. 

Sharing the duties along with Mc­
Coy will be hard driving Dinky Bowen 
who has returned to his top form of 
previous years and will be a difficult 
man to stop. Georgia fans still re­
member 1946 when Bowen spear­
headed the Tech offensive against 
Georgia almost single handedly. 

Other top backfield stars who will 
see action are scatbacks Joe Cobb, 
Jim Petit, Billy Queen and Jimmy 
Jordan. Red Patton is expected to see 
considerable action at 'halfback and 
the quarterbacking will be handled by 
the ever dependable Jimmy Southard 
and Joe Brown.

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Tech Students Have Adopted Stuttgart 
School, The6 Georgia Tech' of Germany 

Following the general trend "first bomb them to smithereens, then help 
them to rebuild," the students of Tech announced on Saturday that they 
have "adopted" the Stuttgart School of Technology, the "Georgia Tech" 
of Germany 

Acting as spokesman for the stu­
dent body, Student Council President 
LeRoy W. Barnes says that all stu­
dents, especially the veterans, are de­
sirous of helping the Stuttgart insti­
tution because they feel that peace can 
only be assured through international 
cooperation in education and research. 

The first step in the program of as­
sistance for the German technological 
institution was launched by the Geor­
gia Tech Alpha Phi Omega, boy scout 
service fraternity, with the announce­
ment that half of the money received 
through the "Ugly Man Contest" 
starting on Monday, November 22, 
will be donated to the Stuttgart 
school. The other half is being given 
to the Atlanta Community Chest 
Fund. 

Frank L. Butler, president of APO 
and senior electrical engineering stu­
dent, who served with the U.S. Air 
Force during the war and completed 
several bombing missions over Stutt 

be accorded to the German school and 
its 4,500 .students will greatly ad­
vance the European building pro­
gram. 

The Stuttgart School of Tech­
nology, which is located in the south­
ern part of the American Zone of 
Germany, was fully investigated as 
to its needs and objectives by mem­
bers of the American Military Govern­
ment and by Dr. H. L. Donovan, 
president of the University of Ken­
tucky, on his recent European trip. 
Kentucky students "adopted" the 
University of Heidelberg and have al­
ready sent 180 parcels of used cloth­
ing to the students and faculty. 

Founded in 1829, the Stuttgart in 
stitution in its more than 100 years 
of existence has educated some of the 
outstanding engineers and scientists 
of Europe, including Gottlieb Daimler, 
Carl Bosch and Graf Zeppelin. Prior 
to World War II, its many labora 
tories in all the fields of engineering 

gart, feels that the little help that can | were among the best in the world. 

At the outbreak of war, the school 
had a faculty of 134 and a student 
body of 1061. Bombings in 1944 de­
stroyed more than three-quarters of 
the buildings and made the rest prac­
tically unusable. With the end of the 
war, returning students pitched in 
and helped to rebuild one of the larger 
buildings, which was opened for 
classes in February, 1946. Before a 
student is admitted to the institution 
today, he must spend a minimum of 
six months in school construction 
work. Chancellor Schmitt reports a 
student body of 4,500, which is more 
than three times the normal enroll 
ment. 

The engineering and scientific 
library is named in honor of George 
Washington. Because of the fuel and 
electricity shortage, it is only open 
two hours a day on Mondays, Wed­
nesdays and Fridays. 

The Student Council is now engaged 
in determining the type of help to 
give to its German counterpart. 
Among the items under consideration 
are CARE food packages, used cloth­
ing, books and miscellaneous school 
supplies.

The role of the scientist in the in 
matter of military preparedness was 
not too clear in the past. I think our 
wartime experiences have delineated 
his function with greater clarity. In­
dividually the scientist fits best in a 
democracy, for the expansion of 
fundamental science depends more 
than anything else on the dignity and 
integrity of the individual. Although 
modern | applied science is more and 
more a matter of teamwork, never­
theless the scientist must remain an 
individualist, democratic in his think­
ing, and opposed to any form of regi­
mentation or totalitarianism by the 
implicit nature of his functioning as 
a working scientist. Otherwise the 
program of science fails and its 
boundaries fail to broaden.

tury, geographical frontiers have dis­
appeared. The enormous expansion of 
our industry and the complication of 
our industrial structure during the 
past 80 years have been based pri­
marily on two factors, large resources 
and scientific discovery. But as we 
look to the future and measure the 
potential role of the scientist against 
his role in the past, it will be much 
more difficult and more important. 

We are now entering a new phase 
in which resources are diminishing 
rapidly; substitutes or new sources 
must be found. This is a job for the 
scientist in the future United States 
of increasing population and static 
area. There is a whole complex of 
problems growing out of this circum­
stance. Some are political, some so­
cial, but those will resolve themselves 
if we can insure a stable standard of 
living—this is in part the job for 
the scientist. 

Future Responsibilities 

One of the future responsibilities of 
science in addition to those of an 
economic nature lies in the tradition­
al prosecution of fundamental re­
search for which we can no longer de­
pend on the laboratories of Europe. 
We must also intensify our efforts to 
apply the resources of fundamental 
and applied research to solve the 
health problems of our population; 
to buttress industry; and to strenth-
en the national defense. Furthermore, 
one of our best defenses against fu­
ture aggression is to outstrip all 
potential rivals in the application of 
technology to the military art. Final­
ly, in a technological age, many of 
the decisions of government should be 
based on a comprehension of the role 
technology has played or will play in 
our national well being. Scientists as 
a whole must place themselves in a 
position from which they can serve 
as a source of objective advice to the 
nation. Science is now so interwoven 
with our national structure that if de­
cisions are made by well meaning but 
uninformed individuals, they may
