THE QUARTER SYSTEM AS 
USED IN OTHER COLLEGES 
y The multiple advantages of 
the quarter system are fully rec­
ognized in major collegiate insti­
tutions, and nearly every one of 
them has, during the last two de­
cades, adopted the plan. Is Tech 
to retain an out-of-date system, 
because inertia makes change 
too troublesome? 

In the early life of the institu­
tion, Tech operated under the 
quarter system. The University 
of Georgia and a number of oth­
er schools of the section, after a 
study of Tech's methods, adopt­
ed it for their own use and still 
maintain the quarter system. In 
the ensuing years, however, the 
complaint was raised by some 
few Tech men that many boys 
did not return after the Christ­
mas holidays, believing they had 
failed the pre-holiday exams. 
A petition was ridden through, 
adopting the semester system— 

OUR LIBRARY 
Tech is favored with a library, 

which, for a school of its type, 
is remarkably complete. The 
gift of outsiders, it is a campus 
unit which merits grateful re­
spect on the part of every stu­
dent who has learned to benefit 
by its use. The staff of libra­
rians are particularly conscien­
tious in aiding students by their 
trained knowledge. Besides be­
ing a storehouse of reference 
material, our library is an excel­
lent study hall, and ample ac­
commodations are provided in 
the way of tables and light. 

Since our library is conducted 
purely on the honor system, and 
since the librarian has no way of 
knowing when students take 
books to their rooms except 
when these volumes are checked 
out at the desk, it therefore rests 
entirely with the student the 
duty of giving the librarian a 
record as to the whereabouts of 
a book. Failure to observe this 
simple request has resulted in 
the shortage of a staggering 
number of volumes. This is due 
in the main to carelessness in 
omitting to check out the books, 
since, if such an omission has 
not taken place, the librarian 
would have reminded the student 
before the book had time to 
stray. Fair observance of these 
few customs works to the mu­
tual good of every user of the 
library.

Ed Hamm, champion running 
broad jumper of the world and cap­
tain of the 1929 Track team, under­
went an appendix operation on Tues­
day morning.

Leaves Tech After Aiding in 
Putting Team at Top of 

Football World 

One of the big factors in Georgia 
Tech's success on the gridiron during 
the past few years will be lost when 
Don Miller, backfield coach, leaves for 
his new position with Ohio SUte this 
fall. 

Coach Miller announced by wire 
last Friday that he had accepted a 
three-year contract offered by Ohio 
State university under the terms of 
which he would act as backfield coach 
of the Buckeyes under Coach Willa-
man, who recently succeeded Dr. 
Wilce as head coach, according to 
Professor A. H. Armstrong, business 
manager, the Georgia Tech Athletic 
association. 

In his announcement Coach Miller 
expressed keen regret at being forced 
to leave Georgia Tech but stated that 
the change seemed to be most advan­
tageous at this time.

About the middle of the 

Rose Bowl Game To 
Help Pay For 

New Fields 
Georgia Tech will receive approxi­

mately $76,000 as its share of the 
Rose Bowl receipts taken in New 
Year's day at the Tournament of Roses 
game with California in Pasadena. 

Unofficial figures recently released 
in Los Angeles by William Monahan, 
graduate manager of California, show 
that 65,000 paid admissions netted 
approximately $250,000. This 65,000 
does not include the several thousand 
pass admissions for newspapermen, 
photographers, employees, officials, 
etc., it was stated. The figures are 
unofficial but the officials report will 
vary but little, it was explained. 

Under rules of the classic, expenses 
are deducted from the gate, and the 
remainder divided three ways, equal 
shares going to the Rose Tournament 
association and the two competing 
schools. 

Monahan stated expenses will total 
about $20,000, including expenses of 
the two teams. This leaves about 
$230,000 to be divided, making Tech's 
share around $76,000, it was stated. 

No strings are attached to the 
money, schools being permitted to 
spend it for any desired purpose, 
Monahan stated. 

The graduate manager said offi­
cial figures will be released within a 
few days and after a meeting of offi­
cials, checks will be made out and 
forwarded to the two schools and the 
Tournament of Roses association. 

The sum to be received by Georgia 
Tech compares favorably with the 
$70,000 received on each of the two 
trips made by Alabama to the Rose 
Bowl.
