The B.S. in Public Policy focuses on solving real problems in the United
States and abroad by understanding the historical roots of policy issues, by 
recognizing their impacts on diverse groups, and by applying scientific methods
of research and analysis. The School of Public Policy is ranked fourth in the
nation in information and technology policy. Courses are designed to build stu-
dent interest in strategic areas such as law, environmental policy, biotechnology
and ethics, risk management and communication, and information policy.

The B.S. in STAC gives students the opportunity to explore literary, scientific,
and technological culture. Majors graduate with communication skills, analytical
skills, knowledge of literature and culture, and expertise in state-of-the-art elec-
tronic media. STAC majors in the Media Studies track graduate with knowledge of
the history, techniques, and technologies of film, television, and digital media.
Because the program emphasizes theory and production, students gain an under-
standing of the theoretical underpinnings of media and have the ability to design
and create a variety of media objects, including videos, Web pages, and CD-ROMs.
