To Students Free 

The new technical magazine which 
is to be started at Tech will make its 
first appearance on or near May 1st. 
This first edition of the magazine will 
be given to all students free of charge, 
payments on the magazine to begin 
next year with the addition of seventy-
five cents to the tuition of each stu­
dent. 

At a recent meeting of the Student 
Council it was voted for the Council 
to pay half the expense of this free 
edition and the school to pay the other 
half. 

There will be a different set-up in 
the staff of this new publication, each 
member of the staff being compensated 
for his work depending on the amount 
of work done. The staff will be made 
up of students who have an average 
of 2.5 or better, the editor and busi­
ness manager must have averages of 
3.0 or better. 

There will be no editor and business 
manager elected for the first issue, 
all work being under the supervision 
of Prof. Narmore, Dr. Sweigert and 
Dr. Bunger. The editor and business 
manager for next year will be chosen 
by this committee on the basis of work 
done on this issue, so any one inter­
ested in the publication should see 
Prof. Narmore at once.

Comment on Venereal Disease

great body of citizens on the subject is appalling, though there has 
been a great deal done in the last few years. This has been brought 
about by a feeling on the part of a great many people that it isn't 
nice to talk about such a thing as a venereal disease, and also to 
the fact that a few years ago not even the doctors knew too much 
about its causes, methods of transmission, and cure. Since the 
World War there has been almost a doubling of the number 
afflicted by venereal diseases.

"The Student Corner" 

"The college man is a living para­
dox. Most people cannot understand 
him and those who do, come to their 
conclusions by indirect proof. He 
talks of the future but worships the 
past. He is liberal in his conversation 
but conservative in his action. He is 
radical in his opinions on politics, but 
elects stand-patters to the class offi­
cers. He demands freedom of thinking 
but defends with all his strength the 
traditions of his institution. . . . He 
preaches democracy and yet supports 
the most rigid campus caste system. 
He demands that his university main­
tain the highest athletic standards yet 
defends them strenously when they 

are criticized. He rebels against rules 
but sets up more rigid ones when given 
the opportunity. He hazes the high 
school graduate who comes with a boy 
scout badge on his coat, but he covers 
his own vest with medals and keys. He 
invents and uses the most outlandish 
slang on the street, but reads and 
writes pure english in his room. . . .

He borrows cigarettes 
but buys a ten dollar pipe. He kicks 
at discipline but loves teachers best 
who are the most severe.

This is an excerpt from one of the 
Saturday Letters written by Raymond 
E. Manchester, Dean of Men at Kent 
State University in Kent, Ohio. I 
wonder how many students realize 
that the average college man is a 
living paradox. Education is supposed 
to be a search for truth, but the 
majority of us are not seeking the 
truth. Instead we take for granted 
all that we read and all that our pro­
fessors say; when we have passed the 
required courses too many o f us have 
the idea that we are educated. In 
technical colleges with their highly 
specialized courses the student looks at 
the world through a knot-hole. There 
is avast difference between education 
and training for a particular groove 
in the economic world.
