Swearing revenge, the University of 
Georgia Bulldogs advance upon the 
waiting Georgia Tech Yellow Jackets 
for their annual fray tomorrow. The 
time scheduled for the fracas is exact­
ly two o'clock P. M., Central Standard 
Atlanta time, at which time, the ref­
eree will call the opposing captains 
for the time-honored toss-up. 

With the greatest team in the his­
tory of the school, the Jackets are the 
overwhelming favorites. However, 
those enthusiastic fans who have giv­
en many points reckon not with the 
spirit and fight of the Bulldogs. The 
Bulldog never knows when he is lick­
ed, and the wearers of the Red and 
Black are determined to emulate him. 

An epidemic of flu has struck the 
Bulldog camp, according to newspaper 
reports. This will undoubtedly weak­
en the Georgia offense as well as de­
fense, but those who will venture forth 
to the Tech flats tomorrow will find 
that this will not hinder their ability 
to play football. The game, similar to 
the past three, will be hair-raising. 
The huge stadium, capable of seating 
thirty-five, or even forty thousand 
persons will be overflowing.

Permission of the faculty was 
granted at noon Friday last for the 
football team to make the trip to Pas­
adena, California's mammoth Rose 
Bowl, there to meet the University of 
California in the classic East-West 
football match to determine the na­
tional championship. 

At the same time, sanction of the 
Southern Intercollegiate Conference 
for the team to play in this New 
Year's Day game was telegraphed to 
Dr. M. L. Brittain by Dr. S. V. San­
ford, president of the conference. 

The faculty's permission was grant­
ed at a meeting of the entire council 
of Georgia Tech held in the office of 
the president Dr. Brittain urged 
that permission be given and at the 
same time read communications from 
Governor L. G. Hardman, Mayor L N. 
Kagsdale, Walter Stewart, chairman 
of the county commission; and Bax­
t e r Maddox, president of the Atlanta 
Junior Chamber of Commerce, urging 
the acceptance of the invitation.

having pursued a worth-while 
course. The latter case is the 
rule, and though there are excep­
tions, they are few, or the rule 
would of necessity be otherwise. 

And what is meant by a justi­
fied existence ? Working for the 
welfare of the school does not 
mean carrying Thanksgiving din­
ner baskets to the Freshmen, al­
though that would be a com­
mendable activity. Tech needs 
the services of the campus so­
cieties in a more practical light— 
to act as a bridge connecting the 
student body and the faculty; to 
offer a means of concerted action 
by experienced students; to fos­
ter the Tech spirit; to impress 
the members of the student body 
with the responsibility they bear 
to themselves and to their school 
for industry and fair play. Each 
society should take upon itself 
some tangible responsibility, 
whether it be the task of seeing 
that each Freshman cheers with 
a will, or whether it be the job 
of aiding athletics to come up to 
the standards of the scholarship 
set by the school. 

Some societies have functioned 
along constructive lines such as 
these, but that they are excep­
tions is obvious, since theirs are 
the reputations that count. The 
field is only lightly touched. 
There remains yet a world of rec­
ognition for those societies anxi­
ous to do just that—justify their 
existence.
