Army Inspectors Review 
Cadets 

Lieutenant-Colonel Merrian and 
Majors McGaughey and Grace, in­
spectors for college R. 0 . T. C. units 
in the fourth corps area, inspected 
the Tech R. O. T. C. Monday and 
Tuesday. 

The officers inspected every phase 
of the military department thor­
oughly. They went to all classes and 
examined the students and called for 
both close and extended order drill 
at the inspection of the regiment on 
Monday afternoon. Both at drill and 
in the class room the officers asked 
the students numerous questions and 
many of the underclassmen were so 
overawed by the brass buttons that 
they did not answer as well as they 
might have under normal conditions. 

Tech was rated among the dis­
tinguished military colleges until last 
year, when the right to wear the star 
on the right sleeve of the uniforms 
was lost. The system of distinguished 
military rating for colleges has been 
abandoned, however, and the units 
will be reported as satisfactory or un­
satisfactory in the future. It is to be 
hoped, however, that the regiment 
made a good enough showing to war­
rant its being reported as satis­
factory, as this will not only boost 
the school's reputation for being at 
the top in all branches of work, but 
will also influence the government to 
make more liberal allowances for uni­
forms and equipment. The inspectors 
refused to make any comments while 
here, but their report will be pub­
lished some time before June 1. 

The concensus of opinion among the 
R. O. T. C. officers seems to be that,

Submarine Mine Is 
Presented to the 

Tech Navy 
Details of Construction of 

Mine Revealed 

A huge submarine mine has been 
presented to the Naval branch of the 
Tech R. O. T. C. by the Naval Re­
serve Headquarters of Atlanta. The 
mine was brought to Charleston, S.C., 
by the U. S. S. Cormorant, and thence 
by train to this city. It is an exact 
replica of those used in the North Sea 
by the United States during the 
World War, and is a massive object, 
weighing several tons. Spherical in 
shape and measuring about four feet 
in cross-section, this dangerous wea­
pon contains, or rather did contain, 
approximately one thousand pounds of 
T. N. T.—enough to easily crush the 
hull of the greatest of battleships. 

Although it is contrary to the pol­
icy o f the War Department to divulge 
any intimate details on the construc­
tion of the mine, it is known that 
this particular one itself is of the per­
manent anchor type. On being rolled 
down a chute from the deck of the 
mine-planting ship, an ingenuous 
system of anchors automatically 
causes the sphere to remain at any 
desired distance below the surface, 
without the necessity of first deter­
mining the water's depth. Since the 
mine is exploded by being struck, they 
are dangerous alike to friend and foe, 
and during the War it was necessary 
to keep careful records of their po­
sitions so that our own ships would 
not be harmed.

Movement to Include 
Yellow Jacket in 
Student Activity 
Fees to Be Made 

A petition will be presented to the 
students of Georgia Tech next week 
to see if they are in favor of reducing 
the subscription to the Yellow Jacket, 
monthly humorous publication, from 
two dollars, the regular price, to 
eighty cents, by including forty cents 
a semester to the student fee. The 
eighty cents will cover all mailing 
expenses either in Atlanta or any 
city in the United States, and if the 
student desired to change the ad­
dress during the year, the sum of five 
cents for a new addressograph plate 
will be charged. 

The Yellow Jacket, sponsored by 
and under the supervision of the Stu­
dent Council, is the only publication 
on the campus not included in the 
regular fee, and if the students are 
in favor of the inclusion, the maga­
zine will be placed on a firmer finan­
cial foundation. 

The proposition has been heartily 
approved by Dean Skiles and Dr. Brit­
tain and if the students take the pro­
gressive attitude and sign the peti­
tion when it is presented, the board of 
governors will more than likely ap­
prove it. 

Heretofore, the Yellow Jacket has 
obtained the maximum amount of ad­
vertising for the subscription list. 
With the increased number of sub­
scribers, the advertising will, in time, 
increase in proportion and the sub­
scribers will not only receive more for 
their money, but the school will re­
ceive more favorable publicity due to 
the position a college comic holds 
nationally. 

The history of the comic on the 
Tech campus has followed the same 
course any other practical organiza­
tion has taken in its march toward a 
sound financial basis. Due to eco­
nomic conditions or efficient man­
agement, some of the years have 
been lean and some of the years have 
been fat. The present management 
is endeavoring to profit by the mis­
takes made by the magazine under 
former supervision. Certain things 
are being corrected in order to pro­
tect the future boards of managers 
from certain calamities. And one of 
the first steps to be taken, the one 
already completed by more than 70 
per cent of the leading college comics 
in the United States, is to include the 
subscription of the Yellow Jacket into 
the student fee.

Designs Are Submitted by Architectural Students

Marionettes to Pre­
sent 'The Buccaneer' 
AsSpring Production 

The Marionettes have under way a 
play that in magnificence and swift 
moving action has not been equaled 
since the presentation of the "Sev­
enth Veil" several years ago. It is a 
historical drama calling for a lavish 
display of customs and a clever en­
actment of emotional parts. 

"The Buccaneers," written by Law­
rence Stallings, author of "What 
Price Glory?" will be presented by the 
Marionettes on or about May 20. Its 
scenes are laid in the vicinity of 
South America, whose harbors were 
the rendezvous of pirates and cut­
throat crews. The story centers 
around the rovings and adventures of 
that notorious piratical character. 
Capt, Henry Morgan. 

The movement of the play is swift 
with a number of hair-raising plots. 
Passion, intrigue, lost and love alter­
nate in providing excellent entertain­
ment. The play is neatly worked out 
and at no time is it boresome. 

At the second senior class meeting 
Jack Holman appointed a committee 
to work on the Senior Memorial. No 
definite schemes had been made at 
thn* lime, and Holman instructed the 
committee to think about a number 
of possible gifts which this class 
could give to the school. The com­
mittee thought out a variety of 
schemes, benches, fountains, trophy 
cases and the like, but nothing pleased 
the committee until it had talked with 
the architects of the new dining hall. 
The architects gave us a number of 
suggestions, explaining that the new 
dining hall afforded many good oo-
rortunities for class memorials. Tl e 
dining hall will be the dominant 
building, in the new group that \a be­
ing built near the two dormitories, 
and here the heart of campus activi­
ties will be carried on. Any memorial 
placed in the dining hall will certainly 
be in an important place and will be 
a living memorial and will always re­
call to those who come and go memo­
ries of days gone by. 

There should be no question about 
the location of our memorial, regard­
less of what it is; but the big ques­
tion is what shall it be? That, too, 
has been fairly worked out. It 
is hoped that the class can place part 
of the stain glass in one of the large 
windows which are in each end of 
the dining hall. 

Mr. Bush-Brown, the architect on 
the building, has co-operated with the 
committee. He gave oat a problem 
to the architectural students to de­
sign a stain glass window, using the 
window from the dining hall as the 
basis of the design. The purpose of 
this problem was to bring out many 
different ideas which could later be 
combined and placed in the dining hall 
window. At the last senior class 
meeting two of these designs were 
displayed, and they give a very good 
idea how the window will look, if 
these plans can be carried out. Also 
at that meeting the few seniors who 
were present voted that the commit­
tee continue with the work on the 

class memorial, and have final draw­
ings submitted for their approval. 

With these instructions from the 
class the committee has made ar­
rangements to carry on with the 
work. We have received the assistance 
from Mr. Bush-Brown who has ad­
vised us to send the design made 
here at Tech to the Lamb Stained 
Glass Studios in New York and get 
them to submit a complete and fin­
ished design using the ideas and 
themes of the Tech design. We also 
asked them to give us an estimate 
on the cost of the entire window and 
the cost of each separate division. We 
expect to receive the finished work 
within a very few days. 

Their estimate on the cost of the 
work is important and every senior 
should understand it. The window has 
been divided into four main parts of 
about equal area. Four different 
classes are to place memorials in 
these spaces. Our class is fortunate 
in having the selection of the three 
center panels, the most prominent 
place in the window. Our class can 
be assured that the classes to follow 
will go on with work which we hope to 
begin, and very soon complete the 
whole window. This could not be 
an uncertainty in the mind of anyone 
in our class. 

These four divisions are approxi­
mately the same area, and will cost 
about equal amounts. Our portion 
will cost $1,500. 

Stain glass varies greatly in cost, 
according to the quality of glass, the 
fineness of the design, and the skill 
of the stain glass artists. We have 
taken all these things into considera­
tion and believe that the stated 
amount will secure us a window of 
which our class will always be proud. 
A window costing less than that 
amount would not be worthy to be 
placed in the hall, and certainly not 
a credit to our class. Therefore, the 
committee recommends that our class 
try to secure the amount, keeping in

Tech Band and Fife 
and Drum Corps to 

Be Feature of 
Memorial Day 

Parade 
The dwindling ranks of the gray-

clad heroes of the Confederacy were 
honored yesterday in one of the 
largest and most brilliant parades 
ever seen in Atlanta. 

Beginning at 2 p. m. from the junc­
tion of the Peachtrees, a cavalcade in­
cluding city and state officials, mili­
tary units from local schools, col­
leges, Fort McPherson and repre­
sentatives of dozens of veterans' or­
ganizations as well as from women's 
patriotic groups, marched through the 
heart of the city. Once again the 
slow steps of the feeble patriarchs set 
the pace for the entire line. The 
wearers of the grey refuse to sur­
render, even to old age. 

The whole Tech unit turned out in 
full, including both navy and army. 
Music was furnished by the Tech band 
and the drum and fife corps. The 
band made a big hit as usual, while 
the drum and fife corps gave every­
one a great surprise. This was the 
first public appearance this corps has 
made, yet it received the applause of 
the thousands upon the sidewalks and 
in the windows of the tall office 
buildings. 

The parade moved down Peachtree 
and Whitehall streets to Hunter, 
where it turned and proceeded to the 
Oakland cemetery. The Memorial 
Day exercises were held there, pre­
sided over by Major Asa Warren 
Candler, who introduced Lucian La­
mar Knight, former state historian, 
and principal speaker. 

Both the invocation and benediction 
were pronounced by Dr. T. R. Ken­
dall, pastor of the Momingside Meth­
odist Church, and himself a veteran. 
After the exercises the decoration of 
the graves was begun. 

The Tech unit must have done un­
usually well, or something surely 
must have happened because Dr. 
Brittain and Colonel Pearce declared 
a holiday for Saturday.

This 
price reduction is made possible 
by the increase in advertising 
space available and the increase 
in advertising rates. It is the 
student who reaps the benefits 
of this proposal.

There are some of you in 
every department who would 
like to be under the honor sys­
tem. You will never be under 
that system if you sit back and 
twiddle your thumbs and wish 
you were. 

Why not get together and or­
ganize a class honor system 
under your respective instruc­
tors. If you go about it in the 

right way and approach your in­
structors with a scheme that 
seems anywhere near plausible 
you will find co-operation. 

Some departments now oper­
ate under a semi-honor system, 
where the instructors have seen 
that the caliber of men with 
whom they are dealing is good 
enough to warrant it. Those of 
you who are not so fortunate 
as to be in one of these sections 
and who really see the advant­
age of the system should go to 
your instructors in charge and 
see if something cannot be done 
about it. . 

An honor system takes the 
burden off the shoulders of the 
instructor and places it upon the 
students, and if they see that 
you are in earnest and intend to 
make the system work they will 
be only too glad to co-operate. 

It really is a serious matter 
When more than twenty-five 
hundred students have not 
enough responsibility to see that 
only the square-shooting mem­
bers of their class get through. 
It is a serious reflection on the 
school, and on each and every 
member of the student body. 

The faculty is willing to let 
the honor system come back in 
force if the students show that 
they intend to make it work, and 
by concerted movements in the 
different classes to install a local 
system it will be possible to 
bring the school back under un­
disputed student rule in this and 
other matters of prime interest 
to students only.

HANDICAPS OF QUANTITY 
PRODUCTION 

It is everywhere recognized that 
our methods of quantity production 
are very largely responsible for our 
industrial supremacy and, indeed, our 
national prosperity, but some people 
think that the idea may be carried too 
far. One such observer is a French­
man, Andre Siegfried. Noting what 
he says on the subject in his recent 
book, "America Comes of Age , " the 
editor of the Stone and Webster Jour­
nal (Boston) concludes that he may 
be very largely correct, and goes on 
to tell why: 

Quantity production causes one ef­
fect which is frequently lost sight of, 
that is, the inability promptly to take 
care of inventions as they occur. 
When a factory is fully equipped with 
stamps, dies, jigs, as well as the 
established routine which goes with 
them, it is a serious matter to scrap 
them and start all over on a new 
basis. The larger the production, the 
harder it is to make the change, for 
besides the cost of the new equip­
ment comes the falling off in output 
during the period of readjustment. 
Perhaps the best illustration of this 
is the recent abandonment of the

model T Ford automobile, and the de­
velopment of the new model. Model 
T, which had served its purpose ad­
mirably, became out of date. Mr. 
Ford boldly decided to stop manufac­
turing this type and to make a new 
one. It took months to change the 
equipment, tools, dies, stamps, etc. 
What vast sums it has cost can only 
be surmised, but with the cost was 
the entire stopping of output. Drop­
ping from a daily production of some 
6,000 cars down to none meant, not 
only that the Ford Company's in­
come from the sale of cars fell from 
millions of dollars per day to noth­
ing, but also that the principal means 
of livelihood of some five or six thou­
sand distributors was taken away for 
many months; even now, after the 
change-over has been made, more 
months must elapse before the output 
will be back to normal. 

When the four-wheel-brake idea, a 
French development, was shown to be 
a success, it took American manu­
facturers a long time to adopt it, 
owning to the inertia of the plants 
which were equipped for the produc­
tion of two-wheel brakes. Had our 
production been on a smaller scale, 
where the cost of capital change-over 
or where the mental inertia was less, 
the new idea would have been adopted 
more quickly. 

And in the telephone industry the 
same handicap has been noticed. For 
instance, for many years the Bell 
telephone receivers, we are reminded, 
"were made with exposed metal bind­
ing-posts or terminals" which occa­
sionally gave shocks to telephone 
users. Smaller independent telephone 
companies were able to adopt a new 
receiver within closed terminals al­
most as soon as invented. But the 
big Bell organization could not install 
them until it had absorbed the cost 
of the millions of phones in use that 
had to be scrapped. Here was a case 
where quantity production held up 
progress. Similarly, the new French 
type of desk set is being demanded, 
but the telephone company can not 
afford to substitute it for the present

type. "If offered at the price of the 
old one, every one would demand it, 
yet the factories could not promptly 
supply the demand." So the company 
is meeting the problem by supplying 
the new type "at an additional cost, 
thus slackening the demand and al­
lowing the factories time to catch up 
with the requirements." Similarly, 
there is a new and improved type of 
fuse plugs that is not being adopted— 
to the discouragement of inventors— 
because the manufacturers must 
"maintain interchangeability with the 
millions of fuse receptacles now in 
use, and with the cost of the change­
over of their manufacturing processes 
staring them in the face, they must 
be absolutely sure that the new de­
vice is sufficiently superior to war­
rant its introduction." 

The editor of the house organ of 
this great public-utility financing and 
operating corporation — Stone and 
Webster—concludes the discussion 
with this paragraph— 

These illustrations are not given to 
disparage quantity production but 
simply to indicate one of the hurdles 
which large production has to jump 
to keep its product up to date. It is 
reported that some American in­
ventors have even been forced to take 
their inventions to England or to 
France, where the quantity produc­
tion handicap is not so great, in order 
to get them used. Although eventually 
this country takes notice of these 
meritorious inventions, nevertheless, 
the time lag, due to our quantity-
production idea, which we have so 
thoroughly adopted, is a decided detri­
ment to American inventors. 

It is with interest that A. Frank 
learns that down in the physics de­
partment there is enrolled in a physics 
6 class a former superintendent of 
schools of the metropolis of Jackson­
ville. He also learns that the former 
superintendent and present physics 
student hold psychology classes at 
Tech.
