Tomorrow at halftime of the Tennessee game, an organization 
unique to the Georgia Tech campus will be soliciting funds for the 
purpose of continuing its work.

W S F was started soon after World War II by a group of veterans 
who, having seen the American image abroad distorted, realized the 
value of person-to-person contact through the exchange of students. 

The late Coach W . A. Alexander heard of the effort and offered 
the use of a Tech halftime each year to collect. Present Athletic 
Director, Bobby Dodd, realizing the value of W S F , has carried on the 
tradition. 

Since that time, the World Student Fund has been responsible 
for bringing 80 students from 26 countries to this campus. This 
year, students representing France, Germany, Turkey, Greece, 
Columbia, and Switzerland are pursuing their studies as guests 
of W S F . 

Tech fraternities, understanding the worth of association with 
these men, offer them free meals and a good look at American social 
life. 

Thos Muller, this year's chairman, commented, "We feel that 
W S F has the strong support of the Georgia Tech student body. This 
is shown by their generosity in their contributions and by their will­
ingness to work for the committee. 

"This year, approximately 300 students will assist in the' collect­
ing of the funds at the Tennessee game. Through their help, we expect 
to collect in the neighborhood of $6000 in this drive which is so im­
portant to the continuing work of the World Student Fund." 

W S F is a student-faculty committee which devotes its entire 
time toward raising money and arranging for these students to come 
to the United States. 

It is important to realize that none of the contributions made 
to W S F are taken in administrative salaries or expenses, nor are 
they buried in red tape. All your donations go directly to build 
friends for America throughout the world. 

All important is this personal approach to the furthering of 
international friendship. When you contribute to the World Student 
Fund, you can see the results in real people and experiences.
