Georgia competing for SERI project

ĜEORGIA IS ONE OF 37 STATES VYING FOR 
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE SOLAR ENERGY 
RESEARCH INSTITUTE (SERI) IN THEIR STATE. 
THE FEDERAL PROJECT WILL BE FUNDED BY THE 
ENERGY RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT AD­
MINISTRATION (ERDA). THE AWARD DATE 
WILL BE IN LATE NOVEMBER, 1976 AND THE 
PROGRAM IS EXPECTED TO BEGIN JANUARY 1, 
1977. 

LAST JULY, GOVERNOR GEORGE BUSBEE 
APPOINTED A COMMISSION OF 8 MEMBERS 
TO HELP LOCATE, IN THE STATE OF GEORGIA, 
THE MOST APPROPRIATE SITE FOR THE SOLAR 
ENERGY RESEARCH INSTITUTE. DR. THOMAS 
STELSON, TECH'S VICE PRESIDENT FOR 
RESEARCH WAS APPOINTED THE CHAIRMAN 
OF THE COMMISSION. 

GEORGIA TECH WILL BE INVOLVED WITH 
AND THUS WILL BENEFIT IN MANY WAYS 

FROM THE PROPOSED INSTALLATION OF SERI. 
DIRECTLY, TECH IS ONE OF THE SIX MEMBERS 
OF THE CONSORTIUM THAT HAS BEEN PROPOS­
ED AS THE MANAGER OF SERI. THE OVERALL 
PATTERN OF THE SIX WOULD BE AN

A recent outbreak of sex-related 

crimes has plagued the Georgia 
Tech campus, according to Chief 
of Police George Gardiner. 

Last Sunday at about noon, two 
black men attacked a Tech coed 
who was walking from Area III to ; 
the Student Center. 

"They pulled a knife out and 
asked for her money. She said she 
didn't have some but if they would 
walk her back to her dorm she 
could give them some then." 

The attackers failed to swallow 

the ruse and continued to harass 
her. At this point she broke away 
and ran to the Commons Building 
for help. Two Tech men came to 
her aid, calling security and then 
chasing the muggers on foot. 

Security apprehended one of the 
assailants and have issued a 
warrant for the arrest of the other. 

"I'm really proud of how she 
reacted. She kept very cool. I also 
want to commend the two young 
men who took time out to help 
her." 

"I want to stress that these 
things do happen in the daytime," 

Gardiner explained. "Coeds es­
pecially should be careful." 

"We intend to prosecute to the 
full extent of the law any man 
convicted of any sex crime on the 
Georgia Tech campus." 

Gardiner also noted that there 
is an individual loose on campus 
"who is something of an ex­
hibitionist." His displays of inde­
cent exposure have been reported 
five times, primarily in Area III 
but also on the third floor of the 
Student Center.

Energy research organization 
begins solar generator facility

kilowatt Solar Thermal Test 
Facility to be located west of the 
Civil Engineering Building. 

At the groundbreaking 
ceremony were Governor George 
Busbee, Tech President Dr. 
Joseph Pettit and Dr. Robert 
Hirsch, Assistant Administrator 
of the Energy Research and 
Development Administration 
(ERDA). 

ERDA funded the project, 
which, when completed later this 
year, will be the largest high 
temperature solar test system in 
the United States and the second 
largest in the world. Of its type, 
the 400 kilowatt solar steam 
generator will be four times larger 
than any other in the world. 

The generator will produce very 
high levels of steam under 150 at­
mospheres of pressure by a very 
simple and direct process. At least 

500 mirrors will be positioned to 
track the movements of the sun in 
order to focus sunlight onto a 
steam boiler that is suspended 
over the mirrors. 

Once in operation, the Solar 
Thermal Test System will use a 
wide range of radiant energy 
values to conduct experiments 
and to evaluate such projects as 
experimental receivers, including 
steam boiler superheaters and hot 
air, oil and liquid metal heat ex­
changers. 

The project will.be directed by. 
Tech's Engineering Experimental 
Station. 

mind. "We have several very good 
leads," Gardiner acknowledges. 
He assures that the police will 
catch him before long. 

"It may be just a joke to him but 
it's a pretty sick joke and it's one 
that's going to backfire on him." 

During the summer this type of 
crime happens more than at any 
other time, Gardiner claims. In 
view of this fact and the fact that 
Tech is situated in the midst of 
one of the highest crime-rate dis­
tricts in Atlanta, Gardiner urges 
caution on the part of Tech 
students : 

"I do encourage Tech girls to 
report to us anything unusual. 
Any obscene calls or any un­
familiar male walking around 
your dorm halls, etc., should be 
reported." 

Any Tech coed desiring a ride 
across campus may get one by 
calling Security at 894-2500. 

The fountain itself will be com­
pleted within a few weeks but the 
landscaping cannot begin until 
October 15 as several of the 
shrubs cannot be planted until 
this time. Paul Vanderhorst 
assures us that if all goes as 
planned, the fountain may be in 
operation before the landscaping 
is completed. 

The project, which began on 
January 10, 1976, will cost an es­
timated $77,660. $60,000 of this is 
covered by the Price Gilbert fund. 
This is the first project which has 
required such extensive 
preparations as closing off 
sidewalk areas and breaking up 
the concrete. 

Paul Vanderhorst, graduate of 
Syracuse University in New York, 
has been at Georgia Tech for four 
years and some of the projects he 
has completed are the long 
walkway connecting the Student 
Center to the Price Gilbert Library 
and the renovation of the grounds 
at the President's home. 

Vanderhorst feels the purpose 
of a fountain is not just to be look­
ed at but to be enjoyed to the 
fullest. He hopes the students will 
become involved with the foun­
tain and use it to wade in or sun 
bathe on the flat top. This 
refreshing idea will bring needed 
relief during the heat of the 
summer months.

Ceramic Engineers build 
mirrored solar furnace

One of the recent developments 
in solar energy technology in 
progress at GeorgiaTechis the con­
struction of a solar furnace located 
on the south face of the Bunger-
Henry Ceramic and Chemical 
Engineering Building. 

Professor J. F. Benzel and 
graduate student Barry Michael, 
both of the Ceramic Engineering 
department, began work on this 
project 1V2 years ago and the solar 
furnace is expected to become 
operational in about one month. 

The structure is a sophisticated 
means to harness the thermal 
energy of the sun. Located on the 
ground level are 36 mirrors on a 10 
foot square platform that tracks 
the sun's rays from the south. 
These rays are diverted upward to 
a framework suspended from the 
fourth floor of the building that 
supports a 5 foot parabolic mirror. 
The rays are concentrated at the 
focal point of the mirror where the 
material to be melted is placed. 

The purpose of this design is to 
directly solidify oxide-metal com­
posites in order to have a large 
number of metal fibers grown in 
the oxide. This procedure normally 
produces composites containing 
between 10 and 80 million fibers 
per square centimeter. 

The project was contracted 
through N A S A and administered 
by the Jet Propulsion Laboratory. 
Part of their interest in this new 
technology stems from the chance 
that these composites will be 
grown in space on space shuttles. 

As Benzel explains it, "This fur­
nace will be used to simulate the 
conditions that are present in out­
er space. The big difference 
between solidifying liquids on 
earth and outer space, is that there 
are no convection currents in 
space. But oh earth, hot fluids rise, 
and cold fluids fall, creating a con­
tinuous churning of the liquid." In 
order to simulate the zero convec­
tion of space, the composites will 

be placed in a vacuum within a bell 
jar with magnetic fields applied 
around the vacuumed sample. The 
composite is then positioned below 
the parabolic mirror and is, as 
Michael explains it, " . . .spun to 
e l iminate thermal gradients, 
much like a spaceship is spun in 
space." 

The sample is mechanically 
lowered through the focal point to 
produce uniform fibers. 

These fibers will be used in a 
variety of ways. They can be im­
plemented as electronic materials. 
In another application, they can 
replace the hot filament used in the 
the thermionic emitters of televi-
and radio tubes. 

If adapted by the television in­
dustry, these new high field 
emitters will produce instant-on 
television pictures. This design 
differs from current instant-on 

televisions because these sets have 
a cons tan t current running 
through their components, even 
when the television is switched off. 
In this way, very large amounts of 
electricity are used needlessly. 

However, if oxide-metal com­
ponents are used, when the televi­
sion is turned on, the picture will 
appear in one to two seconds 
without a standby flow of current. 

The advent of growing oxide-
metal composites by solar thermal 
methods holds great promise for 
the future. One theoretical use for 
these composites is, according to 
Dr. Benzel, "There is great hope 
that composites containing noble 
metal fibers can be used for im­
plantation in the human body. 
One potential use for these com­
posites is to create artificial sight 
in blind people."

Ratcliffe also stated that the 

antenna currently being used was 
donated to the school after being 
struck by lightning and written 
off by the insurance company as a 
total loss. The lack of studio space 
is also an important problem. 

The Georgia Tech Radio Com­
munications Board has been look­
ing into these problems WREK 
faces for several years, and may 
recommend that the station move 
into space in the old WGST 
building. Space is currently being 
held there for WREK, pending a 
decision regarding the best course 
of action for the station. 

While Dr. Clyde Robbins, Vice 
President of Planning, will give 
WREK as much space as they 
need in' the vacated studio, the 
location on the perimeter of the 
campus might prove disadvan­
tageous. The station operators, 
most of whom are full-time 
students, would find the n«w 
studio distant from classes and 
dorms, according to Dean Kohler. 

The possible WREK move and 
the new antenna would be costly. 
A good antenna and tower in­

stallation could cost as much as 
$120,000, says Ratcliffe. Ewell 
Barnes, the Vice President for 
Business and Finance, stated that 
the station would probably get 
some help from President Joseph 
Pettit, who promised them funds 
several years ago. The money will 
largely come from interest earned 
by the WGST Trust Fund, the $5 
million received by Tech in the 
sale of WGST. 

The $5 million principal of the 
fund cannot be used due to con­
ditions imposed when WGST was 
originally given to Tech. The in­
terest, however, is available for 
projects that cannot be funded 
through ordinary channels. 

Barnes said that WGST was 
sold because of the great fluc­
tuations in the advertising 
market. "If you look at it over 25 
years," he said, "yes, it made a 
profit." The ups and downs of the 
business made it undependable, 
however, as a profit-maker. Also, 
as an educational institution, 
Tech did not have available the 
options of management that other 
stations use to make the business 
profitable.

Reconstituted Council? 
The Student Council has been operating under the same constitu­

tion since 1970, and under the same by-laws since 1973. Although 
you may think that is fairly recent, there has been serious talk in Stu­
dent Council for the last two years of the need for constitutional 
reform. Predictably, there has been no action. 

After all, with various Student Government departments and 
twelve committees, there is resume fodder for all... and action for 
none. There is a Draft Counseling Committee and a Public Relations 
Committee (whose only discernible action has been a writeup about 
the Public Relations Committee Chairman in her hometown 
newspaper). 

The Finance Committee Chairman, the second most powerful stu­
dent on campus, is in charge of over half a million dollars, yet has no 
constitutional duties. 

Normal bills and resolutions are brought up one week before the 
Council, and are voted on the next week. Finance bills (which are 
more important) are brought up and voted on within the span of an 
hour. 

And as has been shown by our lead story, the student activity fee 
part of the Constitution doesn't amount to a toy boat in the wake of 
any university president's actions. 

A good Constitution and by-laws will not necessarily make a good 
Student Council. However, a bad Constitution and by-laws aren't 
helping matters, i

IF THE SENATE COULD SEE THROUGH ITS

STUDENT ACTIVITY COMMITTEE HAS THE 
AUTHORITY "TO REVIEW ALL PROPOSALS FROM THE

ON JULY 13 TO UNANIMOUSLY DEFEAT THE BILL. 

BUT THEIR OUTRAGE WAS REAL AND IN A WAY 
THEY HAVE GROUNDS FOR IT. THE WHOLE MATTER 
WAS CONDUCTED ALMOST BEHIND THEIR BACKS 
AND UNDER THE TABLE. THEY WERE NEVER CON­

Physical Plant defense waxes... 
The Editors: 

Any place where there is a large 
number of people working, there are going 
to be a few that naturally neglect a por­
tion of their duties. But to degrade the 
whole body of Physical Plant workers is 
not fair. There were several statements in 
the last issue of the Technique that should 
not have been printed, because the at­
titudes towards all Physical Plant 
workers seemed to go in the negative 
direction. 

It was great what Miss Smith said 
about the pay rate being so low; there 

should be more money for those who do 
their job well. 

There would be more pride involved in 
the positions if the pay was better. There 
are some workers who do not do their job, 
and these are the ones that should be told 
that either they do their job or there won't 
be a job to worry about. It is unfair for all 
t h worV< •« to get the same salaries when 
there are t h o . , e who do nothing. 

Miss Smith made the statement that, 
"the average Physical Plant worker finds 
new and creative ways to read the paper, 
take two-hour coffee breaks, sit under 
trees, and generally waste time and the 
money that we students ultimately pay 
him." The 2 hour coffee breaks can't be 
true. The part about them sitting under 
the trees is true for those who do not do 
their work, but the other workers from 
time to time have to take a short cooling-
off period because the heat is so bad. If 
they didn't the results may be heat stroke. 

I checked with all "necessary per­
sonnel" to get some information about the 
payroll and exactly where it comes from. 
There are three major sources for the 
salaries that the state employees make. 

The first is state allocation. The second is 
student fees. The third is from indirect 
sponsored operations. But the portion of 
student fees that are used is spread over 
the whole campus, not to just the Physical 
Plant. And the percentage is not that 
large, although it does play a part in all 
the salaries. 

The campus is in good shape. In so 
many places the grounds are so beautiful. 
If anyone can say that there are places 
that are really in bad shape, they can't 
honestly put all the blame on the Physical 
Plant workers. All of us here on campus 
are responsible for the looks of things, not 
just the Physical Plant workers 
themselves. 

The whole body of Physical Plant 
workers should not be judged for a few 
other's mistakes. It's really sad that all 
can't do their job as they should. The ones 
who goof off should be eliminated. But the 
others are good, hard-working men, who 
do try to do their best. They're human just 
as we are. 

The Physical Plant should be aware of 
the ones who could do better, and also be 
aware of the ones who do their jobs well. 
All the workers are not guilty, and should 
not be treated or thought as such.

plant's inefficiencies. For too long this 
problem has gone relatively unnoticed 
publicly, but now Ms. Smith has accurate­
ly and fairly brought the facts to light. 

I'd also like to add another example of 
the Physical Plant's inefficiency that has 
stood out in my mind for some time A few 
months ago,a section of stairwell railing 
in the EE Building needed to be replaced. 
Now, this section measured only 9 x 1 xh x 4 
in., and would have taken an hour at the 
most to replace, including time for the glue 
to dry and the workers' break, but, no; it 
took two workers three days to replace it 
The first two days were spent trying to find 
the right section, with the third day spent 
actually installing it. 

This and other aforementioned inef­
ficiencies could be eliminated by granting 
across the board pay raises of about 20% 
for ground8keepers and custodians. True, 
it would put a strain on the institute wallet, 
but in the end we could hire a more ef­
ficient worker that could be able to get the 
job done right the first time in less time.
