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The Architecture Library staff consists of one librarian, Cathy Carpenter, Head of the Architecture Library and three staff positions: Stephany Kretchmar, Collections & Student Worker Specialist; Kevin Quick, Electronic Reserves Specialist; Fakhri Haghani, Journals Specialist took a nine month leave of absence. Tiffany Kwan replaced her. The Library also employs between 4-6 student workers. 
ACCOMPLISHMENTS
Partnerships:

COA Research Forum

The Architecture Library’s mission goes beyond that of a traditional library and serves as a social gathering place for our community of users.  In collaboration with COA administration and faculty, the Library hosted a total of eight COA Research Forum lectures. The monthly lectures raise awareness of what is happening at the College and increase interdisciplinary collaboration. The lectures were well attended by COA faculty and students.  Each Forum is videotaped by the staff from SCDS and added to the Library website and SmartTech.

Other Outreach Activities
In September, the Library hosted the COA Dean’s Council meeting. Georgia Tech’s President Peterson attended and spoke during the meeting. 

In January, the Library hosted the “ADVANCE Gender and Communication Workshop” targeted to Georgia Tech women faculty and graduate students. 
In June, once again Library was used to film an interview. Ellen Dunham- Jones was filmed speaking about her research on urban sprawl for the PBS program “Blueprint America”
During fall and spring semester, career counselors from the Career Services Department held Resume Workshops for COA students in the Library. 

Collections:
Developing Collections
The architecture collection continues to grow and the Library now has close to 49,000 volumes.  Many of the book and journal purchases were funded with the Preston Stevens endowment. 
Collection development is an ongoing collaborative effort, involving faculty and students in each of the College of Architecture’s academic programs.  Cathy seeks book recommendations from all faculty and stays alert to course changes in COA programs to buy books that support new research areas. 
Managing Collections
In 1980 when the Architecture Library was originally built it was designed to house about 28,000 volumes. The Library now has almost double that number. A major weeding and shifting project was completed this year to help address the over-crowding. Stephany completed a shelf read of all the books in the Library. Because of the shelf read, several books that have been labeled lost have been found; other books that were labeled lost in the library catalog are being identified and repurchased.
Course Reserves:
Course reserves continue to be popular with COA faculty and students. This year 31 instructors used the Library’s reserves system. Students had online access to 707 course readings (mainly journal articles) through electronic reserves. 

OTHER ACCOMPLISHMENTS
Collaborations - New Library Exhibit Wall:

Cathy thought the Library was a perfect venue to provide some much needed gallery space for COA. She initiated a collaboration with COA in which a design studio course called “Exhibiting Construction” was offered during fall semester. COA hired an instructor and twelve students enrolled in the course. They designed and built an exhibit space or wall (18 linear ft) that is installed in the group study area in the center of the Library. The exhibit wall consists of six flat steel sheets attached with magnets to the back of a large metal book shelf.  It is designed to be flexible and can exhibit 3-dimensional models of student work as well as drawings and illustrations. 

Facilities and Equipment:
Another large format scanner was purchased for the reference desk for student, faculty and visitor use. This is the second scanner in three years; the first scanner broke because of very heavy use. Students and faculty use it to scan images and articles from the architecture journals.

Exhibits:
Cathy created an exhibit of books recently published by COA faculty. It has been a successful exhibit - faculty enjoy showcasing their books and the display has increased circulation of the books. COA administration bring all prospective students and visitors into the Library during tours and two of the tour highlights are the faculty book exhibit and the new Library exhibit wall designed by COA students.

Heather King redesigned the Architecture Library website with input from Cathy.

Cathy was invited to serve on the College of Architecture ADVANCE Committee. 

She co- sponsored the ADVANCE Gender and Communication Workshop which was held in the Library.

Cathy along with Julie Speer from SCDS formed a library committee that organized a symposium on October 23rd titled The Future of Scholarly Publishing and Research to improve awareness of Open Access issues among Georgia Tech faculty.
