Weekend Thleves Loot Fraternity Houses

1923 Alumnus
Rea ps Reward

John J. Me¢Donough, chairman
of the board of the Georgia
Power Co., will receive Tech’s

highest alumni honor, the Alum-
ni Distinguished Service Award,
at the 1964 Commencement, Sat-
urday, June 13, at the Fox The-
ater.

Mc¢Donough, a 1923 graduate
in Mechanical Engineering and a
former star Jacket quarterback,
will be presented the accolade by
Tech President, Dr. Edwin D.
Harrison, in recognition of his
“long and dedicated record of
service to education in Georgia
exemplified by his efforts as a
former member of the State
Board of Education and of the
University’s System’s Board of
Regents and as an active trustee
of the Georgia Tech Foundation,
Inc. — and in gratitude for the
many honors he has brought to
the Georgia Institute of Technol-
ogy through his business and
civic leadership in the State.”

McDonough has been associ-
ated with the Georgia Power
Company and affiliated com-
panies since he joined the Geor-
gia Southern Power Company
at Dublin as assistant to the
manager. He filled various en-
gineering and managerial posts
successively in Athens, Bruns-
wick and Douglas. He was also
sales supervisor in Atlanta and

commercial manager in Augus-
ta.

In 1917 he was transferred to
Rome as vice president and divi-
sion manager, and in 1950 he
came to Atlanta in a similar ca-
pacity. In 1951 he was named
executive vice president and in
1957, president of the company.
He was elected chairman of the
board in May, 1963.

One of Atlanta’s top civic and
business leaders, McDonough is
a past president and director of
the Georgia State Chamber of
Commerce and a past president
of the Atlanta Chamber of Com-
merce. Mr. McDonough also is a
director and immediate past
president of the Southeastern

Electric Exchange.
