Exec Committee Suspends 
Four Seniors for Cheating

The Executive Committee found 

seven Civil Engineering seniors 
guilty of cheating in several in­
stances over an eighteen month 
period since October J962. 

Four of the students were 
placed on permanent disciplinary 
probation and suspended from 
school for peiiods ranging from 
two to six quarters, and all seven 
received F's or D's in those 
courses affected. These actions 
released March 27 by the Execu­
tive Committee, were based on 
the recommendations of the Stu­
dent-Faculty Honor Committee, 
the body which officially investi­
gated the charges. 

According to the CE School, 
one of the seven students had 
been issued a passkey during 
his employment as a CE stu­
dent assistant, and this key, or 
copies of it, were used in sev­
eral instances to illegally en­
ter instructors' offices. Quizzes 
old and new were obtained — 
in some cases the final exams 

themselves — and quizzes al­
ready turned in were altered. 

Some of the students were less 
seriously involved and received 
no suspensions or disciplinary 
probations. The least of the pun­
ishments consisted of one course 
grade changed to D. 

CE Director William F. Schultz 
at a meeting of junior and senior 
CE majors April 7, said that the 
cheating was detected and in­
vestigated largely by students 
within the CE School, and handl­
ed responsibly through the prop­
er channels.
