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Chief Justice Warren to Make Speech

Next week’s Student Body Of-
ficers’ election is more important
to Techmen than most students

realize. There is a tendency to
discount - this
election as a
game played
among = “BM-
OC’s” - and
“campus lead-
ers”’ — as an

event of little
significance to
the student
body and thus
worth little if
any thought before one hurriedly
fills in his ballot and forgets the
whole thing. This election must
not be taken lightly if the stu-
dent body is to gain increased
recognition on this campus.

SBP ... A Leader

The office of Student Body
President is one of great poten-
tial importance . . . despite the
fact that on paper the office con-
sists only of administrative du-

ties and ex officio memberships
on numerous committees, it can
be as powerful an office as its
holder cares to make it. The of-
fice’s potential value is limited
only by its occupant’s courage,
initiative, and responsibility.
Voters in this election, viewing
the potential importance of the
SBP position, should strive to
elect the man who will be a lead-
er . .. not a prestige-seeking‘ of-
fice holder.” Only in this way will
the office begin to attain its po-
tential value to the student body.

SBVP ... A Worker

The President should exercise
his most powerful potential as a
leader, as one who delegates min-
or duties in order to place full
emphasis on taking stands on
major policy issues. The Vice-
president’s role, on the other
hand, is perhaps less glamorous,
but just as important . . . he is
called upon to be an organizer,
to see that many specific jobs
are carried out, to do much actual
work on his own. The responsi-
bility for eoordination of Home-
coming Weekend, for instance, is
his.

Why have I attempted to de-
fine the basic differences in the
two offices ? Simply to emphasize
the one common property of both
offices . . . individual responsi-
bility. Not “finesse”, not “smooth-
ness,” not the ablllty to please
everyone (which is impossible, to
begin thh), but the ability to
‘do what is right at a given time
~—whether it be a policy stand
taken by the SBP, or a specific
task performed by the SBVP—
this is what is needed.

Vote for the leaders—those
who will develop their offices . ..
not merely “hold” them.

Earl Warren, Chief Justice of the United States, will deliver the
fourth lecture in Georgia Tech’s 75th Anniversary monthly series at
11 AM, February 1, in the Alexander Memorial Coliseum.

This special lecture series is one of a variety of programs in the
Institute’s celebration which is bringing top scientific, engineering,
industlial political, and literary figures to the Tech campus during the

75th year.

In addition to his position as Chief Justice, Warren is chancellor
of the board of regents for the Smithsonian Institution; chairman
of the board of trustees for the National Art Gallery; and member of
the board of trustees, National Geographic Society; Ame}ican Philo-
sophical Society; and the American Academy of Arts and Sciences. He
holds honorary law degrees from the University of California and
other universities and colleges.

Programs scheduled to round out the 75th celebration include a
seminar on “The Consequences on Technological Change” for April
22 and 23: the 50th Anniversary Celebration on Co-operative Educa-
tion at Tech for April 5; “The International Symposium on Reactor
Technology” in May; the 75th Anniversary Commencement program
in June which will feature one of the country’s leading scientific
figures as the speaker; the 75th Anniversary Day celebration on
October 7, which will bimg a top political figure and a top educator
to the campus: a special Sports Writers’ Forum in November; and
the 10th Anniversary of the Price Gilbert Memorial Library during

the same month.
Each of these programs is being produced by a separate faculty

committee responsible for arranging for the speakers and participants.

The entire 75th celebration is coordinated by another committee.

Warren, who was named Chief Justice in 1953, is a native of
California and has served that state as attorney general and later as
governor. Born in Los Angeles in 1891, he attended public schools in
Bakersfield and received his law deoree from the University of
California. He was admitted to the California Bar in 1914.

The Chief Justice left his private law practice and enlisted as a
private in the U.S. Army in 1917. He was later discharged as a first
lieutenant, and with his military career ended, Warren became clerk
of the assembly judiciary committee of the California Legislature. He
served as deputy city attorney for Oakland and later .as.district. at-
torney for Alameda County just prior to takmo' the post of attorney
genelal of California. He occupied the governor’s mansion from 1943
to 195:

Wanen was most active in the Republican National Party, serving
as delgate to the Republican National Convention in 1932; chairman
of the Republican State Central Committee, 1934 to 1936; Republican
National Committeeman from California and member, Natlonal Exec-
utive Committee, 1936 to 1938; and was temporary chairman and
keynote speaker for the Republican National Convention in 1944, In
1948 he won the Republican nomination for Vice President of the
Umted States.
