Set Of Rules Will Be Submitted 
This Week

General dissatisfaction with the 
present Interfraternity Council rush­
ing rules was expressed by the chap­
ters of fraternities represented on 
the Georgia Tech campus in answer­
ing a questionnaire sent around by 
the rushing rules committee of the 
Council. 

The questionnaires sought to ob­
tain the opinions of the chapters on 
five specific questions and two gen­
eral questions. The questions asked, 
with a summary of the answers, fol­
lows: 

" (1 ) Do you approve of prep school 
pledging?" Five fraternities ex­
pressed themselves in favor of pledg­
ing high school students, while four­
teen chapters voted against it. 

" (2 ) If a man pledges to a certain 
fraternity at Tech, and it was known 
that he was pledged to another chap­
ter of the same fraternity while in 
prep school, would you favor a pen­
alty on that man in the form of de­
ferred initiation?"' Ten chapters 
voted in favor of a penalty, eight 
voted against it, while one did not 
give an answer. 

" (3 ) Can you, and are you willing 
to, control your alumni to the ex­
tent of forcing them to conform with 
the Tech rushing rules while they 
are rushing for your chapter?" Fif­
teen fraternities expressed their wil­
lingness to control their alumni, 
three said that they could not or 
would not control their alumni, while 
one chapter did not answer. 

" (4 ) Are you in favor of a period 
immediately following the opening of 
college in the fall during which no 
rushing would be done, the rushing 
and bidding to follow immediately 
after the close of this hold-off pe­
riod?" The chapters voted fourteen

Dress uniforms of blue have ar­
rived and have been fitted- to the 
members of the Tech Naval R. 0 . T. 
C. The first dress parade was held 
Thursday, December the 2nd, when 
Dr. M. L. Brittain, president of Tech, 
and Commander J. J. London, com­
mandant, inspected the unit. 

Each of the sixty freshmen in the 
naval unit has been issued a com­
plete dress uniform, similar to those 
of the Naval Academy at Annapolis, 
except for the R. 0 . T. C. insignia on 
sleeve and cap. In addition to the 
dress uniforms of blue, drill uniforms 
of white will be issued. The cost of 
uniforms is borne by the govern­
ment. 

Three whaleboats have been ship­
ped from Charleston for the use of 
the naval unit. Upon arrival, these 
boats will be launched on Lake 
Claramere, the great body of water 
in Piedmont Park. Boat drill will 
start with the arrival of this equip­
ment. Already some supplies have 
arrived and the rest are expected 
momentarily. 

The unit at Tech numbers sixty ca­
dets and has a detail of two commis­
sioned officers and three chief petty 
officers assigned. The maximum en­
rollment being limited to two hun­
dred cadets, only sixty of the fresh­
men class could be taken in this year 
in order to provide for a four-year 
course with provisions for additional 
freshmen each year. 

The Atlanta Biltmore will be the 
scene of unusual fraternal activities 
right after the holidays when the 
1926 National Convention of the Pi 
Kappa Alpha Fraternity swings into 
action on Dec. 28 to 30. 

The Georgia Tech chapter, Alpha 
Delta; the Emory chapter, Beta Kap­
pa, and the Atlanta alumni chapter, 
Alpha Gamma, will be the official 
hosts of the convention, and at this 
time have practically concluded all 
arrangements for the entertaining of 
the seven hundred or more Pi K. A.'s 
that are expected to be present. 

The Atlanta Biltmore will be the 
Convention headquarters and all 
business meetings will be held there. 
The program of entertainment for 
the guests will include a smoker 
Tuesday night for the men and a 
theatre party for the ladies; the Pi 
Kappa Alpha Convention Ball at the 
Piedmont Driving Club Wednesday 
night; the Convention Banquet at the 
Biltmore Thursday night; a trip to 
Stone Mountain and the Cyclorama 
Friday morning; a tea dance at the 
Biltmore Friday afternoon.

Honor System Discussed From 
All Angles 

Sam Murray, by virtue of his posi­
tion as President of the Student 
Council of Georgia Tech, represented 
this institution at the second annual 
congress of the National Student 
Federation of America, which was 
held on Dec. 2 to 4th, inclusive, at 
Ann Arbor, Michigan. Tech's rep­
resentative has returned and reports 
a very successful meeting. His re­
port follows: 

Honor System Discussion Group. 
The Honor System Discussion 

Group consisted of about thirty stu­
dents and two professors. Charles 
Gleaves was the leader of this group, 
and proved to be a very capable man, 
being from the University of Vir­
ginia, where the system is reputed to 
be practically perfect. 

At the beginning of the discussion, 
the group was divided into three 
parts, viz., those representatives 
whose schools had the Honor System 
working practically perfectly, those 
who had the Honor System, but were 
not wholly satisfied with its work­
ings, and those who did not have the 
Honor System at all. Four schools 
were put in the first division, about 
twenty-one in the second, and five 
in the last named. 

It was generally agreed that in or­
der to have an efficient Honor Sys­
tem, at the least, the following 
points must be seriously considered. 

I. Students must be trusted im­
plicitly. 

a. Distrust and spying decidedly 
detrimental. 

II. Only matters of honor should 
be concerned. 

a. Drinking, smoking, keeping 
lights burning, etc., often erroneous­
ly included in Honor Systems. 

III. No degrees should be tolerated.

Verith In Verse 
Bill Scherffius

Last Tuesday night Rosita Renard 
and Hugh Hodgson gave a two-piano 
concert at Wesley Memorial Church. 
For some unknown reason the church 
was artistically decorated in twisted 
garlands of white and yellow crepe 
paper, which made the whole affair 
seem very much more absurd than it 
would have been without the deco­
rations. The first number, some va­
riations of a Beethoven theme by 
Saint-Saens was very nice. Next 
there was an interlude of German 
songs, sung by Mrs. Hodgson, which 
included Bach's Der Streit zwischen 
Phoebus und Pan, Schumann's charm­
ing Der Nussbaum and Grieg's Ein 
Schwan. Mrs. Hodgson's singing 
seemed to fit in perfectly with the 
festoons of fringed crepe paper. The 
pianists also played Arensky's Suite 
Opus 15, a piece modestly called 
Celebre Menuet and Saint-Saens' 
sombre Danse Macabre which sound­
ed particularly ghastly on two pianos. 
For an encore they played something 
which occasionally sounded like Dixie 
and which might have been. Miss 
Renard seemed to be tremendously 
bored either because of the contrast 
to the smiling Mr. Hodgson or the 
contrast of her almond green dress to 
the wealth of white and yellow twist­
ed paper but never-the-less Miss Ren­
ard was delightfully bored. 

Ninth Avenue by Maxwell Boben-
heim is a Manhattan Transfer story 
written in Zane Grey prose. The ef­
fect is very much like eating fried 
oysters overwhelmed with maple sy­
rup. On page 10 we read, "She was 
fairly tall, with most of the weight 
of her body centered below her waist 
. . . Something of a child and an ama-
zon met in her body." On page 15 
we read, "Physically, she was a girl 
of eighteen years, with her body in 
that fetching state of transition be­
tween budding and maturity; ment­
ally, she was twelve years old; and 
emotionally, she was a woman of 
fifty." On page 27 we read "She met 
him that night on the corner of 
Broadway and Forty-second Street, 
where the theater lights clustered 
like bits of a soul burning in oil, . . ."

One of the students 
has placed a box containing a selec­
tion of candy in a prominent place 
on the campus, with a printed invita­
tion to help yourself and leave the 
money in the box. So far, it has 
worked perfectly, and there is every 
indication that it will continue to do 
so. Tech students are just as hon­
est and as honorable aa the students 
of any institution.
