Industrial Spectrum . .

A week ago Wednesday, Mr.
Andrew Schultz, Jr., head of the
Department of Industrial and
Engineering Administration at
Cornell, speaking to senior IE’s
in their weekly seminar, gave as
straightforward and thought-pro-
voking an address on job selection
as I've heard. His remarks are
applicable to any Tech graduate
pondering what Mr. Schultz
called “the second most important
decision of your life.”

Mr. Schultz directed his pri-
mary remarks to those students
about to enter industrial employ-
ment. He defined what he termed
“the industrial spectrum,” the
segments of which range from
pure research activity, demanding
the most specialized personnel,
through development, teaching,
design, technical staff work, and
technical operations (the most
common area for beginning engi-
neers), to technical sales and
marketing—the opposite end of
the spectrum, requiring different
personnel qualifications,

Understand It

Most of the confusion felt by a
job-seeking technical graduate,
stated Mr. Schultz, stems from a
misunderstanding of the varying
types of mental demands, job
environments, and human rela-
tions problems within each of the
segments of the spectrum.

“You must endure the stinking
problem of thinking about and
understanding the job areas
available in order to really know
what YOU want and will strive
for,” he emphasized. “About a
third of you will take the chicken
way out, however, and will let
outside pressures make this all-
important decision for you.”

These “outside pressures” can
include high starting salary (one
of the worst single parameters
for job selection, and yet prob-
ably the most-widely used), fancy
titles, glamorous job environment,
fast-talking interviewers, or sim-
ply the pressure of an impending
decision deadline which seems to
say “Go ahead! There’s no time
to stop and think!”

As Mr. Schultz forcefully
pointed out, we’d better make
time to think. According to him,
a third of us won’t, and will some-
day, with 20-20 hindsight, real-
ize our mistake.

Tonight and tomorrow night at
8:30 PM in the Crenshaw Field-
house DramaTech will present
Reginald Rose’s prize-winning
play, “12 Angry Men.” Original-
ly the play was written for tele-
vision but later it was adapted
for the legitimate theater and the
screen. As a reward for his out-
standing achievement Rose was
presented the Society of Tele-
vision Arts and Sciences’ Emmy
Award for the “best dramatic
writing.” :

“12 Angry Men” concerns it-
self with a jury that is involved
in deciding the fate of an ac-
cused murderer. The play is not
about a trial as such. Emphasis
is placed predominately on the
interactions of twelve jurors
each of whom brings into the
jury room with him a person-
ality different from any other.
“12 Angry Men” points out
how difficult problem solving
is when a group is involved.
The difficulty arises from the
different backgrounds, educa-
tion, interests, and prejudices
of the group’s members.

“It might be interesting to note
that the cast will include people
from Greece, Lebanon, Mexico,
and Panama,” said Mrs. Mary
Nell Santacroce, member of the
English Department faculty and
Director of Drama at Tech.
“These foreign students bring to
the stage what the jurors bring
to the jury room—differences.”

The play, which -is under two
hours long, will be performed
with the audience sitting on all
four sides of the stage. Therefore,
no seat will be more than twelve
rows from the action.

Tickets can be purchased in ad-
vance at the College Inn or at the
door on the night of the perform-
ance for $1.00 each. The play will
be presented again mnext week-
end.

Hill Releases Fall Grades;
Warning Hits 550 Frosh

The Committee on Standing announced that at the en_d
of the Fall Quarter, 1250 students were placed on academic
warning, 465 on probation, and 171 students were dropped

from school.

Of interest is the fact that the
1250 students placed on warning
included 30 per cent of the fresh-
man class, nearly 550 men. For
comparison, Fall Quarter of last
year saw 37 per cent of the fresh-
man class placed on warning.

The distribution of the overall
scholastic averages of undergrad-
uate students enrolled during fall
quarter shows that 48 per cent
of the freshmen have a 2.0 or bet-
ter, 62.1 per cent of the sopho-
mores have this mark, 72.4 per
cent of the juniors, and 84.4 per
cent of the seniors.

The break-off level for students
in the upper half of their class is
2.0 for freshmen, 2.1 for sopho-
mores, 2.2 and 2.3 for juniors
and seniors respectively.

To be in the upper third of his
class, a student must have a 2.3
if he’s a freshman, 2.4 if a sopho-
more, and 2.5 if a junior or senior.

The statistics also reveal that
for students to be in the upper
10 per cent of their class they

must have a 3.0 overall regardless
of their class standing.

For Fall Quarter the largest
school was Electrical Engineering
with 1180 students, followed by
the Industrial Management
School with an enrollment of 836.

The trip will commence on June
27 from New York, after a 5 day
orientation period. The delegation
will cross the Atlantic by ship,
during which time an extensive
course in Russian customs and
social modes will be given.

world domination.”
