The March meeting of the Georgia 
Section of the American Chemical So­
ciety will be held Friday evening, 
March 19th in the M. L. Brittain Din­
ing Hall. Previous to the meeting, an 
informal dinner will be held by the 
Section members and their guests in 
the dining hall at 7:00 o'clock, in 
honor of Professor Matthews, the 
speaker. At 8:00 o'clock Professor J. 
H. Mathews, head of the Chemistry 
Department at the University of Wis­
consin, will address the Section on the 
topic, "The Use of Scientific Methods 
in the Identification of the Criminal." 

Professor Mathews is one of the few 
scientists of the United States to take 
up crime detection from a scientific 
point of view, and he has been instru­
mental in solving a number of mur­
der mysteries which otherwise would 
have remained unsolved. His work is 
unique in a number of ways as he has 
applied scientific methods which have 
hitherto not been used in crime de­
tection and has devised new appara­
tus for the purpose. His work has at­
tracted much attention and has been 
written up in several metropolitan 
newspapers and magazines as fea­
ture articles. He has given lectures 
on crime detection to various police 
schools throughout the country. 

In his talk Dr. Mathews will show, 
with the aid of lantern slides, how 
certain murder mysteries have been 
solved and the identity of the crim­
inal established. These true detective 
stories will be found to be more in­
teresting than the fanciful tales of 
story writers, most of whom are ig­
norant of real scientific methods.

Leo L. Rockwell, director of the school 
of languages and literature at Colgate 
University, will explain that it's the 
language's fault and not the student's: 

"English has at least four things 
the matter with it: First, it is used 
every day. No one expects students of 
algebra to go out and do their prob­
lems on the sidewalks, but English stu­
dents are barely out of the classroom 
before they show what they haven't 
learned. 

"English as a language is one of the 
most treacherous of our social tools. 
Words change their meaning almost 
every time they are used. 

"Students have to waste endless 
time learning the worst system of 
spelling in the western world, so they 
haven't much time left for really im­
portant things. 

"Too many people know too much 
about English and what they know is 
wrong."

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Peace Strike! 
t N APRIL 22 a peace strike will be called on the 

campus of every school cooperating with the 
United Student Peace Committee. At that time, it is 
hoped by members of this organization, all students and 
faculty members in every college and university in the 
country will assemble from 11 A. M. until noon, during 
which time demonstrations will be staged in protest of 
the folly of war. 

In addition to the strike, that day will be observed 
as a "fast" day for those students who are anxious to 
show their sincerity in the cause. The money obtained 
from this fasting from one meal (or the entire day for 
the more earnest) will be used in furthering the pro­
grams of the USPC. 

A bulletin from the USPC, urging the strike, stress­
es five points for consideration: 

(1) Demand that colleges and universities be de­
militarized ; 

(2) Oppose the billion dollar war budget; 
(3) Recognize the validity of the Oxford Pledge in 

light of the American war preparations; 
(4) Defend civil rights and academic freedom; 
(5) Resolve to keep America out of war. 
Neither American peace nor world peace can ever 

come from such protests. As one college president has 
so aptly put it, students might as well strike for better 
weather. So long as misunderstandings which arise 
between countries are not settled with justice to all con­
cerned, so long as individual nations refuse to respect 
the rights of other nations, and so long as mule-headed 
governments stand fast in their resolution not to com­
promise, wars are inevitable. Until the time when all 
the individuals making up a nation lose their grasping 
instincts, their sense of "my country—right or wrong," 
and develop a spirit of justice, friendliness, and help­
fulness—forgetting all that has transpired in the past— 
we can never hope for universal peace. 

And until that time, demilitarizing colleges, voting 
down war budgets, and defending civil rights (to stage 
huge strike demonstrations) are about as effective as a 
Republican campaign in Georgia. 

There is no doubt that the motives and the ideals 
of the peace campaigners are entirely commendable. 
And education of college students is the most effective 
means of reaching those who in a few years will control 
the destinies of the world. Earnest, intelligent instruc­
tion in the ways of promoting goodwill and preventing 
international crises is a thousand times more effective 
than fly-by-night demonstrations. 

But "peace at any price," at the present, is a bunch 
of sentimental hokum. Should a nation disarm itself 
in the world today, it would be swamped immediately 
by hosts of grasping opponents. Universal goodwill 
must be present before it is safe to do away with the 
expensive defense equipment. 

Quoting from Dr. John Tildsley, Assistant Superin­
tendent of New York city schools— 

"I am not for peace at any price as between nations 
or as between society and the humans who are hostile 
to it. I believe there have been times and that there 
will be times again when the existence of a nation can 
be maintained only by armed resistance, but I also be­
lieve that such times must become ever rarer if the race 
is to survive. 

"I would not make a pacifist, in the extreme sense, 
of the youth in the school. I would not have him sub­
scribe to the Oxford oath or even have him believe with 
some of my Quaker friends, whom I so greatly respect, 
that there can be no possible circumstances which will 
justify armed resistance." 

Here we are again this week with advice to our fellow stu­
dents which we consider to be both pertinent and timely. Here 
at Tech we have employment departments to get our seniors 
good positions with the large corporations, but we are doing 
nothing to insure a happy domestic future for our men. With 
this in mind, Socially is attempting this important and difficult 
task. The cooperation and sympathy of the entire student body 
is earnestly solicited for this humanitarian task.
