Transportation for the high
school students is to be furnished
by the local chapter of the Georgia
Society of Professional Engineers.
Selection of the students at least
two from each district, is being
left up to the chapter.

This will mark the first year
such a gesture has been made in
connection with Engineers’ Week,
which is staged to promote publie
interest, especially among pros-
pective students, in engineering.
Fred Sebastian, Jr., M.E., repre-
sentative of Pi Tau Sigma on St.
Patrick’s Council, is directing the
visitation program. Each visiting
student is to receive an engarved
certificate as a memento of his
trip to Tech.

Program Outlined

The students will arrive Thur-
day and, after an orientation per-
iod will tour the Hall of Engi-
neering exhibits set up in Cren-
shaw Field House. They will be
guests at “Stunt Night” activities
staged by Georgia Tech social fra-
ternities Thursday night in the
gymnasium. A movie is to climax
their evening.

Friday the students will attend
regular Tech classes with members
of St. Patrick’s Council as escorts,
in the departments of their choice.
Friday night they will watch the
“T-Day” inter-squad football game
at Grant Field which marks the
end of spring practice for the
Ramblin’ Recks. Saturday morn-
ing the youthful visitors will be
free to do whatever sightseeing
and shopping they wish in At-
lanta. A banquet is planned for
them early Saturday afternoon in
the “T” room of the dining hall.

Plans for the annual exposition
shifted into high gear this week.
Exhibits have been in varying
stages of preparation in the var-
ious departments of the school.
Each department sponsoring an
exhibit will be competing for the
cup that has been won for the
past two years by the M.E. de-
partment for “Best Exhibit.” The
M.E.s are gunning for the third
win in a row that will assure them
permanent possession of the tro-
phy.

Opening Thursday

The general exposition program,
open to the public and students,
will get underway with opening
of the Hall of Engineering near
midday Thursday, April 24. Fra-
ternity high jinks are billed that
night in the ‘“Stunt Night” pro-
gram at the gym. Friday the Hall
of Engineering will be open
throughout the day, and at 8 p.m.
the Georgia Tech football squad
will rumble into action against it-
self, “T” game tickets will retail
for what the sponsors term a nom-
inal sum.

The Hall of Engineering will be
open until noon Saturday. A post-
exposition concert by the Geor-
gia Tech Glee Club is to be given
Sunday afternoon in the gym-
nasium,
