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Students Told What 
To Expect In Army 

Each Inductee Is Given General 
Test While At Reception Center 

At the suggestion of the Personnel Office, THE TECHNIQUE 
is printing the following article giving facts about what a Georgia 
Tech student may expect in the Army. This material was re­
leased by the American Council on Education, an official source 
of war service opportunities for college students. 

Induction Station 

I Cruise Probable f 
"Al l appearances seem to point to 

a cruise in June, although we have no 
definite orders from the Commandant 
yet," said Lieutenant Commander Roy 
Mundorff, of the Tech Navy Unit, in 
a statement Wednesday. 

Mr. Mundorff emphasized the fact 
that there would be a month's inter­
lude between the end of the present 
semester and July 1, when the new se­
mester begins. He also declared the 
unit had reveived word that there 
would be cruises, although there was 
no information as to when they would 
be. 

855 Men Will 
Make Up ASTP 

Before the registrant or recruit is 
accepted by the Army, he is examined 
by a board of psychological and medi­
cal specialists. This board is respon­
sible for identifying any who are not 
fit for military service. If any dis­
qualifying disability is found, the man 
is sent home. Those men who are 
accepted are given a short furlough, 
to wind up their personal affairs be­
fore reporting to the Reception Cen­
ter. This is done so that no one will 
complete arrangements for leaving un­
til he has definite knowledge that he 
has been accepted by the Army. 

Rception Center 
A t the thirty-six Reception Centers, 

newly inducted men are quartered for 
a few days while they are outfitted 
with uniforms and other clothing, in­
oculated, given their first instruction 
in A r m y regulations, sanitation, and 
the Articles of War, and given tests 
and interviewed in order to determine 
their qualifications. 

Each man is given the General Clas­
sification Test, which is a measure to 
provide an index of a person's ability 
to learn, to think quickly and accu­
rately, to analyze a situation, and to 
fol low directions. It consists of three 
sections: vocabulary, arithmetic prob­
lems, and spatial relations. (This last 
named section consists of pictures of 
blocks, and the object is to judge the 
number of blocks in each picture) . 
There is a time limit on the test so it 
is advisable not to spend too much 
time on any item which proves diffi­
cult. A good score will not only help 
in a man's original clasification, but 
will also be an important determinant 
fo r selection to the A r m y Specialized 
Training Program. College men 
should be able to score in the top 30% 
of the population, which is high enough 
to qualify for specialist ratings and 
the A r m y Specialized Training Pro­
gram. In addition the General Classi-

Advanced ROTC 
Is Being Inducted

be men who have just finished basic 
training and who are .reporting as 
privates to be trained at Georgia Tech. 
The rest will be advanced ROTC 
( E R C ) students who wil be inducted 
begining March 12 and ending March 
16. A certain number will be inducted 
on each of these days. Those privates 
just entering here will start coming 
in on the 12th and will all be here by 
Sunday, March 14th.

Non-ERC Can Qualify 
For Navy V-12 Program 

All Georgia Tech students who are not members of the Enlisted 
Reserve Corps, V- l , V-5, or V-7, are eligible to take a qualifying 
test for entrance to the Navy V-12 Program, on April 2, Georgia 
Tech Auditorium, between the hours of 9 and 11 a. m. 

The Navy V-12 Program is the name of the Navy College Pro­
gram which will ge t started at Geor­
gia Tech and other schools about July 
1, 1943. 

A g e Limit Is 19 
To be eligible to take this examina­

tion and for final selection, a student 
must be at present 17 and not 20 by 
July 1, 1943; be a citizen; be morally 
and physically qualified, with visual 
ability uncorrected of at least 18/20 
for each eye; be unmarried and agree 
to remain unmarried until commis­
sioned; have potential officer qualities 
including appearance and scholarship. 

Exam Given April 2 
This qualification examination will 

be given in colleges and all accredited 
hjgh schools on April 2, 1943. A stu­
dent who is successful in passing the 
test will be further approved by the 
Naval Officer Procurement Office in 

Atlanta. All approved students will 
be placed on active duty with the 
Navy College Training Program at 
Georgia Tech or other selected schools. 

Apply Before March 31 
All Georgia Tech students who are 

eligible and interested in taking this 
examination will go to the personnel 
office, sign their names, and fill out 
the required application papers before 
March 31. 

Walker Will Run Exam 
The qualifying examination at Geor­

gia Tech will be under the supervision 
of Dr. A . J. Walker, in the Georgia 
Tech Auditorium, between the hours 
of 9 and 11 a. m., on Friday, April 2, 
1943. Absences from classes, from 
8:30 to 11:30, will be removed.

One hundred Seniors from the 
Coast Artillery and Infantry ROTC 
Units left this morning at seven 
o'clock for Fort McPherson. The 
remaining men to be called will leave 
early Saturday morning. Those who 
were inducted this morning are ex­
pected to return Sunday night while 
those leaving tomorrow morning 
should be back Monday afternoon. 

Further explaining the new pro­
gram, Captain Alford stated that Col­
onel Collins will be both Professor of 
Military Science and Tactics and Com­
mandant of Cadets. Lt. Colonel Day 
will be Executive Officer and Battal­
ion Commander of the third battalion, 
which will be made up of A S T P stu­
dents. The list of all advanced ROTC 
( E R C ) students who will begin induc­
tion on March 12 has been sent to the 
Fourth Service Command Headquar­
ters. 

500 Will Start 
Classes Monday 
"The contract has been signed 

and the boys are due to start 
classes Monday, March 15" was 
about all that Dr. Brittain could 
definitely say about the coming 
of the 500 army boys who are to take 
specialists' courses at Tech. Accord­
ing to the contract accepted by the 
school and army officials, the govern­
ment will pay for the tuition and 
fees of the students much as a father 
would pay for the education of his son. 
The boys should begin arriving by the 
end of this week. 

Some Schedule Changes 
Dr. Brittain also stated that it 

would probably be necessary to make 
some schedule adjustments in the 
departments which are to instruct the 
new army boys. This will be accom­
plished quickly and with a minimum 
loss to the student, however. 

500 More Soon 
The plans which the government 

has offered the school for the future 
provides for an additional 500 army 
students and 954 navy specialists by 
the first of the summer. The addi­
tional army students will probably 
begin classes in the next few weeks, 
"but I hope not before we catch our 
breath from assimilating the first 
group," Dr. Brittain added. Sometime

The five hundred A.S.T.P. trainees 
expected to start training here Mon­
day will be formed into a Third Bat­
talion, under the supervision of Geor­
gia Tech cadet officers. These cadets, 
drawn from the coast artillery, in­
fantry, and signal corps, will act as 
commissioned officers until the regu­
lar officer personnel arrives.

Council Passes

A plan whereby any student 
may run for class offices provid­
ed he is backed by twenty-five 
students was passed at the meet­
ing of the student council Wed­
nesday night. By the motion, formu­
lated by Kirk Nesbit, it is hoped that 
men who are not backed by a party 
may have a chance for the class offi­
cer positions. 

All Interested Can Register 
This motion will affect the election 

March 22, and if it proves popular with 
the students, it will probably be made 
a permanent by-law of the council. In 
order to allow all boys who are in­
terested to register, the time of vot­
ing will be changed from the fifth and 
sixth weeks to the seventh and eighth 
weeks after the beginning of the se­
mester. 

Blanks may be obtained from the 
" Y " for the nomination of the inde­
pendent men and will ask for such in­
formation as name of candidate, twen­
ty-five students who will back the can­
didate, student activities and the home 
town address of the candidate. These 
applications must be returned by 6:00 
p. m. Tuesday night, March 16, at the 
" Y " office. 

Minimum Ballyhoo 
The president of the council will 

serve as a nominating board to col­
lect all entries and submit them to the 
editor of the TECHNIQUE for pub­
lishing on the following Friday. 

The party candidates have agreed 
to use a minimum amount of publicity 
in ballyhooing the election, and it has 
been suggested that the non-party 
men do the same. 
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Special Certificates 
Suggested for ROTC 
Men On Active Duty 

All seniors who are in advanced military 
ROTC are shortly going on active duty. They 
are scheduled, according to present plans, to 
remain in school until the end of the current 
semester, and then to go to Officer's Candidate 
School. 

For three and a haif school years (or more!) 
these boys have worked towards the day when 
they would receive their diplomas. It was a long 
hard path full of pitfalls, stumbling blocks, and 
disappointments. Now when they are just a 
few months from the day when they would 
have completed another important step on the 
stairs of life- they are being called on to fulfill 
a greater duty- to work for a more important 
cause. 

Some of these boys will give their lives, and 
others will not see their way clear to return to 
school when their job is done. 

It seems only right that these seniors who 
are leaving soon should receive some sort of a 
material reward. If the school does not believe 
it would be justified in giving these boys regu­
lar diplomas, some sort of a special certificate 
would be in order. I am told that the latter 
was the custom during the last war. 

It is fitting and proper that the school make 
this small atonement for the things that the 
future soldiers are forsaking, so let's not forget 
it in the furor caused by the reallocation of 
Tech's efforts to better serve our country.

Soldiers Overseas Will Bring 
Home Colorful Words, Phrases 

Released by A. C. P. 
America will have many new words and phrases added to the 

language when the boys come marching home again from the far 
corners of the world. And the English language will be enriched 
by them, in the opinion of Prof. Walter K. Smart of the Medill 
school of journalism at Northwestern University. 

"Contacts with other -races and oth­
er peoples invariably bring in addi­
tions to the language," Prof. Smart 
said. "Wars and invasions through 
the ages have added many new word 
forms while mariners and settlers have 
been responsible for still others. 

"From the Indians we got such words 
as moose, hickory, hominy, skunk, per­
simmon, toboggan, moccasin, wigwam, 
and squaw. During and after the 
Mexican war when the southwest was 
opened to American settlers we ac­
quired a number of words from the 
Spanish including, adobe, burro, can­
yon, corral, coyote, sombrero, mus­
tang, and lasso." 

With soldiers in every part of the 
world, the words that they will bring 
home will be as varied as the battle­
fields on which the fighting is taking 
place, Prof. Smart said. The war has 
already produced a number of words 
and phrases that seem destined to at­

tain a place in the language. 
He referred specifically to "Quis­

l ing" when used to designate a person 
who betrays his own people. Other 
words which have sprung from war or 
related activities are: "Commando," 
"blitz," "fifth column," " fox hole," 
" jeep," "ersatz," "spearhead," "grem­
lin," "black-out," "paratroops," and 
"ceiling." The latter has acquired a 
new meaning when referring to "top 
limit." 

Many words which became popular 
during the first World war are still in 
use 25 years later, he said. Not only 
did the doughboys of 1918 learn to 
sing "Mademoiselle from Armentieres" 
and "Madelon," but. they also picked 
up a number of French words that 
still live. Among these are "beau-
coup," "parlez vouz," and "tout de 
suite," the latter being popularized by 
the Americans as "toot sweet." 

Tech Opens Door for 
U. 5. Soldier Students 

To the five hundred soldier students of the 
United States army entering Tech this week 
goes a hearty welcome from the TECHNIQUE 
on behalf of the entire student body. 

There will be a period of time in the next few 
weeks during whicji the soldiers will need to be 
aided by the students of the school. The army 
boys will need to be orientated to the class 
rooms, the administrative offices of the school, 
and be shown the closest places of amusement 
for off hours. The student body is quick to offer 
this, and any other possible service, to the army. 

The cooperative plan which has been ac­
cepted by the school and army officials provides 
for the students sharing of the school's facilities 
with the soldiers. Only if every student and 
soldier enters into the spirit for which the plan 
was formulated will this program work suc­
cessfully. One does not have to study the situ­
ation very carefully to understand that the sol­
diers in the army and the students of Georgia 
Tech are working toward the same goal. 

The army and the school should both lend a 
helping hand to the other whenever the oc­
casion arises, and both should always respect 
the rights and privileges of the other in their 
daily contact. Since the purposes of all who re­
main at Tech during these upset times run on 
such parallel lines, there is every opportunity 
for the army and school personnel to contribute 
to the success of each other.

Nothing as yet is definite as to the future of 
the Georgia Tech student body and any rumors 
that infiltrate the air are Hitler's weapon 
against disgruntled college men. 

Stop all rumors! They do no good and cause 
panic. Tech can do its share in this war by tend­
ing to such trivial matters as that. 

The Army evidently doesn't want untrained 
engineers. The draft boards take only a small 
percentage of students who are attending a 
first-class engineering school, and Tech defi­
nitely falls in that category. 

The Army officials and the head of the War 
Manpower Commission are pleading with the 
students to stay in school and study. Tech can 
benefit its country as well as itself by carrying 
out its orders. —H.D.T. 

Studen ts Must A ccept 
Changes Like Men 

Tech will assume a real war-time atmosphere 
Monday morning when the 500 A.S.T.P. trainees 
begin their technical courses here. These men, 
all in American Army khaki, are just the first 
corps of soldiers that will get invaluable engi­
neering training in the classes and labs former­
ly reserved for civilian students. 

With these classes and labs already crowded, 
and the faculty riddled by the services, Tech's 
present student enrollment will face many in­
conveniences and hardships. Classes will be 
larger, the soldier students will get first call on 
lab space, and some of the present schedules 
will probably have to be rearranged. 

This will probably cause some students and 
professors to miss their lunches by having noon 
classes, but before any of us grumble about 
trivialities too much, it would be well to stop a 
moment and consider that this is war. Georgia 
Tech has given priceless training to defense 
workers for over two years, and will now under­
take to give the army some of the specialists it 
so sorely needs. 

The soldier should and will come first, de­
spite the fact that this institution has been al­
most entirely civilian in the past. The army 
and navy will get first call on the school's ac­
commodations next semester' with civilians 
making up the slack.
