If someone took the extended in-
strumental jam session that makes up
the second half of the Rolling Stones’
“Can’t You Hear Me Knocking” and
turned it into a band, what he would
end up with would probably look and
sound quite similar to the group Too
Many Zooz.

The band, which started out as a
collection of three busking musicians
and came into its own after going viral
on Youtube, is best known for playing
backup for Beyoncé at the CMA awards
in 2016. Now looking to achieve suc-
cess on its own, the trio has released a
handful of EPs and one LP titled “Sub-
way Gawdz.”

Too Many Zooz’s songs are mostly
high-energy jams which fuse elements
of jazz and hip-hop to form interest-
ing rhythms and beats, much like the
end of the aforementioned Stones song.
The group’s tour in support of “Subway
Gawdz” brought them to West Mid-
town’s Terminal West last Friday, where
they played a show that was perhaps
more exhausting than entertaining.

Local electronic musician Double
Nil opened for the Zooz, providing
the audience members with fairly basic
house music while they waited for the
main act to arrive.

The artist, who essentially makes the
rounds of local small venues and plays
before bands that are too small to bring
their own opening acts, claims on his
Facebook page to have found a unique
way to make audiences dance with “a
little help from technology,” but Dou-
ble Nil is really just a glorified club
musician. Still, his beats did their job,
keeping the early arrivals entertained
until it was time for the real concert
to begin.

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.
is revered publicly, both as a hero
and as an honored part of Ameri-
can history.

Government  officials  show
their support for the late rever-
end by honoring the holiday in
his name, attending service at his
church and giving speeches de-
claring their support for the ac-
tions he took and the strides he
made towards reducing inequality
in the United States. Just last year,

the city of Atlanta erected a statue
in his honor at the state capitol
at the order of Georgia Governor
Nathan Deal.

King, in his famous “Letter
from a Birmingham Jail,” made
several points about the state of
inequality during his time and
the injustices that he faced while
trying to correct those wrongs.
King said that, “we who engage
in nonviolent direct action are not
the creators of tension. We merely
bring to the surface the hidden
tension that is already alive.”

In his weekly address on Jan.
15, President Donald Trump

said that “Dr. King’s dream is
our dream.

“It is the American dream. It is
the promise stitched into the fab-
ric of our nation, etched into the
hearts of our people and written
into the soul of humankind.”

He also claimed to be “the least
racist person you have ever inter-
viewed” while taking questions
from reporters about his remarks
during the bipartisan immigra-
tion reform meeting.

Despite these pleasant words,
President Trump has shown that
the words and ideals of King
