Several New Buildings 
Rise on Tech Campus 

Drill Field Is Overhauled 
To Provide Parking Area

During the last few years a number of new buildings have been 

built on the Georgia Tech campus and numerous plans made for others. 
Lately, a number of these plans have been carried out, and new struc­
tures are sprouting everywhere. 

Roy M. Mundorff was born on 
February 20, 1902 at Gettysburg, 
Pennsylvania. He studied at Penn­
sylvania College and then entered 
the University of Pennsylvania. 
During his college years he played 
basketball, football, and baseball. 
He graduated from the University 
of Pennsylvania in 1921 and came 
to Georgia Tech in 1922 as a math 
instructor and freshman basketball 
coach. At that time Grant Field 
had 5,400 seats, the part that is 
now known as the West Stands. 

Athletic Director Coach Alex­
ander liked him and picked Rim up, 
and from then on Coach Mundorff 
worked with Alexander till the 
latter died twenty-eight years 
later. A t that time the Athletic 
office was a room in he YMCA 
building.. In 1924 Mundorff became 
varsity basketball coach, assistant 
football coach and freshman base­
ball coach. He stayed as basketball 
coach until 1942. During that time 
his teams did remarkably well, 
considering the fact that Georgia 
Tech did not start giving out bas­
ketball scholarships until 1946. In 
1938 the Jackets won the South­
eastern Conference championship. 
In 1933 Coach Mundorff was named 
president of the American Bas­
ketball Coaches Association and 
is still active in that organization. 

In 1926 the East and South 
stands were added and the Ath­
letic offices were moved to the 
place that is now occupied by the 
dining hall in the East stands. 
During this time Coach Mundorff 
also taught mathmatics under Dr. 
D. M. Smith. 

Being in the Naval Reserve in 
1940 he was called to active duty 
in the office of procurement and 
was stationed in Atlanta, at the 
same time doing some traveling. 
On December, 1, 1941 he was ap­

pointed as a Naval ROTC instruc­
tor here at Georgia Tech, all this 
time he was still continuing his 
coaching. After setting up the 
V-12 units at Georgia Tech and at 
Emory he was made commandant 
of Radar School at the University 
of Harvard.

Visits Tech Cadets 

At NROTC School 
Dean of students, George C. 

Griffin, left Wednesday for Little 
Creek, Virginia, to observe the 
training that the Georgia Tech 
Naval ROTC cadets are receiving 
in amphibious warfare. 

The NROTC juniors from Tech, 
along with about eight hundred 
other similar units from various 
colleges and universities through­
out the South, are learning the 
art of amphibious assault at Little 
Creek Naval Center in Norfolk. 

Dean Griffin will spend a week 
observing the type of instruction 
that the Tech students are receiv­
ing and will partake in the train­
ing himself. 

The summer training for the 
naval students is composed of two 
sections, the other being a three 
week training program in aerial 
warfare at the Pensacola, Florida, 
Naval Air Station. While one 
group is at Little Creek the other 
is at Pensacola, and the two groups 
simply trade sites and schedules 
midway in their summer training 
program. 

At the Naval Amphibious Base, 
Dean Griffin will observe the cadets 
as they learn how to handle assault 
boats, to joperate amphibious 
tanks, to plan landings on enemy 
shores and many other important 
aspects of amphibious warfare. 
The coming week will be spent at 
sea and will be highlighted by as­
sault landings at Little Creek and 
Camp Pendleton, Virginia on Tues­
day and Wednesday. 

This task is not an unfamiliar 
one to Dean Griffin. Last year he 
also spent a week at Norfolk, 
while he observed the Air Force 
summer training program at Or 
lando, Florida, two years ago., 

These trips are annual affairs 
for Dean Griffin, who served as a 
captain in the Navy, 

The Naval-cadets will handle the 
! ships and the landing crafts while 
marines from Camp Pendleton will 
take the beach during these mock 
landings.

an impressive structure of five 
floors and will have reading rooms 
on technological as well as hu­
manities subjects. 

Work on the Bradley building 
will also be completed this fall. 
The $135,000 structure is to house 
the cafeteria that is now in the 
basement of the Administration 
building, while that space that is 
now occupied by the cafeteria will 
be converted to house the College 
Inn. The funds for the structure 
were obtained from the Bradley 
Foundation of Columbus, Georgia 
and Georgia Tech's own funds. 

At the present the State High­
way Department is constructing 
three new parking areas to aid 
student parking on the campus. 
The new areas will furnish space 
for approximately 835 additional 
cars. The Plum Street area will 
have a capacity of two hundred 
vehicles. Around it will be flower 
beds which will beautify the en­
trance to the campus. The drill 
field area adjoining the Textile 
building is also being converted 
into a parking lot and will hold 
four hundred cars. 

The Fifth Street parking area 
next to Rose Bowl Field will also 
hold approximately 235 additional 
automobiles. The total cost of the 
parking project is about $43,000, 
and the completion of the new 
parting lots \v^ll solve a problem 
long confronting the students.

what it is today, one of his great­
est achievements at Georgia Tech. 

A t Coach Alex's death Coach 
Mundorff was made head of the 
Physical Training Department, and 
a few months after that he was 
approached by Dr. John Taylor, 
who at that time was president of 
the University of Louisville. Dr. 
Taylor wanted Coach Mundorff to 
come to the University of Louis­
ville as Athletic Director of that 
institution, however shortly after­
wards Dr. Taylor was appointed as 
Deputy Commissioner of UNESCO 
in Europe, and that terminated the 
negotiations. 

Coach Mundorff asked that his 
resignation be effective on Decem­
ber 31, 1951, and he will report to 
Louisville on January 1, 1952, to 
take over as director of Athletics 
at the University of Louisville. 

As a parting message to the 
faculty of Georgia Tech, past and 
present students Coach Mundorff 
says, "It is with much regret that 
I leave Georgia Tech after twenty-
nine years of very pleasant rela­
tions with my associates. I have 
enjoyed to the utmost my activi­
ties with as fine a student body 
as I ever hope to be with., And to 
the many fine graduates and pres­
ent students I extend my grate­
fulness for the wonderful times 
and pleasures I had with them. 
I have loved and always will be 
proud of my connections with 
Georgia Tech and leave it with a 
hope that I will not loose contact 
with the institution, its present 
and past students and a fine fac­
ulty that compose it."

Signal Corps ROTC Cadets 
Receive Rigorous Training 

Signal Corps training in the Army is a quick changeover from 
the college campus for 29 students of Georgia Tech, who are on six-
weeks duty with the Reserve Officer Training Corps at Fort Mon­
mouth. 

With their eyes on future com­
missions, this group is part of a 
record enrollment of 1300 cadets 
from seventy-three colleges all 
over the country. 

When the encampment concludes 
on July 28, the Georgia Tech un­
dergraduates will have specialized 
with the most modern incommuni-
cation equipments under technical 
and tactical conditions. In addition, 
the students are sampling the rig­
ors of Army life, including K.P., 
guard duty, bivouac, and field 
problems, plus firing on the range. 

As to specialized Signal Corps 
training, the cadets are being 
taught field wire construction, 
switchboard installation and op­
eration, field radio, radio-relay and 
carrier, and communication center 
functions. Numerous other signal 
equipments are included. 

This year's ROTC unit, which 
more than doubles the size of the 
1950 camp, is broken down to ten 
companies of five platoons each, 
thus affording individual Army and 
Technical training to each cadet. 

Operating on a five and one-half 
day week, activity in the ROTC 
area starts buzzing with reveille 
call at 5:15 A.M. From then until 
formal retreat late in the after­
noon, it's a busy day. 

Mass calisthenics follow break­
fast and convoys then carry the 
cadets to various training areas 
around Camp Wood, a sub-post of 
Fort Monmouth, and other sites in 
the Jersey Shore vicinity. 

While here, the Georgia Tech 
undergrads will tour the prominent 
Signal Corps Engineering Labora­
tories at the Post, a principal re­
search and development center for 
Army science. 

During the encampment, many 
deans and professors of colleges

represented are visiting the camp 
for a three-day inspection of activ­
ities. Top-ranking Army chiefs are 
also scheduled for a tour of the 
ROTC area. 

Training in the first four weeks 
stresses command and leadership, 
military discipline, and rifle marks­
manship. The latter covers a two-
day period on the range, firing the 
M-l carbine for record. The fifth 
week will be conducted in bivouac 
areas on problems of team train­
ing in field employment installa­
tion, and operation of signal equip­
ment. In the final week the cadets 
will participate in field exercises 
under simulated tactical conditions. 

Aside from technical training 
all cadets have regular inspections, 
reviews and lectures. They also 
witness demonstrations on camou­
flage, field fortifications, mines, 
and booby trap demolitions. 

Referring back to the technical 
phase, the cadets not only operate 
signal equipment but also perform 
duties relative to staff relation­
ship, signal planning, combat or­
ders, reconaissance, disposition of 
personnel during tactical opera­
tions, "jump teams," supply and 
logistics, and black-out operations. 

On the off-duty side, week-ends 
from Saturday noon on are gener­
ally free. Located in the heart of 
the seashore area, the Georgia 
Tech cadets undoubtedly will visit 
Asbury Park, Long Branch, and 
other resort towns. Also, they are 
only fifty miles from New York 
City. 

All facilities at Fort Monmouth 
are extended for the cadets' social 
diversion. Special services offer a 
varied calendar including formal 
dances and an intramural athletic 
program. They are also admitted 
as temporary members of the Of­
ficers Club at Fort Monmouth.

Tech College Inn Sponsors 
Callaway Apartment Nursery

One of the phases of the College Inn not very often heard about 

is that of sponsoring the nursery at the Callaway Apartments. Five 
years ago, one of the students' wives suggested to and convinced Mr. 
R. B. Logan, manager of the College Inn, and Mr. J. R. Anthony, 
Comptroller, that a nursery was 
sincerely needed on the campus 
The nursery now takes care of tl̂ e 
children of the students, faculty, 
and employees of Georgia Tech. 

To solve the problem of one of 
the parents having to work while 
the other goes to school, the nur­
sery accepts children as young as 
two months and ranging up to six 
years old. No other nursery in the 
Atlanta area will accept children 
less than two years old for admis­
sion, and then only at extreme 
prices. The Tech nursery is ope­
rated strictly at cost. 

Since the nursery accepts chil­
dren so young, the attendants must 
devote some special attention to 
them, such as teaching them to eat, 
feeding them special formulas, and 
in general teaching them the first 
few basic things of life. 

The nursery first started off with 
equipment, beds, lockers, obtained 
from the Navy, but over the years 
special beds, lockers, toys, and a 
playground for the children have 
been acquired. There are three 
trained personnel on hand at all 
times to look out for the safety 
and health of the children. Mrs. 
Burroughs is the general super 
visor and plans the program for 
the children, Mrs. Gailie assists 
the program by teaching dancing 
classes for the children, and Mrs. 
Bowles is a practical nurse. 

The nursery operates from seven-
thirty a.m. to five-thirty p.m., and 
there is always a planned pro­
gram of activities at every time 
in the day. The children learn tap, 
ballet and acrobatic dancing under 
Mrs. Gailie in the afternoons. Re­
freshments are served in the morn­
ing, then lunch is served at twelve. 

The meals are planned and ap­
proved by the school, and prepared 

by a cook hired by the nursery. 
Advice and suggestions have been 
received from the city health di­
rector and from a prominent At­
lanta pediatrician on ways and 
techniques to best operate the 
nursery. 

One of the programs the nursery 
has is to teach the young children 
to live with other children. Many 
who come to the nursery have 
never had any association with 
children before. This brings on the 
problem of careful and patient 
training to develop the child's per­
sonality and to help him to over­
come his natural shyness. Mrs. 
Burroughs, the supervisor, told of 
children who far the first week 
would not even give their name, 
but after working with the children 
for a while, have encouraged them 
to enter all activities. 

Parents who leave their children 
at the nursery must have a doc­
tor's certificate to show that the 
child is in good health. Because 
of the vacation slack there are 
about thirty children enrolled at 
the nursery at the present time. 
Applications are available for 
parents who wish to enroll their 
children in the Callaway nursery. 

Chem Prof Chosen 

For Research Work 
In Atomic Energy 

Dr. Jack G« Hine, assistant pro­
fessor of chemistry at the Georgia 
Institute of Technology, has been 
selected by the United States 
Atomic Energy Commission, Oak 
Ridge, Tennessee, to carry on re­
search work in the field of atomic 
energy. 

The Atomic Energy Commission 
will allow five thousand dollars for 
this research project. The work 
which Dr. Hine will be doing at 
Georgia Tech for the Atomic 
Energy Commission is the study of 
the occurrence and rate of certain 
deuterium exchange reactions. His 
selection is in furtherance of the 
Commissions "policy of assisting 
and fostering private research." 

Dr. Hine has taken the allotted 
research money and set up two 
research assistantship. These were 
awarded to C. H. Thomas and Billy 
I. Oakes. Commencing in Septem­
ber these two men will begin their 
research work and the work will 
continue until the summer of 1952. 

A native of California, Dr. Hine 
studied at the University of Ark­
ansas and the University of Illi­
nois. Prior to coming to Georgia 
Tech in 1949, he carried on re­
search work at Cities Service Oil 
Co. l a b o r a t o r i e s , 1943-1945; 
Massachusetts Institute of Tech­
nology, 1947-1948; and Harvard 
University, 1948-1949. 

He is a member of the American 
Chemical Society, The Chemical 
Society (of London), Alpha Chi 
Sigma, Phi Beta Kappa, Phi 
Kappa Phi, Phi Lambda Upsilon, 
Pi Mu Epsilon, and Omicron Delta 
Kappa. 

Dr. Glenn N. Sisk Awarded 
Ph. D. for Study of Alabama 

Dr. Glenn N. Sisk, head of the 
department of social sciences at 
the Georgia Institute of Tech­
nology, formerly of the State 
Teachers College, Livingston, Ala­
bama, and a graduate of the Uni­
versity of Alabama, was awarded 
the Ph.D. degree at Duke Univer­
sity June 4, 1951 on his disserta­
tion entitled: "Alabama Black 
Belt, A Social History, 1875-
1917." 

The research for the study was 
done largely in the county seats of 
the ten Black Belt Counties and 
at the State Department of 
Archieves, Montgomery. Dr. Sisk 
received a Carnegie Grant-in-Aid 
in the amount of $600 to prepare 
the manuscript for publication. 

It is an interesting personalized 

account of the social life in the 
Black Belt during those years and 
contains references to many fami­
lies still living in the region. A 
manuscript copy is in the library 
at the State Teachers College, 
Livingston, Alabama.
