
No Changes Being Planned 
For Navy Unit Here—Strite 

No immediate changes will be made 
in the operation of the Tech V-12 and 
NROTC units as a result of V-J Day 
unless some official notice is receiv­
ed from Washington, Captain Rob­
ert Strite disclosed today. 

Captain Strite said that if any of­
ficial communication concerning the 
future of the Naval unit or trainees 
is received, the men will be notified 
immediately. 

According to the Cornell SUMMER 
BULLETIN, the Navy has announced 

plans for closing the Cornell Mid­
shipmen School with the entrance of 
the last class on August 10. The BUL­
LETIN also said that two of the five 
Mid Schools are scheduled to remain 
open to take care of engineering stu­
dents who still have one or two terms 
left. 

The closing of the Midshipmen 
Schools is a part of the broad Navy 
plan to eliminate the V-12 program 
and depend entirely upon the enlarg­
ed NROTC program to provide offi­
cers. 

Sixth Annual Coaching 
Clinic Closes With Party 

50 to 70 Coaches 
Register for Work 
A very successful sixth annual 

coaching clinic was climaxed last 
night with a big party at the Ansley 
given by Tom Slate. 

There were 56 coaches registered 
for the GACA affair the first of the 
week. That figure was increased to 
about 70 when the football lectures 
started on Wednesday. 

Through Wednesday noon the main 
subject was basketball. The spotlight­
ed coach was Johnny Mauer, who has 
ably directed his Tennessee Volun­
teers to national recognition. Other 
coaches lecturing were Tom Porter, 
of Lanier, and "Shorty" Register, of 
Jordan High in Columbus. Handling 
the girls' classes were Bill Geer, of 
Damascus, and John McCorley, of At­
lanta, who was assisted by his Sports 
Arena team.

On Monday and Tuesday Coach 

Mauer held classes in the Tech gym 
L~F-7V?X-5 TO 6 p.m. Aided by Tech play­

ers, he demonstrated the successful 
type of attack that has brought vic­
tories to his Tennessee teams, de­
pending on hard charging guards to 
set the plays up. He also demonstrat­
ed the basic defensive positions and 
the use of the important "switch" in 
guarding. He then had the assisting 
players run through some of the drills 
he uses to prep his teams in footwork 
and defensive play. 

Football started Wednesday night 
on Grant Field when Coach Bobby 
Dodd held a lecture on passing, aid­
ed by some of the Jacket players. It 
continued to be the main course for 
the rest of the week under the direc­
tion of Coaches Butts and Whitworth, 
of Georgia, Coach Nelson, of Gadsden, 
Ala.; "Shorty" Doyal, of Atlanta, and 
L. L. McLucus, of Jacksonville, Fla.

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Lt. Cmd. Carver Decorated 
For Daring Torpedo Run 

Lieutenant Commander William 
Lloyd Carver, USNR, a Tech grad­
uate, has been awarded the Silver 
Star Medal for gallantry. 

His Fletcher-class destroyer made 
the closest torpedo run in the history 
of the Navy. The destroyer was serv­
ing against a Japanese task force in 
the Southwest Pacific, sinking a bat­
tleship, downing 4 dive-bombers, and 
scoring hits on a cruiser. 

Lieutenant-Commander Carver was 
a member of Phi Delta Theta social 
fraternity, ASME, the Bulldog Club, 
the Oil Can Club, and Skull and Key. 
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Zimmerman Awarded 
Bronze Star Medal 

The Bronze Star medal has been 
awarded to Major C. W. Zimmerman, 
Tech graduate of 1934, for his work 
instructing antiaircraft artillery per­
sonnel in the Netherlands, East In­
dies. 

Major Zimmerman, whose home is 
in Lakeland, Florida, received a re­
serve officer's commission in the army 
when he graduated from Tech and 
entered active service in 194£ He is 
now returning to this count; jr after 
ten months in the South Pacific. 
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Oklahoma Flying Farmers

Pamphlet Outlining 
Veteran Benefits 
Now Available 

Outlines Requirements 
For Privileges 

A pamphlet on Veterans' Benefits 
has been released by the Veterans' 
Administration to give information 
concerning monetary and other bene­
fits available to veterans and their 
dependents, Lt. L. A. Moll announced 
this week. 

All veterans are urged to obtain the 
pamphlet to clarify false statements 
now before the public. Copies may be 
had by sending fifteen cents to the 
Superintendent of Documents, U S. 
Government Printing Office, Wash­
ington 25, D. C , Lt. Moll said. 

The purpose of the pamphlet is to 
state in a general way the different 
benefits and the essential require­
ments which must be met by the 
claimant to entitle him to each. Un­
necessary technical information on 
construction and interpretations of 
veterans' legislation is not included. 

Changes May Be Made 
The contents reflect more import­

ant provisions of most laws in force 
on December 15, 1944, relating to 
veterans and their dependents. Fu­
ture changes or additions may cause 
parts of the pamphlets to become ob­
solete and this thought should be 
kept in mind, Lt. Moll pointed out. 
Such changes may be found in official 
communications and officially approv­
ed information published in the pub­
lic press. 

Benefits administered by both the 
Veterans' Administration and other 
Government agencies are included in 
the pamphlet. It is organized, with a 
table of contents and an index, so as 
to make it easier for readers to find 
subjects on which they desire infor­
mation.

News of Atomic 
Bomb Brings Forth 
Profs9 Pet Theories

News of the atomic bomb brought 

forth various theories from the sev­
eral departments at Tech as to the 
principles behind its discovery. Each 
department gives a different solution 
based on its particular branch of en­
gineering. 

The physics department says that 
most likely a new way of bombarding 
atoms has been perfected. The old 
method, it claims, was to fire a neu­
tron at the cores of atoms to be work­
ed over. This method was not profit­
able, however, as a direct hit was rare 
and so much energy was wasted. 

A new procedure probably is being 
employed, stated the physics depart­
ment, by which a direct hit can be ob­
tained with a small expenditure of 
power. When an atom is cracked, it 
might start a chain reaction which 
makes unnecessary further expendi­
ture of energy into the process. 

Radio Active Isotope 

The chemistry department has a 
slightly different answer to the amaz­
ing discovery. Its theory is that an 
active isotope of uranium was isolat­
ed and its radio activity controlled. 

The EE department, on the other 
hand, has some doubt as to whether 
or not uranium was used or even 
whether or not radio activity was em­
ployed. This department was concern­
ed mainly with the cost of utilization 
of atomic energy. For example, if a 
pound of material could supply the 
energy to carry a steamship across 
the ocean and back, how much would 
a pound of the material cost, and how

over Japan sent Tech men into a rap­
id-fire celebration Tuesday night and 
Wednesday as the Hill suspended ac­
tivities for a day and the girls sud­
denly became more liberal with their 
lipstick. 

In sharp contrast with V-E Day 
when classes continued according to 
schedule and the Navy routine was 
not relaxed for any form of merry­
making, the whole school took time 
out to celebrate the end of World 
War II. 

Fireworks were set in motion quick­
ly around the campus and some men 
crouched by their radios couldn't hear 
the final words of the V-J announce­
ment because of the loud shouting 
which was already underway in the 
halls. 

Girls and Convertibles 
The V-J announcement was follow­

ed by a mad rush for the telephones 
and liberty uniforms. Girl-driven con­
vertibles lost no time recruiting riders 
from the Navy dorms, and a JOUR­
NAL photographer found her auto 
filled with celebrating sailors after 
making pictures in front of Tech­
wood. 

For many, V-J Day came one day 

} early. Naval trainees were to have 
received their monthly pay on Wed­
nesday, but they didn't stop to com­
plain—just borrowed all they could 
and headed out. 

The Student Council meeting was 
postponed by President Bill Klinke, 
and on Crenshaw Field the softball 
teams delayed c e l e b r a t i n g long 
enough to finish their games. 

Navy Prominent Downtown 
Most of the Naval trainees elected 

themselves to represent the Navy 
in the downtown celebrations. Uni­
forms on display Wednesday morning 
indicated that the Navy had mingled 
with the crowd . . . and the girls. 

Tech men also earned themselves 
a prominent place in the Atlanta 
JOURNAL with their celebrating. 
Featured on the front page of the pa­
per was a group of V-12 trainees, 
while elsewhere Luke Bowen was 
shown with a little "bundle of charm" 
in his arms.

Civilians were 
wondering just how the draft would 
operate; Navy men were speculating 
about terms of foreign duty and the 
possibilities of a discharge.

Fort Schuyler, N. Y., August 18. 
—We're not quite as large as we 
were when we started about six 
weeks ago. The first bilge took 
about 45 men. They shipped out a 

week and a half ago, and most of them lost out on that 
intangible quantity known as "officer aptitude." 

The most important "Waterloo" as previously 
mentioned was aptitude and seems worthy of dis­
cussion. Just what qualities are sought after in 
sizing a man up for a commission? When we left 
Tech we believed that if you kept your mouth shut, 
your opinions to yourself, and generally minded 
your own business you wouldn't have any trouble 
getting through. That seems to be a good policy 
in many respects, but it is definitely not enough 
to get by on. 

An officer is supposed to be forceful. Not imposing 
or demanding, but he must command respect from his 
men by giving commands crisply and clearly, and in an 
assured tone. So brush up on your public speaking at 
every chance you can. Take every available oppor­
tunity to drill a platoon or company. 

When you get to midship you'll be called from the 
ranks to give drill commands—and you'll be graded on 
what you do. Any mistakes will count strongly against 
you. A clear commanding tone delivered with confi­
dence will impress your staff company commander. 
And don't think you can just step up and take com­
mand because we've seen too many fellows' who reason­
ed along those lines. They aren't with us any more. 
It takes practice. 

Personal interviews with staff officers are frequent. 
And during these "informal talks" the interviewer 
takes careful note of the midshipman's hearing, gen­
eral appearance, poise, and speaking voice. He is 
presented with hypothetical situations to test his 
ability as a leader, and what amounts of initiative he 
may have. At such times the best thing to remember 
is to keep calm and think quickly and carefully before 
answering. Don't get nervous, or you are sure to 
blunder some very simple question.
