The Self-Study has hit upon 
one of the most subtle, but one 
of the most pertinent problems 
that face us as we contemplate 
the changing nature of our be­
loved Institute. 

Georgia Tech may well be 
in danger of strangling itself. 
It is a slow process, but steady, 
and its ultimate effect will be dull rather than 
devastating. We may strangle ourselves by the 
steady squeezing out of certain characters from the 
student body. 

Educational Processes 
Part of an education is, I think, exposure to 

varied and various types of people. A university 
gives the ultimate exposure to different types, be­
cause it takes a very peculiar type of person to de­
vote his life to the study of Medieval History, say, 
or Chaucerian English. 

It takes just as clearly defined a character to 
devote himself to solid state physics or organic 
chemistry, and a first rate university contains this 
sort also. 

The point is simply that one needs to strike 
a balance, or if not a balance, at least a representa­
tive group from each side of CP . Snow's fence. 
Tech is, I think, rapidly ruling out the man who 
might make a contribution in the "liberal" world. 

C. P. Snow, noted British physicist and novelist, 
has long lamented what he called the divergence 
of the two cultures—scientific and "literary." These 
cultures speak their own language, he says, have 
their own customs and traditions, and are separated 
by a wide, but not impassable gap. Tech's establish­
ing humanities programs would serve, in a small 
Way, to help bridge this gap. 

This is not to say that Tech should sponsor a 
Law school or a Medical school or a Journalism 
school—nothing of the sort. We should, however, 
attempt to become a technological university. 

A Technological University 
To become a technological university does not 

mean to lower standards, in actual fact it means 
to raise the level of education. By offering degrees 
in the "humane studies," Tech can benefit itself 
enormously in terms of quality and diversity of the 
student body. 

Tech is, and probably always will be, oriented 
toward engineering and the sciences, and this in 
no way will suffer from the broadening, of the base 
of the school. 

We need a diversified student body, and the 
best way to achieve this is diversify the programs 
of the school.

Board of Regents Approves 
Ph.D. in Engineering Mech 

The School of Engineering Mechanics at Tech has recently re­
ceived the approval of the State Board of Regents to offer the Ph.D. 
degree in Engineering Mechanics. 

The relatively recent large-scale expansion of this country's re­
search and development efforts has resulted in the sharply increased 
importance in all areas of engineering endeavor of those disciplines 
associated with Theoretical and Applied Mechanics. Engineering 
scientists with graduate degrees reflecting emphasis upon the scien­
tific disciplines and fundamentals of engineering are now in greater 
demand than at any time in history. 

Indications are that the present build-up of the space-related 
research and development effort in this geographical area will 
continue at an increased rate, and graduates of this new pro­
gram will be particularly well-qualified to participate in this ef­
fort. 

The School of Engineering Mechanics and the administrative of­
ficers of Georgia Tech have been working toward this program for 
the past five years with the result that Tech is now exceptionally 
well-qualified to inaugurate this new program. Coming at a time of 
tremendous growth in graduate engineering enrollments, this new 
program will not only fill a direct need for mechanics majors but 
will serve to strengthen several of the existing closely-related grad­
uate programs at Tech that depend on the availability of a variety of 
high level graduate courses in mechanics.
