Veterans Center 
To Be Established 

Will Help Rehabilitate 
Discharged Veterans

This afternoon the twenty-fifth team 
to play under W. A. (Bill) Alexander 
will take the field to play its last home 
game of the year. 

For a quarter of a century, Coach 
Alex has served as the head coach of 
Georgia Tech's teams to establish a 
record in American football for con­
tinuous service at the same school. 

During that time Alexander has 
risen to the position of one of the na­
tion's outstanding coaches. He is the 
only one who has ever taken his team 
to all four of the major bowls, and 
until this season his squads had won 
125 games, lost 92 and tied eight. 
Eight times his teams have won the 
Southeastern Conference title. 

Alexander is a past president of the 
American Football Coaches Associa­
tion, and he has served for many years 
on the National Football Rules Com­
mittee. 

His career at Tech began in 1906 
when he enrolled as a student- in the 
civil engineering department. Young 
Bill Alexander played "scrub' foot­
ball for three years and was made 
student assistant coach in 1910. 

After graduating, he began teach­
ing in the math department, and in 
1912 he was made assistant football 
coach under John W. Heisman. In 
1920 Alex was elevated to head coach

Tech is the first Southern college 
selected by the Veterans Administra­
tion for the establishment of a Re­
habilitation Center, President Blake 
Van Leer revealed today. He was ad­
vised of Tech's selection by John M. 
Slaton, regional Veterans Administra­
tion manager. 

The release from military service of 
Captain Joseph E. Moore, who holds 
a doctor's degree in psychology, has 
been requested in order that he may 
assume professional direction of the 
consultation phase of the new Center's 
program. 

President Van Leer also announced 
the installation of a comprehensive 
personnel program for discharged vet­
erans. Discharged veterans who are 
found to have a vocational handicap 
will be eligible for a thorough-going, 
scientific consultation pointing toward 
the occupational retraining of those 
needing such rehabilitation. 

Staff Formed 
Assisting Captain Moore will be 

J. F. Bugental, assistant professor of 
psychology, who was engaged in per­
sonnel work prior to joining the Tech 
faculty. Miss Mary Virginia Bloxton 
and Miss Martha Crowe will serve as 
psychometrists. An advisement officer 
and two training officers, to be de­
tailed from the Veterans Administra­
tion, will complete the staff. 

Veterans whose pension ratings in­
cluded a notation of the existence of 
a vocational handicap may apply to the 
Veterans Administration for the serv­
ices to be offered by the new Center. 

These services will include a thor­
ough interview with a psychologist in

Helicopter Model 
Successfully Tested 
By Researchers 

A working model of the full-scale 
helicopter, on which researchers here 
have spent nine years, made its first 
successful flight Tuesday. It is the 
result of continued effort to perfect a 
safe craft that is simple to operate 
and conrol. 

The rotor on the helicopter is op­
erated V>y means of a jet of air dis­
charged at the tip of the rotor. It 
works on the same principle as an 
ordinary lawn sprinkler. 

A big advantage in this method is 
found in the fact that there is no 
mechanical connection between the 
rotor blade and the fuselage. In this 
way the torque, which would tend to 
twist the machine in the opposite 
direction when power is applied, is 
eliminated. 

Started by Knight 
The idea for a helicopter of this 

type was first conceived by the late 
Professor Montgomery Knight in 
1935. Up until his death last year, 
Professor Knight, who was the head 
of the aeronautics department, was 
the chief force behind his idea. 

Plans have been made to test the 
full-sized model in the near future. 
Both Professor Dutton, head of the 
aeronautics department, and Dr. Ros-
selot, head of the State Engineering 
Experiment Station, who are respon­
sible for completing the craft, are 
convinced that the test flights will be 
successful. 

Igor Sikorsky said during his stay 
in Atlanta in 1942 that the new prin­
ciple being used may develop into the 
most practical method of propelling 
the helicopter. 

F i f t h B o w l C o n t e s t 

F o r T e c h T e a m s 
For the third consecutive year and 

the fifth time in its football history, 
Georgia Tech will be represented in a 
post-season bowl game Jan. 1, 1945. 

Von C. Kussrow, president of the 
Orange Bowl Committee, announced 
last Tuesday that Tech had been 
signed to meet Tulsa's Golden Hurri­
cane in the Miami classic. 

This will be the second appearance 
of Tech in the Orange Bowl, as they 
beat Missouri there January 1, 1940, 
by a 21 to 7 score. In other bowl ap­
pearances, the Jackets defeated Cali­
fornia in the 1929 Rose Bowl game 
8-7, but lost to Texas in the 1943 
Cotton Bowl tilt, 14-7; and beat Tulsa 
last year in the Sugar Bowl, 20-18. 

Met Tulsa in Sugar Bowl 
For the second year in a row, Tech's 

opponent fn the post-season game will 
be Tulsa University. The exhibition 
put on by these two teams last year 
in the Sugar Bowl is rated one of the 
best tilts in bowl history. 

To date Tech has dropped one of its 
regular scheduled games to Duke while 
Henry Frnka's Hurricane has lost to 
Oklahoma A & M, 46-40, and to the 
Iowa Pre-flight Seahawks, 47-27. 

Many of the players on last sea­
son's Hurricane are back at Tulsa this 
year, and they have been instrumental 
in the five victories on the record for 
the team. Teams that have fallen to 
Frnka's squad are North Texas, 47-6; 
Kansas, 27-0; Texas Tech, 34-7; Mis­
sissippi, 47-0; and Southwestern, 51-6. 
The squad played the University of 
Arkansas last Thursday, and its last 
regular season game will be played 
next Friday against Miami. 

Jackets Beaten Once 
The record which put the Yellow 

Jackets into another bowl includes 
victories over Clemson, 51-0; North 
Carolina, 28-0; Auburn, 27-0; Navy, 
17-15; George Pre-flight, 13-7; Tulane, 
34-7; and LSU, 14-6. The Duke Blue 
Devils' 19-14 decision over the Jackets 
is the only mar on the record. 

Games remaining for the Tech squad 
are the Notre Dame tilt this afternoon 
in Grant Field before a capacity Home­
coming crowd, and the annual game 
with Georgia next Saturday in Athens. 

WSSF Drive Hits $400 Mark; 
Dormitory Contest Extended 

Total contributions in Tech's second 
World Student Service fund drive 
passed the $400 mark today as the 
deadline for the dormitory competition 
was changed to Tuesday, November 28, 
to allow more time for organized dor­
mitory contributions, Jim Etheredge, 
chairman of the YMCA's WSSF com­
mittee, announced today. 

Student canvassers are preparing 
for a final drive in an attempt to 
reach the original goal of $1,500, or 
one dollar per student, before Novem­
ber 30. Civilians or faculty members 
may make contributions at the YMCA 
desk. 

Competing for a YMCA-sponsored 
dance to be given the dormitory hav­

ing the largest per capita contribu­
tion, North Techwood jumped into an 
early lead. 

It was the Co-ops, competing with 
the fraternities, who set the pace for 
all groups with a perfect record— 
one dollar for each member. Late 
Wednesday, they were out in front in 
the race for the turkey which was 
awarded to the winner of the fra­
ternity competition. 

Contributions this year have al­
ready tripled those of the first drive 
when only $119 was collected. Officials 
are pleased with the progress of the 
drive, but expressed hope that the 
final days would not bring a decline 
in contributions. 
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Grand Old Man 
It is difficult to write a worthy tribute to one 

who is held in such universal high regard as 
Coach Alexander. Facts concerning his record 
as a coach at Georgia Tech are well known. He 
entered Tech as a student in 1906, played scrub 
football in 1907, 1908 and 1909 and became 
student assistant coach in 1910. 

In 1912 he became assistant football coach 
under John W. Heissman, and in 1920 was ele­
vated to his present position as head coach. To 
him Tech students are indebted for one of the 
best all-round athletic programs in the nation. 
He tries to make available activities and facili­
ties to accommodate the needs of all Tech stu­
dents, varsity and non-varsity. 

In his twenty-five seasons as varsity football 
coach at Georgia Tech, Coach Alexander has 
guided his teams to first place fh the conference 
nine times, and is making his fifth trip to a 
Bowl game. He is the only coach in America who 
has played in all four major Bowls. 

He is a great coach—he is a greater man! 
His finer virtues are exemplified in his relation­
ship with his players and fellow coaches. The 
New York World Telegram selected him as the 
Football Coach of the Year in 1942. 

His players and fellow coaches consider him 
"The Coach of the Era from 1920 to 1944," and 
history will list him among the top coaches of 
all times. Better still, his contemporaries know 
him as the Grand Old Man of Southern Football, 
a gentleman and a sportsman at all times. 

It is to Coach Alexander, at the close of 
twenty-five years of mighty contributions to 
the game of football, that this issue of the 
TECHNIQUE is dedicated.

Future 
A proposal to boost the annual state appropri­

ation to the University System by more than 
one million dollars has been submitted to Gov­
ernor Arnall by Marion Smith, chairman of the 
Board of Regents, and Dr. S. V. Sanford, chan­
cellor of the University System. This proposal, 
if approved, will increase the appropriation 
from $2,158,707 to about $3,400,000. The 
amount is divided among 16 colleges and three 
experiment stations of the System. 

The proposal is certainly a commendable one. 
Currently, Georgia spends less per capita on its 
college students than any other southeastern 
state. Tech receives slightly less than one hun­
dred dollars per capita from the state, while 
the University receives $116. This naturally 
necessitates higher fees and tends to exclude 
many Georgia youths from the educational op­
portunities which they so richly deserve and 
must have, if Georgia is to keep pace with its 
sister states. 

In submitting the proposal, Dr. Sanford re­
marked that if present conditions continue 
"higher education will slip from the masses. 
There is only one correction to the tendency, 
and that is for the state to assume the responsi­
bility for preserving to our youth the hope, on 
fair terms, to secure the advantages of the 
state's institutions." 

It is gratifying to students to know that 
Georgia's high officials have become education 
conscious, and are taking steps to improve the 
state's higher educational facilities. The TECH­
NIQUE believes that education holds the key to 
the solution of many of Georgia's economic 
problems, and that this proposal is only the 
beginning of a program which will give Geor­
gia's young men and women vast additional op­
portunities. 

Welcome Home 
The welcome mat is out as Tech greets its 

ever loyal alumni in somewhat dimmed style. 
These should be times for grand festivities, but 
somehow, with so many of our men away on 
military assignments, something very real is 
missing. 

But in war or peace Tech should always have 
a significance to its sons. There will always be 
treasured memories of pleasured days and fast 
friendships made in carefree hours. 

This is the time to renew those friendships 
and to cast off the cares and burdens of ma­
turity for even a brief glimpse at the fleeting 
past.

Tech Vet Promoted 
Lt. William F. Jenkins, formerly of 

Columbus, Ga., and a 1940 graduate 
of Tech, has been promoted to the 
rank of captain, it was announced by 
15th Army Air Force Headquarters. 

A veteran of 50 sorties against 
strategic enemy positions in the Eu­
ropean area, Capt. Jenkins has been 
awarded the Air Medal with three 
Bronze Oak Leaf Clusters "for meri­
torious achievement in aerial flight 
while participating in sustained opera­
tional activities against the enemy."

Hope, Bob: I Never Left Home.

It is 
about three fourth's straight Hope 
humor and one fourth tribute to 
America's fighting men. The drawings, 
showing the author in typical G.I. 
situations, are very interesting. 

Weil, Felix J.: Argentine Riddle. 
This book was meant for people 

who are bewildered about the future 
of Argentina and its effect upon the 
United States. He shows how the old 
vested interests, the landed gentry, is 
fighting to avoid industrialization and 
democracy. 

Pratt, Fletcher: Secret and Urgent. 
Those people interested in codes 

and ciphers will like this authentic 
history of those arts. The author tells 

stories of kings and scoundrels who 
have gambled with human life looking 
for power and fame. Mixed up with 
these interesting tales are stories of 
all sorts of messages and how they 
were written and decoded. 

Tregaskis, Richard: Invasion Diary. 

The author of Guadalcanal Diary, a 
book reflecting the spirit of the U. S. 
Marines, has written a similar account 
of the army in action in its first in­
vasion attempts on the European con­
tinent. It is a connected story of the 
invasion of Italy and will be especial­
ly interesting and informative for 
those who have read about those par­
ticular events rather sketchily. 

Durant, Will: Caesar and Christ. 

Many readers will be glad to know 
that the third volume of Will Durant's 
Story of Civilization has appeared. It 
is a history of the rise of the Roman 
empire, its mastery of the world and 
its gradual decadence. He continues 
his story of that civilization to show 
how gradually Christianity inherited 
that great empire. Many present day 
analogies are pointed out.
