TECH CO-OP DISPROVES MEDICAL
THEORIES BY FASTING 25 DAYS

Despite the fact that doctors say
it is impossible, J. C. Fowler, Tech
junior, declares he has been without
food for 25 days and yet he has at-
tended classes all the time. Fowler
broke his fast Wednesday by eating
the juice of an orange. Thursday
he took the juice of half a dozen
oranges, and is increasing the amount
of food he takes each day until he is
normal again.

He says he fasted in order to im-
prove his hearing, which has been
bad for 18 years. He also claims that
his hearing has been benefitted a
great deal. Whether it will stay im-
proved or not is still a question.

Several prominent physicians asked
for information, said that a person
abstaining from food for so long a
period would be confined to his bed
and would not be able to carry on
the normal activities of life. Three
weeks without nourishment would
cause such weakness that the sub-
ject could not walk, in their opinion.

Fowler lost 28 pounds during his
fast, he said, explaining that his

to slightly under 128.

“]I felt a craving for food the first
two days,” Fowler said. ‘‘After that
I did not suffer and felt exceedingly
well all the time.

His reactions to the fast have been
few, he says. Normally he sleeps
eight hours a night, but during his
fast he found that he needed only

six hours. His routine of life was
practically unchanged during his
fast. A walk to town every day was

the only exercise he took and all dur-
ing the fast he drank only a quart of
hot water a day.

Fowler says he is in just as good
condition mentally as he was before
the fast. Physically, he is in good
shape except that when he climbs a
flight of steps he feels a weakness
in his legs. He says that during his
fast he did get hungry occasionally
and suffered some nervousness at
meal times, but when he did not

think about food he was not bothered. |

Fowler is now following a physical
culture diet. He is eating salads,
raw vegetables, cereals and fruit and

weight had dropped from 155 pounds; is abstaining from meat.
