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John Fitzgerald Kennedy and
Aldous Leonard Huxley died with-
in one week of each other. Hux-
ley’s passing,
- of cancer, was

little noticed

in the grief
that was that
week, but it is
now time to
pay the man
his due.
A compari-
¢ son of Ken-
nedy and Hux-
ley would be impossible, of course,
because their greatness lay in
such varied fields. Huxley was
the intellectual, detached, more or
less, from society while Kennedy
was the activator, the mover of
the environment in which he liv-
ed.

Huxley began his career with
a series of stories, novels, and
magazine articles during the '20’s
satirizing the confusion of the
British intelligensia after the
War.

Then in the ’30’s, Huxley pub-
lished his best known book, Brave
New World, the brilliant predic-
tion of the world 700 years After
Ford.

s

Adroit Essays

But the eculmination of Hux-
ley’s talents and learning is best
exemplified in his essays, each a
balanced portion of exquisite
taste and erudition.

They range the gamut from
eveglasses to madrigals, from
politics to the Classics. Huxley’s
range of interests is, to say the
least phenomenal, and the depth
of each interest is tremendous.

His essays have been called the
best since Montaigne’s and the
epithet is probably deserved.
Huxley was without a doubt the|
foremost writer/thinker of the|
20th Century; compared to him
even the Emersons pale.

His wit was incisive; his vocab-
ulary intensive. His mastery of
the language was superb. When
Huxley’s point was made, it was |
made clearly, but his use of lang- |
uage often required a dictionary.

Huxley may be the last of a
long line of “complete men” —
men whose talents and abilities
are extraordinary in every re-
Spect.

Man's Man

His education and family con-|
nections made him virtually the
epitome of English culture, but
he refused to simply occupy his|
birth-right, living the last years
of his life in California.

Huxley was an artist. The
Gioconda Smile, one of his short
stories, is generally recognized as
one of the best short stories writ-
ten in English; and his last book,
Island requires an extensive
knowledge of both religion and
philosophy to be understood.

He has been criticized on the
grounds that he is not a good
writer of empirical data, and this
is probably true. Huxley ap-
proached his every subject first
with the eye of an artist, and
his presentation of fact is usually
interpreted fact-or facts as they
affected him.

Kennedy and Huxley cannot be
compared, in any sort of mean-
ingful sense; but one thing is
certain, that the world will long
note and greatly remember what
they did here.

Tuesday night the Elections Committee of the Student
Council announced the results of the student body elections.
Chip McKee was elected vice-president, and a run-off for
the election of president will be held Monday and Tuesday.
The run-off is between Bob Scruggs and Ron Stallings,

On Monday, the voting was
slack due to rain and the location
of the polls. Of eligible voters,
total presidential votes cast were
24.5% , with 24.1% for vice-presi-
dent. Stallings and McKee held
the lead.

On Tuesday, voting was still
slow. Total presidential votes
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cast numbered 23.5%, with
23.6% cast for vice-president.
The total student participation
for both days was 489%, a fig-
ure 229% less than last year’s
total vote.

In the presidential election,
Jack Kelly received 66.59% of the
vote, Bob Scruggs received 93.3%
and Ron Stallings received
140.29. These percentages add to
3009, because each voting class
has a 1009 vote contribution.

The vice-presidential election
was much closer. Phi. Gingery re-
ceived 143% of the votes cast,
and Chip McKee received 1577.

A vote of thanks i1s due the
members of Alpha Phi Omega,
John Hayes, and Rick Mitchell
for their efforts in quickly count-
ing the votes and releasing the
statistics. The Eleetions Commit-
tee asks that students carefully
record their alpha numbers in the
run-off, because 71 ballots were
discarded for incorrect or absent
alpha numbers.

Solons Propose
College Loans

For Georgians

The General Assembly of the
State of Georgia has passed 2a
propesed-amendment to the State
Constitution to ¢reate the Georgia
Higher Education Assistancae
Corporation.

The corporation is to be non-
profit, and it i1s to have the
main purpose of guaranteeing
loan moneys to any Georgia
resident planning to attend any
institution of higher learning,
whether in the state or not.

The Act reads, “The purpose

. shall be to improve the high-
er educational opportunities of
persons who are residents of this
state and who are attending or
plan to attend colleges in this
State or elsewhere by guarantee-
ing a loan of funds to such per-
sons to assist them in meeting
their expenses of higher educa-
tion.”

The Act will become effec-
tive on July 1, 1965 only if
ratified at the November elec-
tion this year.

S6.100 maximum

The maximum that any stu-
dent can receive will be $750 for
the freshman or sophomore year,
$1,000 for the junior year, and
$1,200 for the senior year and
for each graduate year. The total
amount cannot exceed $6,100.

All students, even those attend-
ing school on a part-time basis,
will be eligible for a loan arrang-
ed by the corporation.
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Georgians

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The Board, which cannot
make the state liable for any
debts incurred, has the power
to hold, on behalf of the corp=-
oration, any real property, pers
