Uniform Standards 
Recently Announced 
For ROTC Program 

Uniform standards for the selec 
tion of educational institutions to 
participate in Reserve Officer 
Tra in ing Corps programs and the 
selection and -retention of R O T C 
Students were approved today by 
the Secretary of Defense, General 

Marshal l . 
The new policies, which were 

recommended by t h e Reserve 
Forces Policy Board, provide that, 
in order to be eligible for R O T C 
participation an institution must: 

Through application, express a 
desire for the establishment of an 
R O T C unit. A s a minimum basis, 
be accredited by the appropriate 
regional association. Offer and pro­
vide adequate physical facilities as 
required by the respective Mil i tary 
Departments. Be capable of pro­
ducing annually for any one Mili­
tary Department a minimum of 
fifty commissioned officers in non­
technical branches, or twenty-five 
commissioned officers in technical 
branches, for all of the R O T C 
activities, except that the Mil i tary 
Departments may give special con­
sideration to the establishment of 
units in institutions offering un­
usual types of training specifically 
desired. 

To determine the ability of the 
institution to produce the required 
number of commissioned officers, 
the Mil i tary Department concern 
ed is directed to consider, among 
other factors, (a ) the enrollment 
of the student body eligible for 
R O T C t ra in ing; (b) the possiblity 
of securing students from coope­
rat ing institutions; and (c ) the 
proportion of the entering clas« 
which normally graduates from 
the institution. 

To prevent a multiplicity of of­
ficer candidate training programs 
on college and university cam-

IF NOT UNLAWFUL, TO LIMIT THE USE OF A PETITION WAS SUBMITTED TO THE GEOR­
GIA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION RECENTLY 
CONCERNING THE USE OF SCHOOL TOKENS BY 
COLLEGE STUDENTS IN THE ATLANTA AREA. 
THE PETITION WAS FILED BY REPRESENTA­
TIVES FROM AGNES SCOTT, EMORY, ATLANTA 
DIVISION — UNIVERSITY OF GEORGIA, AND 
GEORGIA TECH. UNDER THE PLAN PRO­
POSED, COLLEGE STUDENTS WOULD BE PER­
MITTED TO USE 5-CENT TOKENS INSTEAD OF 
THE PRESENT FEE OF 15 CENTS CASH OR 4 
TOKENS FOR 45 CENTS THAT THEY NOW PAY 
FOR TRANSPORTATION TO AND FROM CLASS. 

THE ATLANTA TRANSIT COMPANY PRE­
SENTED TWO MAJOR OBJECTIONS TO THE 
PLAN. FIRST, THEY CONTENDED THAT AT PRES­
ENT THEY HAVE NO TROUBLE IN RECOGNIZING 
THE GRAMMAR AND HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS 
USING SCHOOL TOKENS BECAUSE OF THEIR 
AGE AND THE TIMES AT WHICH THEY RIDE. 
THIS METHOD OF RECOGNITION COULD NOT 
BE USED IF THE PRIVILEGE OF SCHOOL FARES 
WERE EXTENDED TO COLLEGE STUDENTS. THE 
COMPANY ESTIMATED THAT IT WOULD INCUR 
A LOSS EQUIVALENT TO 1.5% OF ITS ANNUAL 
REVENUE MERELY FROM THE ABUSE OF THESE 
PRIVILEGES. THEY THEREFORE STATED THAT 
FROM THESE AND OTHER LOSSES THAT WOULD 
RESULT IF SCHOOL TOKENS WERE USED BY 
COLLEGE STUDENTS, THEY WOULD BE FORCED 
TO INCREASE THES NORMAL FARE TO 3 TOKENS 
FOR 35 CENTS. 

THE TRANSIT COMPANY'S SECOND OBJEC­
TION WAS THAT IT WOULD BE IMPOSSIBLE, 

SCHOOL TOKENS TO THE STUDENTS OF THE 
FOUR COLLEGES MENTIONED. IT WAS POINTED 
OUT THAT THERE ARE TWENTY-SIX OTHER EDU­
CATIONAL INSTITUTIONS AND TWENTY-FOUR 
TRADE SCHOOLS WHOSE STUDENTS WOULD ALSO 
HAVE TO BE ALLOWED TO USE THE SCHOOL 
TOKENS. 

THE FIRST OBJECTION BROUGHT OUT BY 
THE ATLANTA TRANSIT COMPANY IS EN­
TIRELY WITHOUT BASIS. A METHOD WAS DE­
VISED BY THE REPRESENTATIVES OF THE FOUR 
COLLEGES MENTIONED THAT WOULD LIMIT 
THE SALE OF THE TOKENS TO BONA FIDE 
STUDENTS OF A PARTICULAR COLLEGE. THE 
STUDENT WOULD ALSO BE REQUIRED TO PRE­
SENT A SPECIAL IDENTIFICATION CARD TO THE 
OPERATOR AS HE BOARDED THE TROLLEY. IT, 
WOULD THEREFORE BE IMPOSSIBLE FOR THE 
SYSTEM TO BE ABUSED. 

THE SECOND OBJECTION, HOWEVER, IS 
WHOLLY ACCEPTABLE. THERE WOULD BE A 
GREAT NUMBER OF STUDENTS DISCRIMINATED 
AGAINST IF NOT ALLOWED TO USE THE SCHOOL 
TOKEN PRIVILEGES. 

IT WAS THIS OBJECTION THAT THE GEORGIA 
PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION CONSIDERED 
TO BE THE MAJOR ONE. WITH THIS IN MIND 
AND ACTING IN THE PUBLIC INTEREST, THE 
COMMISSION THEREFORE DECREED THAT THE 
PETITION SEEKING EXTENSION OF THE USE 
OF SCHOOL TOKENS TO COLLEGE STUDENTS BE 
DISMISSED.
