Governor Sanders Proclaims 
May 16 George Griffin

A long-awaited, but unwanted 

day is approaching. Dean George 
C. Griffin is retiring from a posi­
tion which he has held since 1945, 
that of Dean of Students. Plans 
have been in the making to honor 
this man who has served Tech 
and her students so well for five 
decades. 

President Harrison, on the 
suggestion of ANAK, appoint­
ed last fall a special student-
faculty - alumni committee to 
form plans for the exit of the 
beloved Griffin. This commit­
tee — Oscar Davis, John Sta-
ton, and Walter Mitchell, re­
presenting the alumni; Fred 
Ajax and Joe Guthridge, repre­
senting the Institute; and John 

C. P. Snow, British Author, 
Scientist, Speaks Tuesday

Sir Charles P. Snow, British novelist, scientist, and 

critic of the times will address Techmen and faculty in the 
Van Leer (EE) Auditorium this Tuesday at 11:00 PM, ac­
cording to, and as a result of, the Student Lecture & En­
tertainment Committee. 

Hayes, representing the stu­
dents—looked into the matter 
thoroughly and arrived at an 
excellent plan to honor Dean 
Griffin. 
First, a scholarship will be 

established in his name and will 
be administered t h r o u g h the 
Georgia Tech Foundation. Alumni 
were approached in March for a 
contribution, and so far the funds 
received total $27,000. 

The scholarship was establish­
ed because it will serve as a re­
minder of Dean Griffin's desire 
to help students in need. Stu­
dents are invited to give and 
should make their contribution 
via Tom Hall of the Alumni Of­
fice. 

Next, Governor Carl Sanders 
made an official proclamation de­
claring Saturday, May the Kith, 
George C. Griffin day. The Gov­
ernor will make the official an­
nouncement at the banquet to­
morrow night. 

A personal gift fund was 
also started, and the contribu­
tions to it have not been lack­
ing. Patrons were asked not to 
give more than $10 in dona­
tions. Several have run into 
the hundreds of dollars, and 
the sum of money for the gift 
now exceeds $7,000. This is in­
dicative of the honor, respect,

and adoration which those who 
have had contact with Dean 
Griffin feel for him. 
On May 16, a banquet will be 

held to present Dean Griffin with 
many well deserved honors and 
a few surprises. The banquet is 
a stag affair at the Progressive 
Club, beginning at 6:30 and cost­
ing $5 per plate. Anyone—stu­
dents, faculty, friends, alumni— 
may attend. 

Thus far 400 plus have made 
reservations, and a turnout in 
excess of 550 is expected. 

The Reverend Woody Bartlett, 
pastor of the All Saints Episco­
pal Church and the College Chap­
lain, will give the invocation. 
Dean Fred Ajax will be the 
Master of Ceremonies. F i v e 
views of Dean George Griffin 
will be presented. President Har­
rison will give an institutional 
view; John Hayes will present 
the s t u d e n t view; Professor 
Ilainey of the English Depart­
ment will give the faculty view; 
William S. Terrell, President of 
the Alumni Association, will give 
the alumni view; and Coach Bob­
by Dodd will give the athletic 
view. 

Following the projection of 
Dean Griffin's images, Oscar 
Davis will present a personal

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Post Office Fired Again; 
'Niques Prove Hot Stuff

Last Friday night the Atlanta Fire Department re­
ceived another in a series of fire drills jointly sponsored by 
the US Government and the Tech Post Office. This time, 
however, a small group of unidentified students stole their 
glory. 

As two pump trucks, one 
hook and ladder, a chief's car, 
and assorted campus and mun­
icipal security officers rushed 
to the scene, men lead by Mr. 
Kelly brought the blaze under 
control. Kelly is the engineer 
in charge of air conditioning 
in the Van Leer Building. 

According to reports received 
by Mr. A. M. Barber, Tech Post­
master, there was no sign of fire 
in the post office at 8:50. At 
9:12 fire was discovered by Mr. 
Kelly in the far right corner of 
the post office. The fire appar­
ently started from a stack of 
several hundred Techniques. 

The issues had been taken 
from their normal point of dis­
tribution, placed in a canvas 
mail dolly, and wheeled to the 
corner. While no one will open­
ly state that arson was involv­
ed, it is evident to some that 
newsprint does not normally 
transport itself in such a man­
ner and then burst into flame. 

No one was injured in the 
blaze, and damage was confined 

to one corner of the office. De­
stroyed were eight hundred 
square feet acoustical tile, a 
few plywood panels, a door, three 
light fixtures, one mail dolly and 
several hundred copies of the 
Technique. 

One mysterious clue appear­
ed after the fire. A pair of pre­
scription glasses was found at 
the scene of the fire by a mem­
ber of the campus security 
force. On the right temple is a 
piece of plastic tape imprinted 
with the name "Shane." 

According to Capt. Coppenger, 
the name Shane does not belong 
to anyone at Tech or in the At­
lanta Fire Department. 

The owner may claim these 
glasses by presenting himself, 
in person, at the Security Of­
fice, 301 Tenth Street. 

Beginning last Monday, the 
Security O f f i c e has adopted 
tighter restrictions on Post Of­
fice use. The doors will be lock­
ed at 7:00 PM every night, in­
cluding Saturday and Sunday.
