SAC opens doors, offers varied sports

Begun as a dream by student 

leaders almost a decade ago, 
the Fuller E. Callaway III Stu­
dent Athletic Complex (SAC) 
finally opened its doors at the 
beginning of Spring quarter. 

SAC committee chairman 
Randy Poliner estimates over 
6000 people entered the com­
plex on its first full day of 
operation—with 2500 of them 
using the facility's equipment. 

Since opening day, Poliner 
says "the usage has been fan­
tastic. I've never seen 
anything catch on so quickly." 

Comparing SAC's opening 
to the Student Center opening 
in 1970, Poliner believes 
students will soon wonder: 
"What did we do before we had 
the Callaway Complex?" 

Although most of the com­
plex's facilities are open, the 
swimming pool is not yet in 
operation. The delay ia caused, 
according to Bill Beavers, 
head of the Physical Educa­
tion and Recreation Depart­
ment, by a variety of 
mechanical problems. 

"We've had aeveral pool 
problems with the filtration 
equipment... as well as trouble 
with the centrifugal pump aux­
iliary motor," says Beavers. 

But the main problem ia 
caused by burned out un­
derwater lights in the 4700 
square foot pool. Represen­
tatives of the contractor ac­
cidentally ruined the water-
cooled lamps while testing 
them before thev were covered 
by water 

The one-half size Olympic 
pool will be opened as soon as 
the mechanical problems are 
solved, and the new lights, 
which are being air-freighted 
from California, are installed 
and re-tested. 

Designed by Heery and 
Heery—Finch, Alexander, 
Barnes, Rothschild and Pascal 
(FABRAP), a joint venture 
team of architects, the four and 
a half million dollar structure 
accomodates a large variety of 
sports—from gymnastics and 
squash to golf-driving and 
horseshoes. 

The Callaway Complex is 
designed in the shape of an air­
plane, with a pyramid gym­
nasium at each wingtip and 
the pool at the tail section. 

A person entering the 
building is first met by an I. D. 
checking staff member at the 
door to maintain the complex's 
stated policy that it was 
created "for the enjoyment and 
use of the Georgia Tech 
students, faculty, and staff." 

However, guests and family 
members are allowed to use the 
facility—provided they are ac­
companied by students or 
faculty members. Special per-
miaaion should be obtained if 
more than one guest is visiting 
the complex. 

The policy also guarantees 
that varsity athletica will not 
have control of the facility for 
practice sessions or workouts. 

Poliner states, "Up and 
down the line, administrators 
have declared there will he no 

varsity use of the complex. It's 
a recreation facility, not a var­
sity sports arena." 

Beavers agrees, saying there 
will be no "wholesale or partial 
scheduling" to varsity teams. 
In addition, he guarantees the 
P . E . Department will be 
"careful of scheduling any 
time —particularly during 
regular academic quarters." 

After entering SAC, a stu­
dent may walk along the 
hallway to the building's 
"wing"—which is the long 
hallway stretching from the

Jimmy Carter, President of the United 
States and Georgia Tech alumnus has turned 
down an invitation to deliver the keynote ad­
dress at this year's commencement exercises. 

The invitation to speak was extended to 
Carter shortly after he was elected to the 
presidency by Tech President I>r. Joseph Pet­
tit. 

I îst week, however, Pettit received cor­
respondence from Fran Moore, Carter's Direc­
tor of Scheduling, stating, "Although the 
IVesident would have enjoyed very much 
sharing this important occasion, the heavy 
demands on his schedule will not allow our ad­
ding this commitment to his calendar." 

Pettit is diaaappointed but not surprised by 
the rejection. "It really would have been nice if 
Carter would have come to the school of which 

he speaks so highly," states Pettit, "but we 
simply struck out on scheduling." 
Pettit continues, "I can't think of a higher 

honor for our ROTC graduates than to receive 
their commission from the commander-in-
chief of the armed forces." 

Although Carter will not speak this year, 
Pettit is optimistic about an eventual 
appearance by the President. 

"We have many connections with the White 
House, both direct and indirect," observes Pet­
tit, "and although I only want to take one year 
at a time, I would not preclude the poasiblity of 
inviting Carter in the future " 

In light of Carter's rejection, Tech ad­
ministrators have invited Malcom T. 
Stamper, President of Boeing Aircraft Cor­
poration, to speak at commencement. 

Stamper, a 1946 Electrical Engineering 
graduate of Tech, alao attended the University 
ot Michigan I-aw School.

The State of Georgia's proposal for 
housing the Solar Energy Research In­
stitute waa struck down by the Federal 
Government last week, when Colorado 
was named aa the recipient of the in-
sUtuta. 

The InsUtute will soon begin opera-
tion in Golden, Colorado, a small town 
previously known for making Coors 
beer. 

With the loss of the Georgia proposal, 
Tech, which presently cam en on the 
nation's largest solar research 
program. loses the hope of the construe-
tion of a new laboratory on ita campus 
TTie laboratory would have been an in 
tegral part of tha new facility. 

Georgia Tech's involvement with the 

Solar Energy Research Institute 
(SERI) proposal can be traced back to 
July 10, 1975. On this date Governor 
George Busbee created an eight-
member commiaaion to determine the 
beat poaaible aite for locating the 
proposed SERI within (leorgia. 

I >r Thomaa Stelson, Tech's Vice 
President for Research, waa appointed 
chairman of this commiaaion. 

The (lovernor's commission received 
and evaluated over 70 propoaala in­
volving over 100 aitea throughout the 
state. The final proposal from the State 
included Georgia Tech as one of aeven 
members of a conaortium that would 
have become manager-operator of 
SERI if Georgia's proposal had been

PETTIT A N N O U N C E S B U D G E T I N C R E A S E S

Dr. Joesph Pettit, President of 
Georgia Tech, announced this 
week that the Board of Regents is 
considering a proposed budget for 
Tech for the upcoming fiscal year 
that will enable Tech to hire "on 
the order of 40 new faculty 
positions." 

Pettit would not release any con­
crete figures because the planned 
budget i s still only a "proposed 
allocation." However, he ex­
pressed optimism the new budget 
"will be a sizable increase (over 
last year s budget) in response to 
our enrollment increase." 

Pettit is referring to the increase 
in enrollment during fall quarter 
due primarily to over 1900 in­
coming freshmen. Î ast quarter, 
Vernon Crawford, Vice-President 
of Academic Affairs stated, "We 
just did not receive the funding 
needed for the large class that we 
accepted." 

However, according to Pettit. the 
state is attempting to rectify -his 

situation by proposing adequate 
funding to enable Tech to hire 
about 40 new faculty members and 
10 back-up personnel, such as 
secretaries. 

Pettit notes this new allocation 
will also cause problems. "We have 

from April until the fall to hire 40 
new faculty members," he says. 

According to Pettit, this is a very 
short time to interview enough 
applicants for selection of 40 
positions. However, he also notes 
that Tech recruiting for faculty

positions has gone well in the past, 
despite the low average pay for 
Georgia University system 
employees. 

The new salary increases passed 
by the Georgia General Assembly 
will help recruiting, Pettit feels. 
This increase includes a 2'/2 per 
cent automatic increase to all 
faculty with the remaining seven 
per cent left to the discretion of the 
Board of Regents. 

Pettit thinks the Regents will 
probably decide to split this seven 
per cent to make an additional '.V : 
per cent automatic increase and let 
the remaining IWi per cent of the 
raises be left to be divided on the 
basis of merit. 

Pettit states, "Although we still 
remain below the national average 
(in salaries), the raise is a step in 
the right direction." 

Although the state is planning 
to allocate a larger amount of 
money for the Tech budget this 
year than last, a large part of the 
increased funds this year due to 
Tech's producing of more revenue. 

"A large part of our increase will 
come from our own money; more 
fees and sponsored research," 
notes Pettit. He adds that with 
these increases, he sees no tuition 
increase in the near future. 

Compared to other University 
System schools. Tech receives a 
higher than average allocation per 
capita than almost all schools, 
other than medical schools. Also, 
Pettit notes most other schools in 
the University System are having 
decreases in enrollment, aa op­
posed to Tech's increase. Aa a 
result, other schools are not receiv­
ing the increase in allocation Tech 
will probably receive. 

Pettit believes these facts show 
many o f the accusations o f bias on 
the part of the legislature against 
Georgia Tech are false. 

Although at one time the Board

The Tech Student Body will 
have a new President by tonight, 
after the ballots are counted for the 
third presidential election this 
year. This final election will end 
almost two months of election con­
troversy. 

T h e t h i r d e lec t ion was 
necessitated by the Judiciary 
Cabinet ruling that the run-off 
election last quarter was unfair, 
due to the "denial of due process." 

Randy Poliner, the losing can­
didate in that run-off, pointed to 
the activities of the organization of 
S tudents Wonder ing About 
Poliner (SWAP) as well as articles 
in the Technique, stating that 
"serious doubts were raised as to 
the very legality of my campaign 
in a somewhat irresponsible 
manner." 

Mark Wallace, chairman of the 

Judiciary Cabinet, says, "We were 
put in a bad situation with this one 
(election); hopefully we made the 
right decision." 

In a meeting last Tuesday, in 
which the Cabinet met with David 
Vogel, former chairman of the elec­
tions committee, and with both 
candidates, the committee decided 
to hold the election this week and 
that there would be no cam­
paigning. 

The cabinet was considering 
permitting each candidate an 
advertisement in the Technujue 
However, according to Wallace 
"They (the candidates) wanted to 
have the election as soon as possi­
b l e -

Concerning the election, Propp's 
only statement was, "Due to the 
Judicial Cabinet throwing my 
election out last time due in part to 
'prejudicial Technique publicity,' I 
shall not make any comments 

about the election." 
Propp's opponent, Poliner, refus­

ed to comment on his chances in 
the election, stating that no one 
knows how the student body will 
vote. 

Poliner did comment to the fact 
that the student turnout, in his opi­
nion, would be low. "If I were an 
average student ... I'd tend to 
wonder what it (the election) was 
all about." 

Poliner says, "Whoever becomes 
president is going to have an up­
hill battle." He believes that not 
only has confidence in the SGA 
been lost by the students, but also 
by the administration and alumni. 

Whatever the outcome, Wallace 
believes that the decision to have a 
new election was a good one. He 
s ta tes . "We really didn't look at the 
consequences of having another 
election. All we really ruled on is 
the facts."

According to one crafts center 
employee, Peplow's husband, Ken, 
resigned his position at the Crafts 
Area and then returned to teach 
private classes. 

"He was using it (the crafts 
center) for a small business," 
alleges one employee. "For awhile 
no one reported him, but it got to a 
po in t where Tech students 
couldn't use the pottery wheels 
because Ken was teaching classes 
with them." 

When Sweney learned of the 
classes, she immediately fired 
Mrs. Peplow because she had 
failed to report her husband's ac­
tivities. 

It is because of this that Peplow 

has filed charges with the EEOC. 
According to Peoplow, others in 
the crafts area knew of her 
husband's activities, yet were not 
dismissed for failure to report 
them to Sweney. 

Despi te this discrepancy, 
Sweney was well liked ad­
ministrators and most fellow 
employees. "Pat Sweney was mov­
ing the crafts area in the right 
d i r e c t i o n , " commented one 
employee. 

According to Student Center 
Director Roger Wehrle, Sweney 
was "doing a fine job " of running 
the crafts area. 

Interviews for the position of 
Crafts Center Director are being 
conducted at the present time. 

Police report thefts, 
receive recognition

Recent cases reported by the 
GTPD were headed by thefts, acc-
cording to Captain E. C. Baxter, of 
the GTPD. Apparently a recent 
rise in crime in the Techwood hous­
ing project prompted the Atlanta 
Police Department to double their 
patrol in that area. 

"This action in turn began to 
have an effect on criminal in­
cidents on the south side of the 
Tech campus," says Baxter, "to 
the ooint that we found it 
necessary to double our patrol in 
that area also." 

In one incident, two juveniles 
were arrested and stolen private 
property with an estimated value 
of $700 waa recovered, including 
two calculators, a typewrieter, two 
checks, and an unknown amount 
of cash. In another case involving 
a state owned calculator, the 
property was recovered and one 
arrest made. 

Captain Baxter states, "Tech 
police have had only one drug in­
vestigation to deal with recently. 
The offense involved marijuana 
and the three students have been 
referred to Dean of Students 
James Dull for action." 

A small fire in the Heeley 
highrise apartments was reported 
to Tech Police recently. A pan of 
boiling water was left on an open 
stove burner conducted enough 
heat to catch some nearby napkins 
on fire. The blaze was discovered 
and extinquished before it had 
spread far enough to cause any 
substantial damage. 

The Georgia Tech Police Depart­
ment has also received recent 
recognition as new legislation has 
been signed into law. This legisla­
tion brings the law enforcement 
agencies under the Board of 
Regents at the state's colleges and 
universities under the Peace Of­
ficer Standards and Training 
(POST) Council.

Students insulted by election 
In what was perhaps the quickest action performed 

by a student government organization in history, the 
Judiciary Cabinet this week "successfully" ran the 
third Student Body Presidential election of the year. 
The term "successful" is misleading because the only 
success the election can boast is having the fewest 
number of students aware of what was going on at the 
time. 

After all, last quarter students voiced a preference 
between Randy Poliner and Bill Propp. Now they are 
asked to do the same thing, for no obvious reason. The 
Judiciary Cabinet threw out last quarter's second 
election after Poliner protested the election due to 
flyers put out by the now infamous SWAP group, a 
complaint that hardly warrants another election. 

The Judiciary Cabinet, having thrown out the 
election, decided this time to run the show themselves. 
The Elections Committee would have nothing to do 
with the running of the election, this time. The 
arrangements and the date would be determined by 
the Judiciary Cabinet. 

Possibly assuming the election would bring about 
better results if no one knew what was going on, the 
Judiciary Cabinet, with the consent of the 
candidates, decided to have the election this week. 
They claim this was done so the new President, if they 
decide to validate this election, could take office as 
soon as possible. The Judiciary Cabinet also decided 
no campaigning would be allowed, so students would 
be completely mystified as to what the new vote was 
for. 

There was even talk of possibly ordering the 
T e c h n i q u e not to write anything about the election 
and not place ads for either candidate. Realizing this 
was not sound judgment, the Judiciary Cabinet 
decided to hold the election this week so that any 
"misleading" headlines and "biased" stories would 
have little influence on the results of the election. 
Surprisingly, while it was suggested the balloting be 
stopped before this issue of the T e c h n i q u e was placed 
on campus, this action was eventually ruled out. 

Of course, the Judiciary Cabinet was not going to 
allow the election to be held without some notice to the 

students. A flyer was supposed to be placed in the 
mailboxes last Friday explaining why a new election 
was being held and when it was to take place. 
Predictably, the flyers weren't placed in the boxes 
until early this week. 

The unfortunate consequence of this entire mess is 
that now, when Student Government needs to start 
gaining respect, .'t is only succeeding in losing more 
and more respect. The first election was held, a write-
in candidate gathered 45% of the vote, and then he lost 
an appeal for a new election even though it appeared 
he had sufficient grounds for his appeal. 

Then, in the run-off for President, the losing 
candidate appealed because a group campaigned 
against him. While the candidate's appeal was, in his 
own words, "to clear his name" from any 
wrongdoings, the election was thrown out and a new 
one ordered. 

It seems to be a rerun of the 1972 Summer Olympic 
Games and the basketball game between the United 
States and the USSR. In that game, the Russians 
were apparently allowed to keep playing the finals 
seconds of the game until they finally ended the game 
with a victory. Similarly, it appears that Student 
Government will continue to hold Presidential 
elections until the "right" candidate finally wins. 
Whatever means, be they throwing out a seemingly 
fair election or holding elections so secret most 
students are unaware as to what is happening, will be 
used to acheive the required end results, or so it 
appears. 

If this is the way student government is attempting 
to gain respect, they are in more trouble than most of 
us think. The third, and hopefully final, election is all 
but over. Maybe this time, the results will be allowed 
to stand. 

Throwing out the election and then holding the 
next election as silently as possible are a couple 
blunders made by the Judiciary Cabinet that we have 
to live with. Two wrongs don't make a right, and 
hopefully in this case, the two wrongs will not result 
in the election of the "right" candidate.

It is th is want ing to behave what goes on that 
makes publ ic relat ions for fraternit ies d i f f i c u l t For 
instance, many people want to believe that every body 
in a fraternity is n c h , dreaees and th inks al ike 
F r a t e r n i t y membership policies a ra what usual ly 

comes under scrutiny when criticism is forthcoming. 
It is true that fraternities only take certain 
individuals as members. But this does not mean 
diversity in membership is nonexistant. If it is simply 
a matter of racial quotas people are interested in. 
several fraternities that were at one time all 
WASPish. or simply all white, have now started to 
include in their membership blacks, religious 
minorities and other groups. 

Admittedly, there are still houses on this campus 
that do not even consider potential members of some 
ethnic and racial groups, but to condemn all 
fraternities for this is simplistic 

A policy of selective membership may seem severe 
on the surface, but one must consider the fact that 
such selection occurs d e f a c t o in all phases of society. 
In a dormitory, for instance, one tends to restrict his 
friends to those that he can get along with, most often 
because he shares with them a common socio­
economic background and/or common experiences. 

Kraternits membership selection is an extension 
and formalization of t h i s de f a c t o situation While 
t i n s certainly does not make it right. condemantion or 
legislating against it solves nothing. Tnese 
membership policies are a symptom of our racial 
society and not as the editonal seems to imply, a 
cauae of society's various problems. 

Fraternities, l ike any group, have their own 
internal cliques and power strugglea Fraternity 
meetings are often any th ing but quiet a f fa i rs , wi th 
members coming t o gr ips wi th such p r o b l e m s as 
runn ing a business, tax ing themaelvee and p lay ing 
p o l i t i c s T h e s e problems are alot h e a v i e r than just 
deciding what k ind o f bear to serve a t a party, aa 
fraternities are accused of spending t h e i r t ime on. 

T h e queaUon of whether Tech needs another 
s o r o r i t y and whether t h e r e a re too many fraternit ies 
is not easy to answer I 'm inc l ined to behave that if 
t h e r e is enough interest in another sorority and i f 

t h e r e ia evidence that it w i l l not adverse I v affect tha

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Blacks versus whites again 
This week's landside election of Wyche Fowler as 5th 
District Congressman was a major victory for the 
politician who once lost a similar contest to Andrew 
Young in 1972. Young's choice for successor, former 
civil rights militant John Lewis, made a strong effort 
to retain the seat, but a major coalition of 
conservatives and moderates chose the locally-based 
Fowler over the nationally-oriented Lewis. 

While Lewis travelled back and forth seeking 
endorsements and meeting with liberal political 
figures, Fowler, like the turtle chasing the rabbit, 
developed personal contact with the people and spent 
his time slowly but steadily spreading his name and 
moderate point of view throughout the district. The 
voters decided Tuesday they wanted a congressman 
who had a working knowledge and personal insight 
into the needs of the entire district, not a leader of 
special interest group or someone who received big 
money contributions from movie stars and Northern 
political machinery. The campaign was an honest 
and clean contest, and both candidates kept their 
promise of addressing the issues and ignoring the 
difference of complexions. 

Yet despite the attempt by both candidates to leave 
the race issue at home, a diHgracefully large number 
of journalists and news media representatives vowed 
to keep the idea of black vs. white as a major 
campaign question. So-called "experts" constantly 
harped on how Î ewis would take the black precencts 
and Fowler the white ones. They predicted the black 
turnout to be low in many areaH and how all the 
Republicans would vote for the white candidate 
Statistics and specific percentages rolled out of 
i omputers showing the predicted crossover rate of 
blacks voting for the white candidate and vice 

Once the election had been decided, these experts 
had a field day counting1 up the number of black votes 
and white votes, carefully graphing where each 
originated The Atlanta dailies went so far as to 
publish a chart showing the results alongside the 
numbers of black and white registered voters in each 
district Atlantan* were told that Fowler won because 
he attracted m«r< < rohnov.r black vou-a than l*wn» 
gained in the white community, disregarding the 
candidate's issues and political appeal 

Of course, it would be naive to think that there are 
no voters in this city who base their choice solely on 
race lister Maddox became a national redneck hero 
by appeal to bigots and segregationists Sam Massell 
based much of his campaign for mayor on the color of 
his opponent » *km And community leaders in both 
the north side and south side of town often use racial 
idenUty to gain the respect of constituents

tel l ing everyone how important it is to be 
or white 

No, it was obvious to those observers who looked 
that the election realisticly that the color issue had 
little to do with the final outcome. Wyche Fowler was 
City Council President, a veteran of local political 
activities and well-known throughout the district. 
John Lewis was a newcomer to local political 
elections, a man that spent most of his career 
dedicated to national issues and civil rights. Voters 
realized that they needed a congressman with 
experience in politics and a working knowledge of the 
district. Based on his abilities and notoriety, Fowler 
was an obvious choice. 

Lewis also lost a degree of support through the 
many national endorsements he received in the weeks 
preceeding the vote. Support from Kennedy, Young, 
and other national figures did little to impress voters 
who were concentrating on the local problems that 
directly affected them. The populist campaign of "We 
Want Wyche" dwarfed the support I>*wis gained from 
Hollywood celebrities who couldn't vote for h'm 
anyway. 

Now Fowler is headed for Washington, and I^ewisis 
focusing his attention to next year when he can make 
another attempt at gaining the House seat. Î ewis' 
success next year will depend on his becoming 
involved in electioneering and gaining better 
recognition within the district. 

The so-called "experts" should come to realize that 
Atlanta voters have a higher degree of sophistication 
than to base their choice only on the complexion of the 
candidates. Had it not been for the integrity of the 
candidates in ignoring the ravings of bigoted news 
writers, this election might have fallen into the 
depravity that characterized the last mayoral 
election here 

Hopefully, never again will voters be told that the 
election of governmental representatives is 
contingent ujsin the color of one's skin. 

Who cares? 
How many of you out there 

noticed that there was a major 
congressional election in the fifth 
district this past week and that 
Atlanta Mayor Maynard Jackson 
canned a thousand city workers 
who are striking for a fifty cents 
and hour increase? Now for the 
more important question: how 
many of you care? 

While the average Tech student 
reads the newspaper and watches 
the TV news enough to know 
what's going on, the general 
feeling toward Atlanta current 
events is one of disinterest, as in 
"Who gives a damn?" Here we are 
attending a somewhat progressive 
school — technology should 
always be considered progressive 
— in the middle of one of the 
fastest-growing metropolitian 
areas in the country, and all most 
of us care about is passing 
Friday's big test. 

The reasons for this disinterest 
— notice I didn't say apathy since 
that predominate Techperson 
attitude only applies to Tech 
act ivi t ies — are many . 
Engineering students don't 
normally list politics and current 
events as one of their great 
interests. Otherwise we'd all be 
majoring in political science at 
Georgia State. Second, Tech, 
despite its urban location, might 
as well have a wall built around it. 
Most Tech students rarely find 
reason to depart from the campus 
unless they are in pursuit of their 
favorite brew or loose women. If 
the male-female ratio ever drops to 
1 1 and a campus bar springs up, a 
Tech student could enter this 
school and not find a reason to 
emerge for four years. Finally, 
most students at Tech come from 
sheltered, middle-class existences 
where the only worries were 
getting into Georgia Tech and 
finding a date for the big Saturday 
night dance. 

I'm not saying that I'm any 
different from anyone else at Tech. 
I come from one of those sheltered, 
middle-class locations, and before 
I started living off-campus last 
year, I rarely ventured away from 
• atnpus, and I generally think 
politics is (are?) bull. Take the 
election between John l-ewis and 
Wyche Fowler to determine who 
fills the seat vacated by UN 
ambassador Andrew Young. The 
only time the election affects me is 
when a car covered with Wyche 

Fowler stickers cuts me off on the 
expressway or when a John Lewis 
for Congress commercial 
interrupts my favorite program for 
the fifth time. Ironically, the big 
worry centering around Tuesday's 
election is not who won but how 
many people actually voted (sound 
familiar?), which shows not only 
Tech students are disinterested. 

The city workers strike is a little 
more serious. Dorm residents need 
not worry, though, since the trusty 
Physical Plant will be around to 
haul off their garbage. However, 
the dumpster outside my 
apartment building is filling 
rapidly, and with no one to empty 
it, a health hazard becomes 
apparent as does another problem: 
what do I do with my garbage 
when there's no more room in the 
dumpster? The city anwered my 
query by designating schools 
where trash could be taken. I 
always wanted to give my refuse a 
drive through the Atlanta streets 
because some union decided their 
workers weren't getting enough 
money. 

Where does this leave the 
average Tech student? Probably 
on his way to reading Doonesbury. 
Unfortunately, disinterest in the 
"real world" is going to hurt many 
graduating college students who 
suddenly find themselves deluged 
with a variety of everyday 
problems that aren't to be found in 
the daily life of a student. A new 
job, possible relocation, taxes, 
housing, insurance, and even 
marriage are hurdles that not 
every young graduate can deal 
with, especially all at once. 

The interest in a minor in Social 
Sciences shows that Tech students 
are taking a greater interest in 
political science and world affairs, 
although the majority would still 
claim to be bored by politics and 
consider Social Sciences as just 
eighteen hours of slightly less 
than enjoyable courses. But 
whether any of this will increase 
students' interest in a city-wide 
garbage strike remains to be seen. 

This is an era of increased 
awareness and today's college 
graduate is better informed and 
more conscious of his 
surroundings than the graduate 
of, say. ten years ago. But despite 
all our preparation, a lot of us are 
going to find things very different 
after June 11.
