L.ord Charles P. Snow told a gathering last Tuesday in

the Van Leer

auditorium that “Georgia Tech is going to

become one: of the most important places of education in
the world.” Snow addressed 700 faculty and students,, more

Snow answered some of his crities early in the speech
by saying that he can judge what he says by whether the
right people become his enemies. He went on to say that
