Latest Draft News Issued
StudentsExemptOneYear

The latest news regarding the draft and its effect on Tech students has
just been issued by Dean Phil B. Narmore, the executive dean. *Lais¥

Students who have reached their 18th birthday are required to register
immediately at a Selective Service Board. Failure to do so is a federal offense

and is punishable by fine, imprison-
ment or both. The local draft board is
located at 449 West Peachtree street.

All students should write to their
own draft board giving the following
information: school address, post of-
fice box number, and their home ad-
dress. If a student is in doubt as to
the exact location of the board he
should write to the State Director of
Selective Service in his home state,

or ask his parents to forward the in-
formation to the local board. It is
very important that no mistakes be
made in transeribing this information
as it will cause a great deal of delay
and unnecessary work.

Amoroso on Draft

In order to clear up dis-
crepancies recently appearing in
the newspapers and other publi-
cations in regard to deferment of
students, Colonel A. D. Amoroso,
Commandant of the Georgia Tech
ROTC, has issued the following
statement:

“It is our experience that a
delay until actual receipt of
notice of recalled to active duty
before making application for
delay or discharge is in error.
All agencies concerned inform us
that any action on our part to
obtain delay for ROTC students
must be made before the man re-
ceives mnotice or recall. This is
particularly true in the Marine
Reserve, or Georgia National
Guard. My repeated advice to all
ROTC students is to apply for

* your deferment now and not wait

until called to active duty. We
have been able to affect delays,
only for those who make applica-
tion prior to a call for active
dmy.” :

tive service board be notified by the
student when he leaves school be-
cause of sickness, graduation or any
other cause. Students who have a
change in status should also notify
the board of the change. Although
the student is the only one legally
bound to notify the board the school
will also send a letter.

Any veterans who wish to know
if they have a deferred status should
contact the draft board at 449 W.
Peachtree street and ask them any
questions which will help clarify their
status.

Deadline for ROTC

Saturday, September 30, is the last
day that men having three or more
quarters of school will be considered
for advanced military. To be eligible
for advanced military a student must
have at least three quarters of school
remaining before graduation. The
draft law implies that after June 11,
1951, only students in advanced mili-
tary and those selected for deferment
will be deferred for the draft. Sum-
mer school students will not be de-
ferred because of their attendance at
summer school.,

The Army, Navy and Air Force will
set up a committee to choose stu-
dents who show outstanding merit,
and are members of the basic military
course, for deferments. The commit-
tee will have from five to seven mem-=
bers which will be composed of Armed
service representatives and faculty,
with the Armed services in majority;
and will work in eonjunction with the
institution. It is believed that only
those students who have a low aver-
age and do not show potential leader-
ship qualities will not be selected. Stu-
dents who are selected must maintain
their scholastic standing to remain de-
ferred.

If a student receives a notice to re-
port for a physical examination, or
orders to report to active duty, he is
