The Georgia Tech Police 

Department has apprehended 
several criminals guilty of 
felonies within the last weeks of 
summer quarter, reports Chief of 
Police George Gardiner. 

Among those caught were: one 
attempted rapist, two armed 
robbers, a sex offender and 
several pushers. Also, the Tech 
Police have managed to return 
four stolen cars belonging to Tech 
students. 

The attempted rapist was one 
of two men who confronted a 
Tech coed walking from Area III 
to the Student Center. "The coed 
kept a cool head," recalls Chief 
Gardiner. "She managed to stall 
the men until two Tech students 
saw the situation, gave the men a 
chase, and called security." 

One of the two men was ap­
prehended and was promptly 
prosecuted. He is presently ser­
ving a 10-20 year sentence. 

The two armed robbers were in 
separate incidents, both driving 
in stolen cars. One was ap­
prehended two weeks ago when a 
car in which he was a passenger 
crashed into a light post near the 
Skiles Classroom Building. The 
driver, who was wanted for 
murder by the FBI escaped, 
however. The other armed robber 
was apprehended at the corner of 
6th and Techwood with about 
$700 with him in the stolen car. 

The GTPD also apprehended 
a man this summer who exposed 
himself to coeds. He was spotted 
several times during the summer 
and was finally caught and con­
victed of 13 counts of exposure. 

The court, however, 

recommended treatment for the 
offender and he was released 
after one month in jail. So far, the 
man has failed to report to his 
truant officer and has been 
spotted once again since his 
release. 

Chief Gardiner also relates that 
several people selling marijuana 
have been caught on campus. 
One is now in custody pending a 
grand jury hearing. 

Chief Gardiner feels that the 
success of the Department is due 

to the good relations the force has 
with the students. Many of the 
apprehensions were due to 
students reporting crime and 
suspicious actions around cam­
pus. 

The force deserves its share of 
credit for effectiveness, according 
to Gardiner. He notes most of his 
officers are young and well train­
ed. The Chief warns, however,

Overcrowding plagues Tech men

A record-breaking freshman 

class and inadequate dormitory 
space have plagued Tech this 
year. These factors take the 
blame for the worst overcrowding 
situation in the history of 
Georgia Tech, according to Assis­
tant Director of Housing John 
Martone. 

As of last Friday the waiting 
list contained the names of over 
600 men, including 100 freshmen. 
In contrast, the waiting list for 
women was only 20 names long. 

Anticipating the severe crunch, 
the Housing Office opened free 
overflow facilities in the 
Crenshaw Building and fur­
nished the main room with bunk 
beds, lockers, and dressers. They 
offered this housing to the top 100 
men on the list, based on the fact 
that there were about 120 no-
shows last year. Sixty-five spaces 
were assigned, but only ap­
proximately 45 men checked in. 

Martone stresses that the 
utilization of these facilities was 
entirely voluntary. He also notes 
that the tenants of Crenshaw 
were basically late-applying 
freshmen and men who were here 
summer quarter and neglected to 
request a room for the fall. 

The Housing Office set up 
women's overflow facilities in 
Area III women's study lounges. 
They placed twelve women here 
until vacancies were found. 

Those people too low on the 
priority list to hope for dorm 
space were given assistance in 
finding an apartment and a 
roommate by Housing Office 
staff. 

Overall, however, this was the 
"smoothest" opening ever, claims 

Housing Director Gary Schwarz­
mueller. The credit goes mainly to 
two factors: 1) the key distribu­
tion was handled in Field 
Lounge; and 2) this year's staff is 
"super." 

The opening days did have 
their trouble spots, though. Dur­
ing the summer contractors 
replaced all the wire in 
Techwood. A mistake was made 
in rewiring the circuit panels, 
leaving entire sections of the 
dorm with minimal power. 

The problem will be alleviated 
soon, however, as new surface-
mounted circuit boxes will be in­
stalled and wired up correctly. 

This wire replacement 
represents the first step of a three 
point plan to rewire Techwood. 

The final two steps include: 1) 
replacing every panel; and 2) ad­
ding flourescent lights. These will 
be done over winter break. 

Brown will be rewired next 
year, assures Schwarzmueller.

The Transette System, connec­
ting Area III dormitories with the 
main part of the campus, is final­
ly under test this week. 
Preliminary runs are being made 
with two cars to obtain progress 
photos for the National Science 
Foundation. 

However, this, action does not 
assure immediate completion. Ac­
cording to Transette Presdient 
and system designer, Dr. Frank 
Sutton, "Work remains on the 
track yet, in preparation of the 
test demonstration operation for 
the Federal Department of 
Transportation, to be run in the 
next few weeks." 

The present testing is to assure 
the safety and reliability of the 
system, for example, in merging 
and switching operations. If 
the system is approved by the 
Federal government, discussions 
between Georgia Tech and the 
Department of Transportation 
will occur to determine the fate of 
Transette. 

'Tech has acted on a service 
function basis," stated Sutton, 

'The National Science Founda­
tion sponsored the project and it 
is the only one in the world of its 
kind. If successful, the system 
can be adapted to airport, cam­
pus, downtown, and small city 
use." 

The system is being installed 
on the Tech campus. This does 
not imply its continual use here. 
After total completion, Tech has 
the option to buy it at low cost, or 
to operate it for a period of time. 

Although the Transette was 
scheduled to be tested last Oc­
tober, Dr. Sutton blames the year 
delay on monetary difficulties.

The addition of 250 new park­
ing spaces may ease the parking 
situation this fall. These come in 
the form of an additional 
overflow parking lot above the 
Student Center. 

This is the work of Mr. F.C. 
Auman, director of Campus Safe­
ty.

For the present, this lot (west of 
the Student Center and between 

it and SAC), will be unpaved, 
with just gravel, signs and 
ramps. 

"We scraped $77,000 together 
from parking money and other 
funds. Wouldn't you know it — at 
2 pm on Monday (September 13), 
the lowest bid we had was $134,-
000. Well, we 'fell back and 
regrouped'... On Tuesday at 8:30! 
we decided to use it as an 
overflow lot with gravel and 
ramps," explained Auman. 

The paperwork for the lot 
began in April and hit its first 
snag in funding the drainage of 
the lot. On July 13th the Regent's 

gave the go ahead for taking bids 
for the lot. 

At present, Auman has no idea 
as to when the lot will be paved. 

When asked about the number 
of cars expected on campus this 
upcoming year, Auman answered 
that there were 8500 registered 
cars on campus last year, and 
from all indications the number 
would be near 9000 this year. 

In addition to the new spaces 
about the Student Center, other 
new lots were completed over the 
summer. A 73-car lot was built 
behind the Baptist Student Un­
ion, which enabled the yellow lin­
ing of the section of Third Street 
beside it. This was needed 
because of difficulties with the 
Stinger.

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Register to vote 
The current student voter registration drive is a major 

step toward maturing campus attitudes and increasing 
institute awareness. While a growing sense of apathy 
engulfs other colleges across the country, the Georgia 
Tech SGA has shown great insight in pushing for major 
student participation in the upcoming elections. 

Party politics unfortunately plays a significant role in 
the registration of non-voters. Minority party opposition 
to mail registration denies access to thousands of rural 
residents, and the majority party solicits the help of 
labor unions in gaining new party members. While 
Georgia law does not require new registrants to proclaim 
their party preferences, primary voting is conducted 
strictly along party lines. Voters in a run-off primary 
must vote for the same party as they supported in the 
original primary, and their final choices in the general 
election are thus decided solely by partisan vote. 

The student vote registration drive is a non-partisan 
attempt by the SGA to give Georgia Tech students an 
opportunity for on-campus registration. According to 
Student Body President Mitchell Abrams, all students 
living on campus may register to vote in Fulton County, 
regardless of length of residency, and provided they 
don't vote elsewhere. This liberal policy should make it 
easy for students to be eligible for voting in this and 
future elections, and the Technique commends the SGA 
for its efforts. 

N o vacancy 
The Institute's boast of "the largest freshman class in 

history" can hardly be applauded when one considers 
the tragic housing shortage. Over four hundred students 
are awaiting word from the Housing Office on possible 
vacancies for this quarter, but the entire dormitory 
system is now filled to capacity and only a handful of 
those on the waiting list have any hope of living at 
Georgia Tech this quarter. 

Critics of the Housing Office claim that a more ef­
ficiently administered dormitory system would eliminate 
any problems regarding student housing. While it is true 
that both room deposits and rent costs have increased in 
the recent past, these increases can be justified as in­
fluenced by rises in the consumer price index, mostly in­
flationary pressures. And it is difficult to see how a 
better run Housing Office can room four hundred extra 
students when all the available spaces have been filled. 

Responsibility for this shameful lack of adequate 
facilities lies squarely in the lap of the Georgia Tech ad­
ministration. This school is doing a disservice when it 
admits students for classes and then has nowhere for 
them to live. A majority of students attending classes 
here have permanent residences outside of the Atlanta 
area, and the cost of alternative housing in the down­
town area of the fastest growing metropolis in the 
southeastern United States is in many cases prohibitive. 

The solution is obvious: either construct additional 
housing for the overflow students, or simply do not ad­
mit jthem i n the first place.

Freshmen: one week of classes has finished and 
for most of you, about 130 weeks of classes remain 
before you are handed your diploma. That is a long 
time to spend studying and sleeping. Get involved 
and the time will go by much faster.
