Dr. Brittain Speaks
At 25th Anniversary
Of Woman’s College

On January 14-15, The Georgia
State Woman’s College at Valdosta
will mark its twenty-fifth year of serv-
ice in the field of higher education.
President Frank R. Reade, a former
teacher at Tech and faculty advisor of
student publications, has invited our
own Dr. Brittain to be one of the prin-
cipal speakers.

Dr. Brittain will speak on his con-

nections with the founding of the col-
lege.

The Georgia State Woman’s College
was opened to students on January 2,
1913, as the South Georgia State Nor-
mal College, which was a junior col-
lege.

In 1923 the school became known as
The Georgia State College for Women
and was changed to a four-year col-
lege. The first purpose of the college
was preparing young women for the
teaching profession, but in 1933 the
Regents of the University System des-
ignated the college to be a four-year
liberal arts college. Six thousand stu-
dents have sought their education on
its campus since 1913.
